In
order to so experience, the Season of Advent facilitates to prepare
ourselves for a miraculous experience. Advent is called “the
run-up to Christmas' and it heralds the approach to
Christmas. The Birth Jesus had taken place historically

over 2000 years ago, and as is clear from our Advent

Liturgy, we also look forward to the Second Coming of

Christ. It is more clear from the hymn “O come, O come,
Emmanuel'. The past and the future are connected by the

NOW of Christmas 2016! “Looking forward to the birth

of Jesus'is only a manner of speaking. And what we now look forward to is Christmas,
our annual celebration of that event.

Present Coming

We, as mortal humans with a limited span of life, cannot go back in time. But the
celebration of Christmas takes us back in time, back in history to the earthly Birth of
Christ. Thus at Advent we look back to the birth of Christ and we look forward to our
yearly celebration of his birth at Christmas. Further we look still further forward to his
coming again, when he will judge the living and the dead. But to put it just like that is to
forget that emphatic NOW. If in Advent, all we do is to look back to Christ's earthly life
and forward to his coming again, our present life seems to occupy a sort of interval
when nothing much happens. Something decisive happened in history, something decisive
will happen beyond history, but nothing decisive happens now?

Past, Future and Present United in Christmas

Christ came to visit us 2000 years ago and, we believe, will come again. But meanwhile
we are, it seems, left with nothing but remembrance and anticipation, as if in the long
interval between the two, Christ was altogether absent. Our Liturgical prayers and hymns
underline the aspect of ‘NOW’ is the high time to wake up from sleep’. This double
emphasis in the Gospels is, then, the central message of Advent. On the one hand there
is the story of our redemption set in the past, and a story of judgement to be realized in
the future. We are looking back in time and looking forward in time to consummation
beyond time. We are thus made aware week by week of our place in a great cosmic
drama of redemption which gives meaning to every moment of our lives. Time is very
important in the life of us, who live in between the two comings. Let us see the moment
of time Christ was born!
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Miracle of Time in Our Lives

With all the busy Christmas preparations, we might not experience the miracle of time
of Christ’s Birth as the incredible verse of Galatians 4: 4 underlines ‘when the fullness
of time had come, God sent His Son, born of a Woman’. He came at the right moment
and we live in the right moment. Nothing in the world is by chance but by choice of
God. Therefore Christ’s Birth and our Birth too are not by chance. If we do not see that
way, we might miss the miracle of Christmas 2016 ass most missed the miracle of
Nativity of Jesus in Bethlehem too! Jesus Birth was part of God’s plan established
before the foundation of the world.

I. APOSTOLIC LETTER: MISERICORDIA ET MISERA]

OF THE HOLY FATHER FRANCIS
“Mercy and Misery”’

The title refers to the encounter between Jesus and the
woman caught in adultery, from the eighth chapter of
the Gospel of Saint John. In his commentary on the
Gospel, St Augustine said of that encounter, “The two
of them” — Jesus and the woman — “remained alone:
mercy with misery.” The teaching of this Gospel, the
Pope said, “serves not only to throw light on the
conclusion of the Extraordinary Jubilee of Mercy, but
also to point out the path that we are called to follow
in the future.”

In light of the “great graces of mercy” we have
received during the Jubilee, our first response &

is to give thanks to the Lord for His gifts. But

in going forward, we must also continue to

celebrate mercy, especially in the liturgical celebrations of the Church, including in the
Sacrifice of the Mass, and in the other Sacraments, especially in Reconciliation and in
Anointing of the Sick, the two “sacraments of healing.” Pope Francis proposed a number
of ideas to continue the celebration of mercy, including an annual day dedicated to
making the Scriptures better known and more widely diffused. He also called on the
faithful to restore the Sacrament of Reconciliation to a “central place in Christian life.”

The Holy Father also extended a number of initiatives already begun in the Holy Year,
asking the Missionaries of Mercy to continue their ministry, and extending indefinitely
the faculties of priests of the Society of St Pius X to hear confessions and grant absolution.
Pope Francis also extended the faculties of all priests to absolve the sin of procured
abortion. “I want to insist as firmly as I can that abortion is a grave sin,” the Pope said,
“because it puts an end to an innocent life.” But, he continued, “I can and I must state
that there is no sin that God’s mercy cannot reach and wipe away when it finds a repentant
heart seeking to be reconciled with the Father.”

Though the Jubilee is closed, Pope Francis said, “the door of mercy of our heart continues
to remain wide open.” He called on the faithful to continue to practice new works of
mercy, and to find new ways to give expression to the traditional works. The corporal
and spiritual works of mercy, he said, “continue in our own day to be proof of mercy’s
immense positive influence as a social value.” In this vein, the Pope said the Church
must continue to be vigilant and offer solidarity in the face of attacks on human dignity.
“This is the time of mercy,” the Pope concluded. “It is the time of mercy because no
sinner can ever tire of asking forgiveness, and all can feel the welcoming embrace of the
Father.
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II. POPE ALLOWS ALL PRIESTS TO ABSOLVE "GRAVE SIN"
OF ABORTION

Saying nothing is beyond the reach of God's mercy, Pope Francis told Catholics
worldwide he is allowing all priests to absolve the faithful of abortion — women and
health workers alike even while stressing that it is a grave sin in the eyes of the church
to "end an innocent life." In an Apostolic Letter made public Monday, Francis said he
was extending indefinitely the special permission he had granted to all rank-and-file
priests during the just ended Holy Year of Mercy.

"There is no sin that God's mercy cannot reach and wipe away when it finds a repentant
heart seeking to be reconciled" with God, the pope wrote in the 10-page letter, signed
Sunday, the day the Holy Year ended. But, he added: "I wish to restate as firmly as I can
that abortion is a grave sin, since it puts an end to an innocent life." Because the Roman
Catholic Church holds abortion to be such a serious sin, absolution had long been a
matter for a bishop, who could either hear the woman's confession himself or delegate
it to a priest considered an expert in such situations, a potentially intimidating scenario
for many of the faithful. In his letter, the pope appeared to acknowledge that. "Lest any
obstacle arise between the request for reconciliation and God's forgiveness," he wrote,
"I henceforth grant to all priests, in virtue of their ministry, the faculty to absolve those
who have committed the sin of procured abortion."

A top Vatican official, Monsignor Rino Fisichella, told a news conference at the Vatican
on Monday that the pope's words applied to all those who were involved in an abortion
— "from the women to the nurse to the doctor and whoever supports this procedure."
"The sin of abortion is inclusive. Thus forgiveness for the sin of abortion is all-inclusive
and extends to all those who are participants in this sin," Fisichella said. The pope is
"absolutely not" lessening the gravity of the sin of abortion, Fisichella added in comments
to Sky TG24.

Still, the head of an Italian anti-abortion group expressed concern that some priests
might trivialize the sin of abortion. Gian Luigi Gigli, president of the Movement for
Life, said women or health care workers who confess to abortion should be given penance
in the form of volunteer work at the group's centers that work to prevent abortion. By
permitting all priests to absolve the sin of abortion, Francis was further applying his
vision of a merciful church called to minister to the problems of its flock, reflecting
concerns he became familiar with while archbishop of Buenos Aires in his native
Argentina. Last year, he wrote that some women who had abortions felt they had no
choice but to make "this agonizing and painful decision."

In his Apostolic Letter, Francis called on every priest to "be a guide, support and comfort
to penitents on this journey of special reconciliation.". Carter Snead, director of the
Center for Ethics and Culture at the University of Notre Dame, noted that priests hearing
the confessions of those involved in abortion had already been "a longstanding practice

in the United States and several other countries."
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In his letter on abortion, Francis made plain that there can be no ambiguity in laying out
moral principles, even while stressing the church's merciful side. Addressing priests,
Francis wrote: "I ask you to be welcoming to all, witnesses of fatherly love whatever the
gravity of the sin involved, attentive in helping penitents to reflect on the evil they have
done, clear in presenting moral principles, willing to walk patiently beside the faithful
on their penitential journey, farsighted in discerning individual cases and generous in
dispensing God's forgiveness."

"Mercy cannot become a mere parenthesis in the life of the church; it constitutes her
very existence," Francis wrote. Four cardinals, including archconservative U.S. Cardinal
Raymond Burke, recently criticized Francis for his statements on another hotbed issue
in the church, whether divorced Catholics who remarry can receive Communion. Burke
and the others expressed fear that Francis was causing "confusion" by saying the matter
could be left to the discernment of local priests. Church teaching holds such Catholics
are adulterers living in sin, and thus shouldn't receive Communion.

While the pope's approach to forgiveness for abortion could distress Catholics holding
a more rigid application of church teaching, Francis also reached out to traditionalists in
his letter. Faithful attending churches officiated by priests of an ultra-conservative
breakaway group, the Fraternity of St. Pius X, can "validly and licitly receive the
sacramental absolution of their sins," the pope wrote. Francis had previously granted
that permission only for the period of the Holy Year. Francis also expressed hope that
these breakaway priests would strive to work for full Communion with the Roman
Catholic Church.

II1. JESUS’S TOMB OPENED FOR FIRST TIME IN CENTURIES

Jerusalem Preservation experts have opened
for the first time in at least two centuries what
Christians believe is Jesus's tomb inside the
Church of the Holy Sepulchre in Jerusalem. 3

Some of the historic work was witnessed by
AFP photographer Gali Tibbon who captured
images of the site believed to contain the rock
upon which Jesus was laid in around 33 AD =
as it-was uncovered as part of ongoing 4

restoration at the site. A marble slab covering

the site, among the holiest in Christianity, was pulled back for three days as part of both
restoration work and archaeological analysis, experts on the scene told AFP.

It was the first time the marble had been removed since at least 1810, when the last
restoration work took place following a fire, and possibly earlier, said Father Samuel
Aghoyan, the church's Armenian superior. A painting of Jesus can be seen in the narrow
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area above where the marble slab was removed. Debris and material was found beneath
the marble and was being further studied, Aghoyan said. "It is moving in a sense,
something we've been talking about so many centuries," Aghoyan told AFP. National
Geographic has been documenting the restoration work which is being carried out by a
team of Greek specialists. It reported that "the exposure of the burial bed is giving
researchers an unprecedented opportunity to study the original surface of what is
considered the most sacred site in Christianity".

IV. CHRISTMAS

THE CONJOINING OF GOD AND MAN IN THE PERSON OF
JESUS CHRIST

The event of Christmas in theological

terminology is referred to as the

"incarnation," which means "in the flesh."

God was enfleshed in humanity in the

person of Jesus Christ, born as a baby in

Bethlehem. The apostle John begins his

gospel narrative, not with details of the

physical birth of Jesus, but with the

theological explanation that God, the

Word (John 1:1), "became flesh and dwelt

among us" (John 1:14). "The Word was

manifested" (I John 2:1,2), "revealed in the flesh" (I Tim. 3:16), and the importance of
such was explained by John when he wrote in his epistle that anyone "who confesses
that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is of God" (I John 4:2,3).

The One who "existed in the form of God" was "made in the likeness of men, and found
in appearance as a man" (Phil. 2:7,8). He "partook of flesh and blood" (Heb. 2:14), and
"dwelt (literally "tabernacled" by setting up His physical tent) among men" (John 1:14).

A contemporary theological discussion of the Christological conjunction of God and
man in Jesus Christ centers on the incarnational statement of John that "the Word became
flesh" (John 1:14). How are we to interpret the word "flesh"? Does this mean that Jesus
assumed the human physicality and tangibility of an individual human being in a physical
body? Or can this be interpreted inclusively to imply that the divine Word assumed
humanity at large, even to the extent that He subsumed humanity into Himself? If the
latter interpretation is accepted, and the statement "the Word became flesh" is understood
to mean that "God became man", this raises additional questions. Does this impinge
upon the immutability of God by indicated that God became something He was not
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before, i.e. humanity? Is the nature of God thus changed? Is it legitimate, therefore, to
refer to "the humanity of God"? In such an eternal union of God and man, is Jesus
forever human? If so, does the eternal humanity of Jesus indwell the humanity of the
Christian? Does the inclusive divine assumption of humanity necessrily imply the
inclusive universalism of Christ's efficacy? Such questions should make us cautious of
an overly inclusive interpretation that changes the Biblical statement of "the Word became
flesh" into "God became man."

(V. ST. XAVIER)

Pilgrims come together on the Born Jesus Basilica from far-away Kerala and
Tamil Nadu, from neighboring Karnataka and Maharashtra, as well as from the most
distant corners of the Peninsula, and even from distant countries.

without hesitation to His service.

8) St. Alfonso Maria Fusco (1839-1910)
(Founder of the Congregation of Sisters of St. John the Baptist).

St. Alfonso Maria Fusco was born on 23rd March 1839 as the first of five children of
Aniello Fusco and Giuseppina Schiaviona at Angri in Salerno, Italy. Alfonso’s birth
was attributed to the intercession of the Saint Alphonsus De Liguori, the founder of the
Redemptorists. He was canonized on 16th October 2016 by Pope Francis.

Fusco was a mild and gentle character who was responsive to the plight of the poor. We
can say that in a good heart love grows quickly and grace knows no age. His mother a
pious simple woman transmitted to the soul of Alfonso the beautiful Christian virtues
such as purity, simplicity of heart and kindness, charity to the poor and needy with a
burning love for Jesus and Blessed Mother. At a young age Alfonso felt deep within his
heart the call of the Lord. With great joy in November 1850 at the age of eleven he
entered the seminary. Before leaving he greets his mother and asks “Mama if you think
I am worthy to enter the seminary to be a priest, tell me”. His mother replied “Go and be
a saint”. Alfonso makes these words his own his whole life. While in the seminary he
had a dream and he relates “I dreamt of Jesus the Nazarene who said to me, Alfonso you
are to found an Institute of sisters which you will name “of the Nazarene” and an
orphanage for boys and girls. The ground is ready: you have only to build. As soon as
you become a priest you must concern yourself with this” After he was ordained as a
priest, he set about to make this dream happen. After facing many obstacle and challenges
a young woman called Maddalena Caputo collaborates with his mission to establish the
religious institute. On 26th September 1878 along with three women and with the
resource of Five Lire and a hovel St. Alfonso began the congregation saying , “ Providence
is my bank".

St. Fusco was a man of unlimited trust in Divine Providence. His devotion to our Lady
of sorrows and the hours he spent before the Blessed Sacrament gave him enormous
energy to face the most challenging situations of life. St. Fusco’s holy life is an inspiration
and insight for everybody. He was a man not only walked in the light of the gospel, but
lived the gospel. Being an epitome of simplicity, he was wise and prudent father for his
spiritual family which he formed with ardent love for the poor. St. Fusco’s divine nature
attracted people from all walks of life. Till the last moment of his life on February 6™
1910 he committed himself totally to God’s will, and he could say “Lord I Thank You,
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I have been a useless servant”. My daughters, in heaven I will not forget you and I will
always pray for you”. With these words he breathed his last. This is a promise and a
blessing that the sisters continue to experience every day.

St. Fusco always believed educating children are like bringing flowers to Jesus. With
his vision and apostolic zeal the congregation spread its root over 17 countries involving
in education, human promotion, social work, primary health ministry, pastoral and family
apostolate, care for the destitute, mentally disabled, care of the elderly and orphans. We
recall to mind always the words of our beloved founder “My daughters, what do you
think you have come for? To form any kind of family? No, no, you have come to form
the family of saints. This is the aim of our lives. To become saints.”
