POPE'S MESSAGE

LIVE YOUR FAITH DURING LENT, PERFORM WORKS OF MERCY

Lent is a time of conversion and a time to deepen
one's faith, demonstrating and sharing it through
the corporal and spiritual works of mercy, Pope
Francis said. "Faith finds expression in concrete
everyday actions meant to help our neighbors

in body and spirit," the pope said in his
message for Lent, which begins Feb. 10 for
Latin-rite Catholics.Feeding the hungry,
visiting the sick, welcoming strangers,
offering instruction, giving comfort -- "on

such things will we be judged," the pope |

wrote in the message, which was

released at the Vatican Jan.
26.Particularly during the Year of Mercy, he said, Catholics are called to recognize their
own need for God's mercy, the greatness of God's love seen in the death and resurrection
of Christ and the obligation to assist others by communicating God's love and mercy
through words and deeds.

"The root of all sin" is thinking that one is god, something often expressed in a total
preoccupation for accumulating money and power, the pope wrote. And just as individuals
can be tempted to think they have no need of God, social and political systems can run
the same risk, ignoring both God and the real needs of human beings. "Love alone is the
answer to that yearning for infinite happiness," Pope Francis wrote. It is the only response
to the longings "that we think we can satisfy with the idols of knowledge, power and
riches." "The danger always remains that by a constant refusal to open the doors of their
hearts to Christ who knocks on them in the poor," he said, "the proud, rich and powerful
will end up condemning themselves and plunging into the eternal abyss of solitude
which is hell."

But through acts of mercy and charity, "by touching the flesh of the crucified Jesus in
the suffering," he wrote, "sinners can receive the gift of realizing that they too are poor
and in need." "In the corporal works of mercy we touch the flesh of Christ in our brothers
and sisters who need to be fed, clothed, sheltered, visited," he wrote. "In the spiritual
works of mercy -- counsel, instruction, forgiveness, admonishment and prayer -- we
touch more directly our own sinfulness."

In the Christian life, Pope Francis said, "the corporal and spiritual works of mercy must
never be separated.” Cardinal Francesco Montenegro, president of Caritas Italy and
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head of the archdiocese that includes the Italian island of Lampedusa, told reporters at
a Vatican news conference that the pope's message, like the Bible, "does not stop simply
at reaffirming that God is merciful, but clearly indicates that his children must be merciful,
too, by living a greater love, especially by taking care of the little ones, the poor and
defenseless." The cardinal said that from his own experience as archbishop of Agrigento,
he has seen how people's faith and joy have grown and become contagious when they
not only go to Mass, but also volunteer to assist the thousands of migrants who land on
Lampedusa's shore seeking safety and a better life for their families. Msgr. Giampietro
Dal Toso, secretary of the Pontifical Council Cor Unum, the office that promotes and
coordinates Catholic charity, told reporters that Pope Francis wants to help Catholics
rediscover the traditional corporal and spiritual works of mercy, which seemed to have
been left on the shelf with dusty old books. Maybe, he said, "it was no longer fashionable"
to preach about the daily actions of believers or maybe "our ecclesial practice has become
quite institutionalized and politicized."

"The works of mercy are a very simple, concrete, direct, alive, daily, easy, accessible-
to-all way of living the Jubilee of Mercy," he said. "The works of mercy describe what
we as Christians can actually do every day, and that is why I find them so fascinating."
As part of Cor Unum's celebration of the Year of Mercy, he said, it has developed materials
for a retreat day for people engaged in church charitable activity.

II. THE POPE DECREES THAT NOT ONLY MEN MAY BE
CHOSEN FOR THE WASHING OF THE FEET IN THE
LITURGY OF HOLY THURSDAY

Vatican City, 21 January 2016 (VIS) — The Holy Father has written a letter, dated 20
December 2014 and published, to Cardinal Robert Sarah, prefect of the Congregation

for Divine Worship and the Discipline of the Sacraments, in which he decrees that from
now on, the people chosen for the washing of the feet in the liturgy of Holy Thursday
may be selected from all the People of God, and not only men and boys.

The Pope writes to the cardinal that he has for some time reflected on the "rite of the
washing of the feet contained in the Liturgy of the Mass in Coena Domini, with the
intention of improving the way in which it is performed so that it might express more
fully the meaning of Jesus' gesture in the Cenacle, His giving of Himself unto the end
for the salvation of the world, His limitless charity".

"After careful consideration", he continues, "I have decided to make a change to the
Roman Missal. I therefore decree that the section according to which those persons
chosen for the Washing of the feet must be men or boys, so that from now on the Pastors
of the Church may choose the participants in the rite from among all the members of the
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People of God. I also recommend that an adequate explanation of the rite itself be
provided to those who are chosen".

The Congregation for Divine Worship and the Discipline of the Sacraments has
today published a decree on the aforementioned rite, dated 6 January 2016, the
full text of which is published below:

"The reform of the Holy Week, by the decree Maxima Redemptionis nostrae mysteria
of November 1955, provides the faculty, where counselled by pastoral motives, to perform
the washing of the feet of twelve men during the Mass of the Lord's Supper, after the
reading of the Gospel according to John, as if almost to represent Christ's humility and
love for His disciples.

In the Roman liturgy this rite was handed down with the name of the Mandatum of the
Lord on brotherly charity in accordance with Jesus' words, sung in the Antiphon during
the celebration.

In performing this rite, bishops and priests are invited to conform intimately to Christ
who 'came not to be served but to serve' and, driven by a love 'to the end', to give His life
for the salvation of all humankind.

To manifest the full meaning of the rite to those who participate in it, the Holy Father
Francis has seen fit to change the rule by in the Roman Missal (p.300, No. 11) according
to which the chosen men are accompanied by the ministers, which must therefore be
modified as follows: "Those chosen from among the People of God are accompanied by
the ministers' (and consequently in the Caeremoniale Episcoporum No. 301 and No.
299 b referring to the seats for the chosen men, so that pastors may choose a group of
faithful representing the variety and unity of every part of the People of God. This group
may consist of men and women, and ideally of the young and the old, healthy and sick,
clerics, consecrated persons and laypeople.

This Congregation for Divine Worship and the Disipline of the Sacraments, by means
of the faculties granted by the Supreme Pontiff, introduces this innovation in the liturgical
books of the Roman Rite, recalling pastors of their duty to instruct adequately both the
chosen faithful and others, so that they may participate in the rite consciously, actively
and fruitfully".

THE RESURRECTION GIVES OUR FAITH SUBSTANCE

THE RESURRECTION WAS CENTRAL IN THE WITNESS OF THE
APOSTLES.

"We are witnesses' was their theme (Acts 3:15; 1 Corinthians 15:14-15).
Every apostle had to be a personal witness of Christ's Resurrection (Acts 1:22).

The distinctive characteristic of their preaching was the power with which they bore
witness to the Resurrection of Christ (Acts 4:33).

They knew and preached a living Christ (Acts 25:19; 2 Timothy 2:8).

THE OLD TESTAMENT SCRIPTURES DEMANDED THAT THE
RESURRECTION SHOULD TAKE PLACE.

The Messiah was not to be allowed to experience decay (Psalms 16:10; Acts 13:34-35).

Everything written about Christ in the law of Moses, the prophets and the Psalms
demanded fulfilment (Luke 24:44; John 20:9; Acts 26:22-23).

CHRIST FORETOLD HIS RESURRECTION.
At the beginning of His ministry He had hinted at it (John 2:19-22).

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When Peter confessed Jesus as the Messiah, the first clear revelation about the
Resurrection was given to the disciples (Matthew 16:21).

The experience of the Transfiguration was not to be reported until after the Resurrection
(Mark 9:9).

Jesus clearly foretold His Resurrection to the disciples (Matthew 20:19; Mark 14:28).

THE RESURRECTION WAS NECESSARY TO DEMONSTRATE
IRREFUTABLY THE TRUTH OF ALL CHRIST'S CLAIMS.

By His life, words and miracles Jesus had made many claims (Luke 11:20; John 10:18;
John 11:25; John 14:6).

From the lips of a mere human being such claims would have been blasphemous
(Matthew 26:63-66). If such a one died and remained dead as other people then the
charge of imposter would be true but if He rose again from the dead the truth of His
claim - that He was from God and was the Son of God- would be vindicated (Matthew
27:63-66; compared with Acts 5:38-39, applying the latter words for the moment to the
Resurrection.)

THE RESURRECTION WAS NECESSARY TO GIVE FINAL PROOF OF
CHRIST'S DEITY.

The Resurrection was a declaration of the Father, as promised in the Old Testament,
that Jesus is His Son (Psalms 2:7; Acts 13:33).

By raising Christ to life again by the power of the Holy Spirit, God the Father clearly
and obviously marked Christ out as His Son - the Son of God, the Second Person of the
Trinity (Romans 1:4).

It was impossible for death to keep Christ in its grip (Acts 2:24) - of God alone can such
a claim be justly made.

WITHOUT THE RESURRECTION WE WOULD NOT KNOW THAT CHRIST'S
DEATH ACHIEVED ITS OBJECTS SO FAR AS SIN IS CONCERNED.

Without it the gospel would be null and void (1 Corinthians 15:14).
Without it there would be no hope of forgiveness (1 Corinthians 15:17).
Without it we would be utterly lost with no possibility of salvation (1 Corinthians 15:19).

Jesus' Resurrection declares the acquittal of believers from every charge that was against
them on account of their sins (Romans 4:25; Romans 8:34).

THE RESURRECTION WAS NECESSARY TO PROVIDE A SOLID BASIS FOR
FAITH.

Christ showed Himself alive by many convincing proofs (Acts 1:3).

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God's acceptance of Christ's work is demonstrated by the Resurrection (see above):
through Christ men and women may approach God with confidence (1 Peter 1:21).

The Resurrection gives our faith substance (Romans 10:9-10; 1 Corinthians 15:17).

THE RESURRECTION WAS NECESSARY TO GIVE A LIVING HOPE.

Christians' hope or assurance arises from Christ's Resurrection: through His Resurrection
we receive new life (Romans 6:4; Colossians 2:12; 1 Peter 1:3).

Believers have a living hope regarding the resurrection of the dead, for God who raised
up Christ will raise up them also (1 Corinthians 15:20, 1 Corinthians 15:23; Acts 26:23;
1 Corinthians 6:14; 2 Corinthians 4:14).

Believers have a living hope regarding the resurrection of the body, for Christ's
Resurrection is the pattern of theirs (Luke 24:35, Luke 24:39, Luke 24:42-43; John
20:20, John 20:27; Romans 6:5; 1 Corinthians 15:49; Philippians 3:21).

THE RESURRECTION WAS NECESSARY TO DEMONSTRATE THAT
CHRIST MAY BE KNOWN TODAY.

Paul proved the truth of this experience, at first to his great amazement (Acts 9:1-9).

Paul then made the knowing of Christ, and the experiencing of the power of His
Resurrection, an objective of his life (Philippians 3:10).

THE RESURRECTION WAS NECESSARY TO GIVE ASSURANCE OF THE
FINAL JUST JUDGMENT OF THE WORLD.

People wrongly condemned Christ; God the Father vindicated Him by the Resurrection,
thereby judging those who dealt with Christ so falsely (Acts 2:22-24).

God will have the world judged and justly judged by Christ - He has given proof of this
by His Son's Resurrection (Acts 17:31).

THE RESURRECTION WAS NECESSARY TO ILLUSTRATE THAT THE LAST
WORD IS ALWAYS WITH GOD. PEOPLE CALLED CHRIST A 'DECEIVER';
GOD THE FATHER - BY THE RESURRECTION - DECLARED HIM 'MY SON'
(MATTHEW 27:63-66; PSALMS 2:7; ROMANS 1:4).

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V. POPE FRANCIS MODIFIES THE RUBRIC OF THE ROMAN
MISSAL REGARDING THE WASHING OF FEET

It was announced that Pope Francis ordered the modification of the rubric of the Roman
Missal regarding the washing of feet during Holy Thursday Mass, establishing that the
selection of participants in the Rite is no longer limited to men. The Pontiff communicated
his decision to Cardinal Robert Sarah, the Prefect of the Dicastery for Divine Worship
and the Discipline of the Sacraments by way of a letter. The following is an article
written by the Archbishop-Secretary of the Congregation on the occasion.

With the decree In Missa in cena Domini the Congregation for Divine Worship and the
Discipline of the Sacraments, at the request of the Holy Father, has readjusted the rubric
of the Missale Romanum regarding the washing of feet (p. 300 n. 11), variously linked
down the centuries with Holy Thursday and which, from the reform of Holy Week in
1955, could also take place during the evening Mass that begins the Paschal Triduum.

[lluminated by the gospel of John the rite carries a double significance: an imitation of
what Christ did in the Upper Room washing the feet of the Apostles and an expression
of the self-gift signified by this gesture of service. It is not by accident this is called the
Mandatum from the incipit of the antiphon which accompanied the action: “Mandatum
novum do vobis, ut diligatis invicem, sicut dilexi vos, dicit Dominus” (Jhn 13:14). In
fact the commandment to fraternal love binds all the disciples of Jesus without any
distinction or exception.

Already in an old ordo of the Seventh century we find the following: “Pontifex suis
cubicularibus pedes lavat et unusquisque clericorum in domo sua”. Applied differently
in the various dioceses and abbeys it is also found in the Roman Pontifical of the 12th
century after Vespers on Holy Thursday and in the Pontifical of the Roman Curia of the
13th century (“facit mandatum duodecim subdiaconos”). The Mandatum is described
as follows in the Missale Romanum of Pope Saint Pius v (1570): “Post denudationem
altarium, hora competenti, facto signo cum tabula, conveniunt clerici ad faciendum
mandatum. Maior abluit pedes minoribus: tergit et osculatur”. It takes place during the
singing of antiphons, the last of which is Ubi caritas and is concluded by the Pater
noster and a prayer which links the commandment of service with purification from
sins: “Adesto Domine, quaesumus, officio servitutis nostrae: et quia tu discipulis tuis
pedes lavare dignatus es, ne despicias opera manuum tuarum, quae nobis retinenda
mandasti: ut sicut hic nobis, et a nobis exterioria abluuntur inquinamenta; sic a te omnium
nostrum interiora laventur peccata. Quod ipse praestare digneris, qui vivis et regnas,
Deus, per omnia saecula saeculorum”. Enlightened by the gospel which has been heard
during the morning Mass, the carrying out of this action is reserved to the clergy
(“conveniunt clerici”) and the absence of an instruction to have “twelve” would seem to
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indicate that what counts isn’t just imitating what Jesus did in the Upper Room but
rather putting the exemplary value of what Jesus did into practice, which is expected of
all his disciples.

The description of the “De Mandato seu lotione pedum” in the Caeremoniale
Episcoporum of 1600 is more detailed. It mentions the custom (after Vespers or at
lunchtime, in a church, a chapter room or a suitable place) of the Bishop washing,
drying and kissing the feet of “thirteen” poor people after having dressed them, fed
them and given them a charitable donation. Likewise this could be done to thirteen
canons, according to the local custom and wishes of the Bishop, who might choose
poor people even where it is the practice that they be canons: “videtur enim eo pacto
maiorem humilitatem, et charitatem prae se ferre, quam lavare pedes Canonicis”. This
meaningful gesture of the washing of feet, although not applied to the entirety of the
people of God and reserved to the clergy, did not exclude local customs which take into
account the poor or young people (e.g. the Missale Parisiense). The Caeremoniale
Episcoporum expressly prescribed the Mandatum for cathedrals and collegiate churches.

With the reform of Pius xii which once more moved the Missa in cena Domini to the
evening, the washing of feet could take place, for pastoral reasons, during the Mass,
after the homily for “duodecim viros selectos”, placed “in medio presbyterii vel in ipsa
aula ecclesiae”; the celebrant washes and dries their feet (the kiss is no longer mentioned).
This now goes beyond the rather clerical and reserved sense, taking place in the public
assembly with the direction for “twelve men” which makes it more explicitly an imitative
sign, almost a sacred representation, that facilitates what Jesus did and had in mind on
the first Holy Thursday.

The Missale Romanum of 1970 retained the recently reformed rite, simplifying some
elements: the number “twelve” is omitted; it takes place “in loco apto”; it omits one
antiphon and simplifies the others; Ubi caritas is assigned to the presentation of gifts;
the concluding part is omitted (Pater noster, verses and prayer), as this formerly took
place outside of the Mass. The reservation solely to “viri”” however remained for mimetic
value.

The current change foresees that individuals may be chosen from amongst all the members
of the people of God. The significance does not now relate so much to the exterior
imitation of what Jesus has done, rather as to the meaning of what he has accomplished
which has a universal importance, namely the giving of himself “to the end” for the
salvation of the human race, his charity which embraces all people and which makes all
people brothers and sisters by following his example. In fact, the exemplum that he has
given to us so that we might do as he has done goes beyond the physical washing of the
feet of others to embrace everything that such a gesture expresses in service of the

tangible love of our neighbour. All the antiphons proposed in the Missal during the
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washing of feet recall and illustrate the meaning of this gesture both for those who carry
it out and for those who receive it as well as for those who look on and interiorise it
through the chant.

The washing of feet is not obligatory in the Missa in cena Domini. It is for pastors to
evaluate its desirability, according to the pastoral considerations and circumstances which
exist, in such a way that it does not become something automatic or artificial, deprived
of meaning and reduced to a staged event. Nor must it become so important as to grab
all the attention during the Mass of the Lord’s Supper, celebrated on “the most sacred
day on which our Lord Jesus Christ was handed over for our sake” (i.e. Communicates
of the Roman Canon for this Mass). In the directions for the homily we are reminded of
the distinctiveness of this Mass which commemorates the institution of the Eucharist,
of the priestly Order and of the new commandment concerning fraternal charity, the
supreme law for all and towards all in the Church.

It is for pastors to choose a small group of persons who are representative of the entire
people of God — lay, ordained ministers, married, single, religious, healthy, sick, children,
young people and the elderly — and not just one category or condition. Those chosen
should offer themselves willingly. Lastly, it is for those who plan and organise the
liturgical celebrations to prepare and dispose everything so that all may be helped to
fruitfully participate in this moment: the anamnesis of the “new commandment” heard
in the gospel which is the life of every disciple of the Lord.

On the 11", we observe it as Marriage Renewal Day. We would like to invite all married
couples especially those who complete their 25 and 50 years (Silver & Golden) of
Married life and honor them with renewal of the Promises of marriage. It would be a
day long Bible - Prayer convention, keeping in mind the Synod on Family.

On the 12", forenoon it would be Healing preaching and counselling / confession Day,
keeping in mind the Jubuilee year of Mercy. In the evening we have the usual procession
with Our Lady of Fatima followed by Mass and cultural programme.

On 13*, we have the Pontifical High Mass at 9.00 am preceeded by a Mass in English
at 7.00 am. A more detailed programme would be sent through brochures to all Parishes
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in due course of time. All Parish Priests and Heads of insitutions are requested to announce
itin their respective centres and encourage the people to participate in 3-day "Thirunalla"
with faith and devotion.

2. Monthly Recollection and Chrism Mass on March 17, 2016 :
The Monthly Recollection for the Clergy on diocesan level and Chrism Mass are arranged
at Bishop’s House, on March 17, 2016.

Holy Chrism is a mixture of olive oil and balsam, an aromatic resin. This oil is linked
with the sanctification of individuals. In the Old Testament times, the priest, prophets
and kings of the Jewish people were anointed. This oil is used in the sacraments of
baptism, confirmation, and holy orders, since they impart an indelible sacramental
character. In the sacrament of confirmation, the bishop anoints the forehead of the
candidate with chrism saying, “Be sealed with the gift of the Holy Spirit.” Sacred chrism
is also used in the sacrament of holy orders. In the ordination rite of a priest, the bishop
anoints with chrism the palms of each new priest. In the ordination rite of a bishop, the
consecrating bishop anoints the head of the new bishop. Finally, holy chrism is used in
the dedication ceremony of a church. Here the bishop anoints the altar, pouring holy
chrism on the middle of the altar and on each of its four corners. (It is recommended
that the bishop anoint the entire altar). After anointing the altar, he anoints the walls of
the church in 12 or four places marked by crosses.

As the bishop blesses these three oils at the Chrism Mass, our hearts turn to our gracious
Lord who bestows His infinite love and mercy to us through these sacraments. Let us
also pray for our bishop and the priests who are the ministers of the sacraments in the
parish, that they may be the humble and generous servants of the Lord. In view of the
above, the Clergy Recollection will be held on 17th March 2016 at Fathimanagar.

3. 24 Hours of Prayer for the Lord in Lent

The Holy Father has appealed that a Day of Prayer be observed throughout the world
during the Lenten Season i.e. on March 4th and 5th. In response to the call of the Holy
Father and in solidarity with the rest of the Church all over the world, in our diocese too
this day of prayer should be observed. All the parish priests and heads of religious
communities should plan this day of prayer in the main Parish Church and the religious
communities. Kindly take steps to work out the details and see that as many people as
possible participate in this special Day of prayer in the Jubilee Year of Mercy.

4. Decree

Since the Decree has been issued by the Congregation for Sacred Worship and Discipline
of the Sacraments under the instruction of the Holy Father Pope Francis, the washing of
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the feet ceremony on Maundy Thursday from now on should be according to the
instruction in the decree (please see the text of the decree in this issue of the News letter.
Instead of selecting only men, those selected should be representing different sections
of the People of God. Therefore, men, women, children, youth, elderly, priests and nuns
should be included.

The parish priests should explain and instruct the faithful in the parish. Make them see
the spirit behind the change the Holy Father instructed to introduce, namely to have
persons from different sections of the faith community. It is not to be seen as something
sensational and washing of the feet of women should not be unduly highlighted. Men
and women are the members of the People of God, the Church.

5. Congratulations to Rank Holders in Catechism Exam on Diocesan Level : Hearty
Congratulations to all the prize winners in the diocesan catechism exams, conducted in
February, 2016. I thank very much the Management of the Schools/ Colleges in the
diocese of Warangal. Thanks to Rev. Fr. D. Joseph, Director of Pastoral Center and his
team for their hard work & valuable services.

6. No Financial Transactions from 16" of March to 3™ of April 2016: As the financial
year 2015 - 2016 will come to a close on 31* of March 2015, there will be no financial
transactions in Bishop’s House from 20" of March to 2™ April, 2016.

7. A Note to the Project Holders : All the project holders are requested to take the
required money for projects from Bishop’s House in such a way that they will be able to
utilize all the money taken, on or before 31* of March, 2016 without carrying forward
any balance into the new financial year, starting on 1* of April 2016. All the bills /
vouchers are to be dated on or before 31* of March 2016. The bills and vouchers dated
after 31% of March 2016 will not be acceptable.

8. ANIMATING the Faithful With Special Programs

Call for the Clergy to electrify the Faithful with fasting energy: The real aim of Lent is,
above all else, to prepare men for the celebration of the death and Resurrection of Christ.
The better the preparation, the more effective the celebration will be. One can effectively
relive the mystery only with purified mind and heart. The purpose of Lent is to provide
that purification by weaning people from sin and selfishness through self-denial and
prayer, by creating in them the desire to do God’s will and to make Jesus’ Resurrection
happen first of all in their hearts.

Therefore, Please do animate and lead the faithful by one’s Lenten practices to make
special efforts to follow the Lord in the Desert, on the Way of the CROSS on Village/
Parish/ Deanery levels with programs Like ‘Upavasa Yatra, Siluva Yatra, Lenten Prayer
Meetings, Facilitate Individual Confession, Witnessing to Jesus's Suffering and Death
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by Special Stations of the Cross through the streets or Public grounds, always keeping
in mind and heart the poorest and the struggling people as the goal of ‘Lenten campaign’!

9. Invitation to one and all : A day of fasting and Prayer in Christu Jyothi Ashram at
Karunapuram on 30-03-2015 and 19-03-2016 at Karimnagar for the whole of Diocese
is being organized by Ghanpur and Karimnagar Deaneries respectively.

We are happy to communicate that the Ghanpur deanary priests came forward to conduct
a fasting and prayer day at Karunapuram and Karimnagar Deanery at Karimnagar. we
request all the priests and religious to encourage the faithful as much as possible to
participate and to bear witness to one another and make good confession as a preparation
for Easter.
