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( 1. The Pope's Message for the World Day of Peace 2018 |

“Migrants and Refugees. Men and Women in search of Peace.”
The Pope’ smessagefor the 51st World Day of Peace, which, asevery
year, will be celebrated on January 1st 2018, is dedicated to & ~ &
“Migrants and refugees: men and women in search of peace.” /4™
Pope Francis reminds us that there are over 250 million migrants =~ &~
worldwide, of whom 22.5 million are refugees. They are all
searching for “somewhere to live in peace’ as a consequence of
war, hunger, “discrimination, persecution, poverty and
environmental degradation.” Pope Francis says. “Those who
foment fear of migrantsare sowing violence, racial discrimination s
and xenophobia. '

Migrants and refugees are “men and women in search of
peace.” That’'s why government leaders and citizens of
countries of arrival should practice “the virtue of prudence”,
“to welcome, promote, protect, integrate” migrants and
refugees, taking “practical measures’ “within the limits
allowed by acorrect understanding of the common good.”

It's the core of Pope Francis' appeal, contained in the
Messagefor theWorld Day of Peace, dueto be celebrated on January 1, titled “Migrants
and refugees: men and women in search of peace.” The Pope guardsagainst the“ rhetoric”
of those who “foment fear of migrants for political purposes’ sowing “violence, racia
discrimination and xenophobia’, and called upon all nations to adopt the U.N. Global
Compacts for safe migration and for refugees, up for discussion in 2018. The Message
was presented today in the Vatican press room.

“Peaceisaprofound aspiration for everyone.” Peace, wrote Pope Francis, “isaprofound
aspiration for everyone, for each individual and all peoples, and especialy for those
who most keenly suffer its absence.” In order to find a place to live in peace, he said,
they “are willing risk their lives on ajourney that is often long and perilous, to endure
hardships and suffering, and to encounter fences and walls built to keep them far from
their goal.” “Much more remains to be done before our brothers and sisters can once
again live peacefully in a safe home — he said — Welcoming others requires concrete
commitment, a network of assistance and goodwill, vigilant and sympathetic attention,
the responsible management of new and complex situations that at times compound
numerous existing problems, to say nothing of resources, which are always limited.”
Francis called upon government leaders to take practical measures “within the limits
allowed by a correct understanding of the common good, to permit [them] to become
part of a new society.”
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“They have a clear responsibility towards their own communities-the Pope underlined,
whose | egitimate rights and harmonious devel opment they must ensure, lest they become
like the rash builder who miscalculated and failed to complete the tower he had begun
to construct.”

Notothe“rhetoric” of thosewho “foment fear of migrantsfor political reasons.” “Those
who, for what may be political reasons, foment fear of migrants instead of building
peace are sowing violence, racia discrimination and xenophobia, which are matters of
great concern for all those concerned for the safety of every human being.” Pope Francis
pointsafinger against a“rhetoric”, whose spread isseen *in many destination Countries’,
“decrying therisks posed to national security or the high cost of welcoming new arrivals,
and by doing so demeans the human dignity due to all as sons and daughters of
God.” Quoting Saint John Paul 11 when he pointed to the “increased numbers of displaced
persons as one of the consequences of the ‘endless and horrifying sequence of wars,
conflicts, genocides and ethnic cleansings”, that had characterized the 20th century,
Francis underlines that “the new century has registered no real breakthrough: armed
conflicts and other forms of organized violence continue to trigger the movement of
peopleswithin national bordersand beyond.” “ All indicatorsavailableto theinternational
community suggest that global migration will continue for the future. Some consider
thisathreat. For my part — the Pope said — | ask you to view it with confidence as an
opportunity to build peace.” The Pope pointed out that migrant “bring their courage,
skills, energy and aspirations, aswell asthetreasures of their own cultures.” Inthisway,
“they enrich the lives of the nations that receive them.”

“QOur cities, often divided and polarized by conflicts regarding the presence of migrants
and refugees, will thus turn into workshops of peace.”

“Approvethetwo U.N. Global Compacts!.” Inthefinal remarks of the Message, Francis
recallsthe“four milepostsfor action” expressed in the verbs“to welcome, to protect, to
promote, to integrate.” He expressed the hope that “in the course of 2018 this spirit
“will lead the United Nations to draft and approve two Global Compacts, one for safe,
orderly and regular migration and the other for refugees.” These compacts will provide
“a framework for policy proposals and practical measures.” “For this reason — Pope
Francis underlined — they need to be inspired by compassion, foresight and courage, so
as to take advantage of every opportunity to advance the peace-building process. Only
in this way can the realism required of international politics avoid surrendering to
cynicism and to the globalization of indifference.” Francis called for “dialogue and
coordination” acrossthe international community, ensuring the possibility that “beyond
national borders, higher numbers of refugees may be welcomed — or better welcomed —
also by lesswealthy countries, if international cooperation guaranteesthem the necessary
funding.”
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(111. Solemnity of Mary Mother of God |

Just as Mary pondered all the early events
surrounding Jesus in her heart (Luke 2:19), we
are invited to contemplate what the Holy Spirit
chosetoinspireand sharewith usregarding Mary
—not only as Christ’s mother — but as our own
(John 19:27).

Wheat traits do you look for in a mother? What
traits would God look for in awoman to mother
His only Son? The Scriptures may paint the
portrait but the brush belongsto God. The Holy
Spirit moves the most intimate inspiration. A
woman created, a woman set apart. She stands
asamodd of chastity, of inner beauty, of humility
and of purity; the golden vessel, chosen to carry
themost important lifetheworld will ever know.
Are we not called everyday to live for God? Did she not model openness to God the
Father in every conceivable way? Did she leave any doubt that God's will was more
important than her own? Did sherunwhen it wasdifficult? Did shefleefrom discomfort?
Did she trust in God even when the future was uncertain?

Did she hide Him away or share Him with the world?

Arewe not called to offer the Lord our bodies... in every way... for Hisglory? Did she
not allow our Lord to live within her? Did she not know Jesus more intimately than
anyone else on Earth, even His closest followers?

She swaddled Him. She nursed Him. She guided Him through his early years. She stood
beside Him... never abandoning Him... even in the most difficult moments.

Now as our Mother, would she ever abandon us? God created her. He Preserved her. He
picked her. He descended upon her. He grew within her.

Jesus listened to her, loved her, and honored her above any other. Not because she
wanted it but because she deservesit... because sheis different. It was her ‘yes' to God
that set His brothers and sisters back on the right path. It was her ‘fiat’ — her yes — that
forever changed the world. *May it be done to me according to Thy will’ (Luke 1:38).
One‘yes opened the door to hope: hopein salvation, hopefor life after death, and hope
for even the most wretched of sinners.
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And Christ shows us how to love her. He wants us to know her, to admire her, to respect
her and to trust her as our own, so He entrusted usto her and then gave her to each of us.
Hewants usto know and experience thelove that only aMother can give—that only His
Mother ... the Mother of God — created and chosen by God, can give. God invites you
to get to know her, to meditate on her heart as a window into His own. He calls us to
honor her, modeling her humility, her openness, her chastity, and her abandonment. Just
asour Blessed Mother reflects Jesus' light more radiantly and more fully than any other
human in history, so we are called — as children of our Blessed Mother — as children of
the light, to reflect and radiate the love and heart of Christ to the entire world.

( 1V. Feast of Epiphany of theLord |

The feast of the Epiphany, which was kept in |

the East and in certain Western Churchesbefore =
being observed in Rome, seems to have been "%
originally afeast of the nativity; January 6, for

those churches where it was kept, was the
equivalent of Christmas (December 25) in the
Roman Church. The feast was introduced at

Rome in the second half of the sixth century

and became the complement and, so to say, the

crown of the Christmas festival.

Epiphany means manifestation. What the
Church celebratestoday isthe manifestation of
our Lord to the wholeworld; after being made known to the shepherds of Bethlehem He
isrevealed to the Magi who have come from the East to adore Him. Christian tradition
has ever seen in the Magi the first fruits of the Gentiles; they lead in their wake all the
peoples of the earth, and thus the Epiphany is an affirmation of universal salvation. St.
Leo brings out this point admirably in a sermon, read at Matins, in which he showsin
the adoration of the Magi the beginnings of Christian faith, the time when the great
mass of the heathen sets off to follow the star which summons it to seek its Saviour.

That isthe meaning, too, of thewonderful prophecy from Isaiaswhich theliturgy appoints
to be read in the first nocturn at Matins and at the Epistle of the Mass. This same
thought of universal redemption the Church returns to as she sings, in the antiphon to
the Magnificat at 2nd Vespers, applying the words to herself, of the union with Christ
typified by the wedding feast at Cana, by the baptism of her children foreshadowed by
that of Christ in the waters of the Jordan. Formerly the Epiphany was an additional day
for solemn baptisms.
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(V. Ecumenism Sunday |

We are in the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity and today is Ecumenism Sunday. We
arecalledto pray for Christian Unity. Prayersare very powerful instrumentsin achieving
the unity among Christians which seems to be elusive. The tradition of praying for
Christian unity through “The Week of Prayer for Christian Unity” was introduced 50
years ago. The Roman Catholic Church along with the World Council of Churches
beganthisjoint effortin 1968. Sincethen, fraternal collaboration hasreplaced the mistrust
and hatred that kept churches from each other for 450 years. Thanks to prayers and
dialogues. Therefore, it isimportant that we continue this tradition of praying for unity
asindividuals, in our families and in our Parish positioning ourselves beside Jesus to
fulfill hiswish “That they all may be one” (Jn 17: 21).

The first reading from Jonah is challenging. At first Jonah was reluctant to accept the
mission to go over to Nineveh and preach to them. Reasons might have been manifold.
Could be that he had no self-confidence, or he felt he was incompetent, or he felt it
would befutile. Heeven might havefelt athreat to hislifefromthe hard hearted Ninevites.
Whatever the reason might be, he was convinced that hewas unequal to thetask assigned
to him. This has lessons for us. For different reasons we are reluctant to leave our
comfort zones and discharge our baptismal responsibility of preaching the Gospel in
‘onevoice.” Conversion on persona level, community level and Church level will help
us overcome our reluctance to accept other churches as part of the same Body of Christ
aswe are. Rest of the mission is God's work.

In the Second reading thereisagreat urgency in St. Paul’s preaching to Christiansto be
ready for the imminent return of Christ. Part of our preparednessisto diligently carry
out Christ’'scommission, i.e. to preach the Good Newsto all nations. Thetask isenormous
and the time at our disposal is very short. It is pettiness at this stage to harp on our
ecclesial differences at the cost of our divine commission. (This urgency could be
compared to imminent natural disasterslike tsunami, earthquake, fire, shipwreck, plane
crash etc. In such situations no one is bothered about his persona prestige, power,
wealth and bel ongings. Saving livestakesover al other concerns). The Vatican |1 exhorts
“all the Catholic faithful to recognize the signs of the times and to take an active and
intelligent part in the work of ecumenism” (UR 4).

On account of the urgency to preach the Good News and the shortness of time Jesus
sought for collaborators. He chose the Apostles to be his companions for the mission.
They were from different backgrounds and had different views and had their own
priorities. Yet, when it came to the mission of preaching the Gospel, they all did it in
onevoice. Itisacall for al Churchesto realize that the mission isone and the same, that
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is to preach the Good News together in one voice. To do this effectively al have to
overcome the differences, big or small, for this divine mission.

TheVatican 1l exhorts, “ Cathalics, in their ecumenical work, must assuredly be concerned
for their separated brethren, praying for them, keeping them informed about the Church,
making the first approaches toward them. But their primary duty is to make a careful
and honest appraisal of whatever needsto be done or renewed in the Catholic household
itself, in order that its life may bear witness more clearly and faithfully to the teachings
and institutions which have come to it from Christ through the Apostles.” (UR 4)
