Other Jericho Marcheshave occurred to ask God's protection
over our leadersor citiesor for revival to come. Still othershavetaken placearound church

buildings, asking for protection, blessing, or against worldly influencesthat attract our teens,
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or for amost any specific purpose. Itisatest of faith, trust in God to move, and atest of
obedience. These marches are patterned after the march on Jericho by Joshuaasinstructed
by the Lord.

JerichoMarch - Joshua 6

Inthe book of Joshuachapter 6, wearetold of thefirst " Jericho March." According to the
Bible, thelsradliteswereled by Joshuainto theland God promised them. They crossed the
Jordan River and wereinstructed to conquer theland called Canaan. Jericho wasthefirst city
tobetakenfor theLord. It wasacity of falsegods. Joshuawasinstructed to silently march
around thewalled city onceaday for six daysstraight. Then onthe seventh day thelsradlites
marched around the city seven times with seven priests, placed ahead of the Ark of the
Covenant, carrying seven ram’shorns. Asthey marched, the priestswereto blow the horns.
Ontheseventhtrip around, they wereto give onelong blast in unison. Upon hearing that long
blast, the peoplewereto give agreat shout. When they did this, thefortresswalls of Jericho
fell flat totheground dlowing thel sraglitesentry to take thecity. It must have seemed strange
tothelsraglitesto enter battle by way of apeaceful march. Theresidentsinsde Jerichowere
also surely puzzled by the six days of quiet marchesaround their city. But onthat seventh day,
they certainly believed their godswould protect them. However, once again the onetrue God
proved Heismightier than al other falsegods.

toall peopleonearth,” hesaid May 20, noting

that the new cardinals from the Diocese of
Romea so show “theinseparablelink between

the see of Peter and the particular Churches

spread throughout theworld.”

“Let us pray for the new cardinas, so that by

confirming their adherence to Christ, the Most

Merciful and faithful High Priest (see Hebrews 2:17), they will help mein my ministry as
Bishop of Romefor the good of thewholefaithful People of God,” the popesaid.

Among the newly appointed cardinal sisHisBestitude L ouis Raphael Sakol, the patriarch of
Babylon for the Chaldean Catholic Church and the archbishop of Baghdad. Thosefromthe
Diocese of Rome and the Holy See who have been named are: Archbishop LuisLadaria,

S. Paul exhortsus: “First of al, then, | urgethat supplications, prayers, intercessions, and
thanksgivingsbe madefor everyone, for kingsand al who arein high positions, so that we
may lead aquit and peacesblelifeinall godlinessand dignity.” (1Tim 2; 1, 2). TheWord of
God teachesusclearly that intercessionistheresponsbility of every believer. The history of
the churchisreplete with examples of men and women, canonized saints and others, who
haveinterceded for their fellow men and brought many blessngsto our world. Itisconsdered
to beaserious omission to stay unconcerned and not to intercede: “far beit from methat |
should sin against thelord by ceasingto pray for you” (1Sam 12: 23).

The Chairman of the National Service Team, Cyril John, during hispresentation to the 33rd
Genera Body meeting of the CBCl in Bangalore on 7 February 2018 had apprised that the
Catholic Charismatic Renewal in Indiaintendsto organize Nation-wide Intercession for the
country from May 2018 to May 2019. During a subsequent meeting of leaders of the
Charismatic Renewal heldinIndiain 7 regionsin such away that it culminateswith PUSH
2018 (National Prophetic IntercessorsMeet) for about 4000 participants being plannedin
Divine Retreat Centre, Muringoor, Keralafrom Sunday, 18 to Wednesday, 21 November,
2018. The Jericho Prayer ispatterned after the march of Jericho in Joshuachapter 6 led by
Joshuaasinstructed by the Lord.

Nation-wideintercess onfor the country and Jericho Prayer for Indiawerelaunched by Bishop
FrancisKalist, Bishop of Meerut and Episcopal Advisor to the CCR on 17 March during
REVIVE 2018 (Prophetic I ntercession Growth Retreat) organized by the national service
Teamin Jeevan Jyothi Ashram, Delhi from 14to 18 March, 2018 which was attended by 110
intercessors from across the country. Bishop FrancisKalist and Cyril John met Cardinal
Oswald Gracias, Archbishop of Bombay and President of the CBCI regarding thison 28
March 2018 and discussed the detail s of intercession drivethroughout the country.

A specia intercession drivefor the country will be organized acrossthe country from May
2018to May 2019. Thiswill includeteachings/retreats onintercession, chain rosary, fasting
prayer, perpetua adoration, night vigilsand networking of chainintercession. A letter inthis
regardisbeing senttodl Bishopsand L eadersof the CCR inthecountry. Thiswill beorganized
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in each diocese by the Regional/Diocesan Service Team wherethe Renewal leadershipis
networked and el sewhere by the dioceses concerned.

* A prayer card with intentionsfor Jericho Prayer and prayer for the successof Jerichoisbe
got printed in the vernacular by each diocese. A broad format of the prayer card will be
circulated.

 Eachregionisexpectedtoidentify 2 personsto accompany the Jericho Prayer to cover the
entireregion/dtate.

* A route map touching each diocese under the region will be worked out for the Jericho
journey. It isproposed to organize the Jericho Prayer in the Cathedral in each dioceseat a
convenient timein the evening so that more number of people could participate. It isrequested
that Priegts, religiousand lay faithful inthediocesemay beinvited totheintercession gathering
onthedesignated day. Accordingly, if thereare 24 diocesesin aregion, it will take 25 daysto
completethe Jericho journey. The dioceseisexpected to provide board and lodging to the
visiting team (which may consist of 6to 12 persons) till thetimethey depart on the next day
for thenext destination.

 Theprogram of Jericho Prayer at the Cathedral might includeabrief input on nation-wide
intercessonfor the nation, Eucharistic Celebration by the Archbishop/Bishop or inhisabsence
by anomineg, Intercession before the Blessed Sacrament and conclude with Benediction.
Thisopportunity could also beused for praying for specia intention of thedioceseaswell. A
crucifix (minimum 30 inches height) isto be blessed by the Archbishop/Bishop during the
Jericho Prayer which will bebrought to Divine Retreat Centrefor PUSH 2018 in November.
At PUSH 2018 al the blessed crosses brought from the diocesewould beinstalled around
theintercessory map of India.

Thefeast of Corpus Christi ismorethan areminder that Jesusis
indeed the Bread of Life. It isalso acelebration of hisgenerous
hospitality. When he feeds the multitudes, we see his warm
welcometo those who had cometo hear him speak about God.
Inoneof Matthew'saccounts of the multiplication of theloaves
(15: 29-37), hewasup inthehills, but the peopletoiled up to
himand stayed with him. They weredrawnto him, attracted by
hisloving kindness. Their desirefor what he had to give, the
food of thespirit, wasstrong and he gaveit to themin abundance.
And yet, although he knew that they hungered for more than
simplebread, hedid not ignoretheir physical needs. Hecould
not bear to seethem go away hungry, so hegavethemthephysica
sustenance they also needed. Bread here, as always in the
gospels, isasymbol of that spiritual food that appeasesthe hunger of the soul.

So Jesus' hospitality is wide; it embraces the whole person. He wants them to go away
satisfied, physically and spiritualy. Andthey did. They dl ateasmuch asthey wanted. Perhaps
they saidto oneanother, 'See, thisisour God in whom we hoped for salvation...weexult and
wergoicethat he has saved us; for thehand of the Lord restson thismountain.' And before
thisfeast on the green hill, he had cured so many of them of their ills. So it wasaday to
remember. They experienced the compass on of Jesus, going out to meet every kind of human
need: physica disability, tiredness, hunger. 'l fed sorry for thesepeople, hesaidtohisdisciples.

Corpus Christi isacelebration of the hospitality and compassion of Jesus. It showsus God's
tendernesslivingin Jesus. What awonderful feast!

(V. Feast of Sacred Heart of Jesus)

Thewholeof themonth of June, though wedon't hear much
about it these days, istraditionally dedicated to the Sacred
Heart of Jesus. Some people, like myself, may havelittle
appreciation of the once-popular statues and pictures of
the Sacred Heart which aretill to be seenin many churches
and some homes, but | believe we would do well to re-
discover something of the depth of meaninginthisdevotion.

Jesus, whom Paul callsthe'imageof theunseen God', shows
uswhat Godislike. Throughthe symbol of the heart, Jesus
ispointing to the Loveof God, telling usthat God lovesus,
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all of us, dways. 'For thisishow God loved theworld: he gave hisonly Son, sothat everyone
who believesin him may not perish but may haveeternd life (John 3: 16). The heart of Jesus
reveals that God is not cold and distant, but has awarm, tender and loving concern for
humanity andfor &l of crestion. Love, only Love, isthemotiveof al that Jesus Christ did and
said and suffered.

For Julian of Norwich, who lived long before formal devotion to the Sacred Heart was
established inthe Church, Lovewas quite simply thekernel of the Christian message. Her
wholetheology could besummed upinonelinefrom her book, '‘Reve ationsof DivineLove':
"Lovewashis[Jesus] meaning”. What isorigind in dulian'sapproach totheLoveof Godisits
reciprocal nature: not only does God love us, God longsfor and rgjoicesin our love. And so
she hears God speaking to therepentant sinner: "My dear darling, | am glad thou art cometo
me; inall thy woel have ever been with thee. And now thou seest meinmy loveandweare
oned (united) inbliss."

Theactud feast of the Sacred Heart fallson July 1t thisyear. Through it the Church reminds
usonceagainthat GodisLove: Ubi caritaset amor, Deusibi est (Wherethereisloveand
loving-kindness, God ispresent’). Isnot thisthe greatest mystery that poetry and thought and
belief havetoimpart?

(V1. Feast of Immaculate Heart of Mary|

Historically, devotionto the Heart of Mary grew upin
parald, but at alesser intensity than that of devotionto
theHeart of Jesus, only sarting to becomemore prominent
during thetime of St John Eudes. John Eudeswasborn
in 1601 in Normandy, France. He entered the
Congregation of the Oratory of France, foundedin 1611
by Cardinal de Berulle and was ordained to the
priesthood on December 20, 1625.

. John brought people to love Christ and the Virgin
Mary by speaking tirelessy about their Heart, the sign of
thelove God showsfor usand the communiontowhich
wearecalled.

To offer them liturgical worship, he composed Masses

and Officesin their honor and had thefirst Feast of the Holy Heart of Mary celebrated on
February 8, 1648, at Autun (France,) and the Feast of the Heart of Jesus celebrated on
October 20, 1672.
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Hedied on August 19, 1680 and was canonized by Pope Pius XI on May 31, 1925.

Nevertheless, it wasnot until after theA pparitionsat Rue du Bac concerning the"Miraculous
Meda" madeto Catherine Labouréin 1830, and the establishment of asociety dedicated to
the lmmaculate Heart of Mary, at the Church of Our Lady of Victoriesin Parisin 1836, that
thisparticular devotion becamereally well known.

Sincethen devotion to the Immacul ate Heart of Mary, hasgradually grown morewidespread
inthe Church, particularly sincethe apparitionsat Fatima.

Themain difference between the devotionsto the hearts of Jesusand Mary isthat the one
concerned with Jesusemphasizes hisdivine heart asbeing full of lovefor mankind, but with
thislovefor themost part beingignored or rg ected, whiledevotionto Mary'sheart isessentialy
concerned with thelovethat her heart hasfor Jesus, for God.

Therefore, itisnot anendinitself, sotheloveof her heartismeant to beamodel for theway
weshould love God. Thefact that her heart isimmaculate, that issinless, meansthat sheisthe
only fully human personwhoisabletoreally love Godin theway that he should beloved.

Honoring Mary'sImmacul ate Heart isreally just another way of honoring Mary asthe person
who was chosen to be the Mother of God, recognizing her extraordinary holinessand the
immenselove she bestowed on Jesusas hismother, the personwhowascalled to shareinand
co-operatein hisredemptive sufferings.

Theaim of the devotionisto unite mankind to God through Mary'sheart, and this process
involvestheideasof consecration and reparation. A personisconsecrated to Mary'sImmeaculate
Heart asaway of being completdly devoted to God. Thisinvolvesatotd gift of self, something
only ultimately possiblewith referenceto God; but Mary isour intermediary in thisprocessof
consecration.

Becauseof the strong and ogy between Jesusand Mary, the consecrationto Mary'sImmeaculate
Heartisclosely linked to the consecration to Jesus Sacred Heart, dthough itissubordinate
and dependent onit. That is, although theact of consecrationisultimately addressed to God,
itisan act that ismadethrough Mary.

Whileat theAbbey hemet five Franciscan friarsontheir
way to Morocco. He liked the friarsand admired their
zeal. When Anthony heard they were martyred, he begged hissuperior’spermissiontojoin
the Franciscan Order. Eventually, hejoined the Order and expressed adesireto go to the
missions, but that desiredid not cometofruition ashewould haveliked. IlIness prevented him
from spending much timeinAfrica. Whilereturning to Portugd, hisboat wastaken off course
and heended upinItaly. Mesting thefriarsthere, hewassent toAssisi.

Anthony questioned whether he should spend thetimein solitude and prayer or preaching and
teaching. Heasked St. Francis' opinion and wastold: “1 am pleased that you teach sacred
theology to the brothersprovided that, asiscontained in the Rule, you * do not extinguish the
Spirit of prayer and devotion’ during study of thiskind.“ Soon, &. Franciswould giveAnthony
the mission of preaching throughout Italy because of hisexceptional gift. It wassaid that St.
Anthony knew al the Gospel sby heart and could regul arly quotethemwhile spesking. Anthony
often had to preach outside because thelarge crowds he drew weretoo numeroustofitina
church. Furthermore, he never extinguished the spirit of prayer. Evenif he spent the day
preaching and hearing confess ons, hewould spend many hoursof the night praying to God.

St. Anthony was able to improve many livesinstead of only worrying about hisown. At
Archbishop Curley, St. Anthony isthe patron of our Anthony Program. Heisagreat example
to alwaysdo our best even when thingscan bedifficult.
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(VI11. Solemnity of Nativity of John the Baptist]

The Church celebratesthree birthday solemnities—The
Nativity of Jesus, the Nativity of Mary and that of John
the Baptist. Thisgivesaglimpseof the greatness of the
saint whose birthday we celebrate. Littlewonder Jesus
himsdlf proclaimed of Johnthe Bapti<t, “1 tell you, among
those born of women noneisgreater than John” (Luke
7:28). Thisistrueto the name of Johnwhosemeaningis
“God'sgraciousgift.” Ordinarily, giftswhenreceived are
celebrated to show appreciationtothegiver andthegift =
itself. If suchisthe situation for mere human artefacts,
how much greater istheworth of ahuman being? How
great wasthejoy of Zechariah and Elizabethwho at this
point receivesthegift of achild from God whose nature
knows no impossibility? Children, indeed, are God's
graciousgiftstous. Assuch, thebirth of achildinitiatesa
joyful celebration.

Birthday celebrationsin our secular world renew thejoy of our birth as God’ sgraciousgifts.
On such days, onereceives many pleasantriesand gifts of value from family and friends,
reminders of our worth to them. Today, we gather to celebrate the birthday of John the
Baptist. What giftsand pleasantriesdo we bring to the Creator and Giver of the Gift?

Inthefirst reading, God speaksthrough I saiah to usreminding usthat we are His precious
giftsto the world created by him in love. As such, we have being destined by him for a
purpose, or if you likeamission (49:1-6). The Responsorial Psalm singsthis beauty of our
beingwonderfully,

It wasyou who created my inmost self, and put me together in my mother’swomb; for all
these mysteries | thank you: for the wonder of myself, for the wonder of your works (Ps
139:13-14).

Theearly part of Luke 1 fromwhichtoday’sgospd episodeistaken hasit that John already
received theHoly Spiritin hismother’swombfor hismission (cf. Luke 1:15). Therefore, his
birth and the scenario of the namegiving only reved thesignificance of God'spower through
creation. Today’s feast, therefore, reveal s that from the moment of our conception, God
already started agreat work which revealsmore his Omnipotence and Omni-benevolence.
This St. Paul speaks of inrelation to the mission of John the Baptist in the second reading
(Acts13: 22-26).

He himself, you
see, had just said, "You arethe Chrit, the Son of theliving God." Christ saidto him, "And|
say toyouthat you are Peter, and uponthisrock | will build my Church." Uponthisrock | will
build thefaith you havejust confessed. Upon your words, "You arethe Christ, the Son of the
living God," | will build my Church; becauseyou are Peter. Peter comesfrom petra, meaning
arock. Peter, “Rocky”, from*“rock”; not “rock” from*Rocky” . Peter comesfrom theword
for arock in exactly the same way asthe name Christian comesfrom Christ.

Before hispassion the Lord Jesus, asyou know, chosethose disciplesof hiswhomhecalled
apostles. Among theseit was only Peter who almost everywherewas given the privilege of
representing the whole Church. 1t wasin the person of the whole Church, which healone
represented, that hewas privileged to hear, "To you will | givethe keys of the kingdom of
heaven." After dl, itisnot just oneman that received thesekeys, but the Churchinitsunity. So
thisisthe reason for Peter’s acknowledged pre-eminence, that he stood for the Church’s
universality and unity, when hewastold, "Toyou | am entrusting,” what hasin fact been
entrustedto dl. To show you that it isthe Church which hasreceived thekeysof thekingdom
of heaven, listentowhat the L ord saysin another placeto all hisapostles. "RecelvetheHoly
Spirit; andimmediately afterwards, Whosesinsyou forgive, they will beforgiven them; whose
sinsyouretain, they will beretained” (John 20:22-23).
