First Tragic Fake News

Thefirst fake news dated from the biblical beginning of time, when Eve was tempted to
take an apple from the Garden of Eden based on disinformation from the serpent.“You
will not certainly die. For God knowsthat when you eat from it your eyeswill be opened,
and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.” Gen 1:4-5). The strategy of this
skilled *Father of Lies is precisely falsfication, that cunning and dangerous form of
seduction that worms its way into the heart with fabricated and alluring reasoning/
arguments.

Jesus assured us: ‘ You will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.” (Jn 8:32).We
need brave Christians especially priests and the consecrated to demonstrate to the media
personnel and other people who spread fake news to rediscover the truth and truth
alone. Jesus is the truth and truth is not ‘ Something’ but ‘ Someone’ (Jn 37-38). All
Christians especially journalists know and speak truth with works that are truthful and
opposed to falsehoods, rhetorical slogans, and sensational headlines.

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Fuelled by Social Media

The disastrous history of human sin, the Pope says in his message, is the first "fake
news' and it dates back to the book of Genesis.Currently, the fast digital world helps
fuel the spread of "fake news' -- which is the spreading of disinformation on line or in
the traditional media.Spreading fake news can serve to advance selfish goals, influence
decisions and serve egocentric interests. It is difficult to unmask and eliminate fake
news if people interact and read or watch samenewspapers or channels rather than
listening to differing perspectives and opinions."Disinformation thus thrives on the
absence of healthy confrontation with other sources of information that could effectively
challenge prejudices and generate constructive dialogue.lnstead, it risks turning people
into unwilling accomplicesin spreading biased and baseless ideas,” the Pope's message
said. In his message to World Day of Communications, Pope Appeals to Journalism
that seeks the truth is the way to overcome the fake news phenomenon. And hence his
dedication of World Day of Communication to ""The truth will set you fre€'.

Fake News Era

There are praiseworthy efforts being made to create educational programs aimed at
hel ping people to interpret and assess information provided by the media, and teaching
people to take an active part in unmasking falsehoods, rather than unintentionally
contributing to the spread of disinformation. Pope Francis himself had fallen victim to
fake news. First when afake news sitefal sely reported the Pope endorsed Hillary Clinton
for President. And then again, when another fake news site falsely reported that he
endorsed Donald Trump for President. Companies who have helped spread fake news
are in the hot seat. Media giants Facebook, Twitter and Google have testified on how
their sites were used as tools to disseminate misinformation. With Facebook releasing
that up to 150 million Americans have been exposed to content generated on its platform.
Many leaders used the term "fake news' to attack journalism,with statements like ‘we
areliving in afake news era’

Jesus was Target of Public Twist of Truth

Jesus was the original target of false public twist of truth,” There are many ways to
silence peopl e especially the young people. There are many waysto anesthetize them, to
make them keep quiet, ask nothing and question nothing.

[1. World Day of the Poor: “A Sign of Neighbourlinessand Relief in the Face
of the Many Forms of Poverty”

Pope Francis says Christians are urgently called to manifest
their faith by giving “a sign of neighbourliness and relief
in the face of the many forms of poverty” that afflict our
world, and at the same time honour them “who are the
real presence of Jesusin our midst”.

-

In a message released on Thursday for the 2nd World Day
of the Poor, celebrated this year on 18 November, Pope
Francissaid weliveinaworld “which praises, follows

and imitatesthose who have power and riches, while

at the same time marginalizing the poor and
considering them an object of shame.”

The Cry of the Poor

The theme chosen for this year’s message is “This poor man cried and the Lord heard
him”. It comes on the heels of the 1st World Day of the Poor which was established by
Pope Francis at the conclusion of the extraordinary Jubilee of Mercy and fixed for the
33rd Sunday of Ordinary Time. Pointing out that the World Day of the Poor “wishes to
be a small answer which the whole Church, spread throughout the world, gives to the
poor of every type and in every land, the Pope pointed out that “often it is the case that
cooperation with other enterprises, moved not by faith but by human solidarity, enable
us to give assistance which by ourselves would have been impossible.

Christiansto Keep in Mind their Proper Role

He said that by recognizing that in theimmense world of poverty our capacity for action
is limited, we are pushed to recognize other forms of assistance and solidarity “albeit
that we do not neglect our proper role which isto lead everyone to God and holiness’.
He also spoke of the need to be humble and put asideall formsof protagonism: “Diaogue
among thedifferent forms of experienceand humility in giving freely of our collaboration,
without seeking the limelight, is an adequate and fully evangelical response which we
can al give'.

Causes of Contemporary Poverty

In his message, the Pope also examined the roots of poverty saying it is not brought on
by itself, “but is caused by selfishness, pride, greed and injustice”. “These are evils, he
said, as old as man himself, but also sins in which the innocents are caught up, leading
to consequences on the socia level which are dramatic”. He also remarked on what he
called a contemporary “phobia’ for the poor who are considered not only as destitute,
but also as “bearers of insecurity and instability, detached from the habits of daily life
and, consequently, to be rejected and kept afar”. On the other hand, Francis continued,
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“when we find away to draw near to the poor, we know that the first place belongs to
Him who has opened our eyes and our heart to conversion”.

The poor, he stressed, have no need of protagonists, “but of alove which knows how to
hide and forget the good which it hasdone.” The Lord, the Pope affirmed, “listensto the
poor”, Helistensto those “who are downtrodden intheir dignity and yet have the strength
to look up in order to receive light and comfort. He listens to those who are persecuted
inthe name of afalsejustice, oppressed by policiesunworthy of the name and intimidated
by violence.”

He commented on how so many of our brothers and sisters today find themselves on
paths that lead to forms of precariousness: “The lack of basic means of subsistence,
marginalization stemming from areduced capacity to work owing toill-heath, the various
forms of social davery, notwithstanding the progress made by humankind”. The Pope
said that the Disciples of Christ are exhorted never to nourish “sentiments of contempt
or pietism” towardsthe poor, but they are called “to honour them, giving them precedence,
out of the conviction that they are areal presence of Jesusin our midst”.

The Cry of the Poor isalso a Cry of Hope

Pope Francis concluded his message pointing out that often it is the poor themselves
who undermine our indifference and said that “the cry of the poor is also a cry of hope
which manifests the certainty of being liberated”.

Yes, to be saints means to realize fully what we

already are insofar asraised in Christ Jesus to the dignity of adopted sons of God (cf.
Ephesians 1:5; Romans 8:14-17). With the incarnation of the Son, his death and
resurrection, God willed to reconcile with himself the whole of humanity and allow it to
sharein hisown life. He who believesin Christ the Son of God is reborn "from above,”
Is again as though begotten by the work of the Holy Spirit (cf. John 3:1-8). Thismystery
Isactedinthe sacrament of baptism, through which Mother Church givesbirthto "saints.”

The new life, received in baptism, is not subjected to corruption nor to the power of
death. For one who livesin Chrigt, death is the passage of the earthly pilgrimage to the
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heavenly homeland, where the Father welcomes all his children, "from every nation,
from all tribes and peoples and tongues,” as we read today in the Book of Revelation
(7:9). For this reason, it is very significant and appropriate that, after the feast of All
Saints, the liturgy makes us celebrate tomorrow the commemoration of al the deceased
faithful. The"communion of saints,” which we profess in the creed, is aredlity that is
constituted here, but which will be fully manifested when we see God "asheis' (1 John
3:2).

Dear friends, may the traditional visit of these days to the tombs of our dead be an
opportunity to think without fear about the mystery of death and cultivate that incessant
vigilance that prepares usto face it with serenity. May we be helped by the Virgin Mary,
Queen of the Saints, whom we now addresswith filial confidence. On this solemnity of
All Saints, | cordially greet the English-speaking visitors present. May the example and
prayers of the saints guide and sustain us at every stage of our pilgrimages towards the
Kingdom of heaven. Upon you and your families | invoke God's blessing of wisdom,
joy and peace.

(1V. All Souls Day |

Why do Catholic Christians commemorate the
dead during the month of November? Abbot
Odilo of the great French Abbey of Cluny
introduced the festival of All Souls in 998 for Bgsi
members of hisown religious order. Later, in the
14th century, All Souls was adopted by Rome for
the entire church. It is dedicated to the memory
of all the faithful departed. All Saints Day and

November. All Soulsare our family and relatives,

our neighbors and friends, our ancestors, that “cloud of witnesses’ who accepted the
godly realism of their lives, shared it with others already on earth, and continue to do so
now before the throne of the Lamb in heaven.

For this reason, they are truly blessed, and give us a reason to hope, to believe, to
struggle and to live.The feast of All Souls and the month of November is a source of
consolation for each of us. The consoling doctrine of the Communion of Saints alows
us to feel ever close to those who have died and gives us much hope in moments of
despair and sadness. The holy souls in purgatory see ever more clearly what we intuit
from afar. They are already within reach of eternal life, the loving arms of Jesus; but
they are not yet closely within his embrace. The sting of death has been removed, but
they are till sensing the pain of love which only complete union with Jesus can heal.
The healing process is accomplished by the same love which makes the separation
momentarily very painful. Our prayers for the faithful departed increase faith and love

within us; they draw us to look upon the Son with ever greater longing.
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[V. Feast of Lateran Basilica Church]

Let usspend our earthly pilgrimagefilling our
minds with the thoughts of heaven, so that
when we finally cross over into eternal life,
theimageswe see may not beforeign, startling
or strange. Let us pray that we, too, may be
ableto say: “My God, | know this place. | am
home.”

The Universal Church celebrates the
Dedication of the Basilicaof St. John Lateran
in Rome because it is the head and mother
church of al churchesin the world. The fact is, that the Basilica of St. John Lateran is
the Pope’s cathedral because St. John Lateran’s Basilicais the Cathedral of the Diocese
of Rome, and the officia ecclesiastical seat of the Bishop of Rome, who is the Pope.
The first basilica on the site was built in the 4th century when the Roman emperor
Constantine donated land he had received from the wealthy Lateran family.

That structure and its successors suffered fire, earthquake and the ravages of war, but
the Lateran remained the Church where popes were consecrated until the popesreturned
from Avignon in the 14th century, after which they resided in St. Peter’s. The dedication
of this Church isafeast for all Roman Catholics because St. John Lateran is the parish
church of al Catholicssinceit isthe pope's cathedral. This church isthe spiritual home
of the people who belong to the Roman Catholic Church. In celebrating the dedication
of the Pope’s cathedral, we show our unity with the Pope and our love and respect for
him, as well as our obedience and faithfulness to the teachings of the Catholic Church.
It also showsthat we are united with each other inthe Universal Church. St. Paul described
this unity in the Church in the 2nd reading as God’'s Temple with the Spirit of God
living in us and uniting us.

(VI. Children’s Day]

Children’s Day is India’s indigenous festival inasmuch as it is
commemorated on the birthday of India sfirst Prime Minister and
freedom fighter, Jawaharlal Nehru. Unfortunately, all observances
tend to become rituals over a period of time. No thought is given
to the subjects of the celebration except to go through rigmarolein
educationd institutionswhere children are acaptive audience. None
\6 of us care enough to find out statistics of children employed as
\- domestic workers or in tea shops and other forms of labour. It is

true that India is a developing country and therefore to compare

the devel opment indices of developed countriesto oursisnot fair. Many families depend
on the incomes brought by their adolescent children who are compelled to drop out of
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school on account of poverty and take up some kind of work. Article 24 of the
Constitution of India prohibits child labour. There are other laws and the Indian Penal
Code such as the Juvenile Justice (care and protection) of Children Act-2000, and the
Child Labour (Prohibition and Abolition) Act-1986 provide a legal basis to identify,
prosecute and stop child labour in India. But there is a huge gap between what the law
says and how it is implemented.

(VII. Feast of Presentation of the Blessed Virgin Mary]

Mary’s presentation was cel ebrated in Jerusalem
in the sixth century. A church was built there in
* honor of this mystery. The Eastern Church was
more interested in the feast, but it does appear
_inthe West in the 11th century. Although the

. feast at times disappeared from the calendar, in
2 thel6th century it becameafeast of theuniversal
Church.

As with Mary’s birth, we read of Mary’s
presentation in the temple only in apocryphal literature. In what is recognized as an
unhistorical account, the Protoevangelium of James tells us that Anna and Joachim
offered Mary to God in the Temple when she was 3 years old. Thiswas to carry out a
promise made to God when Annawas still childless.

Thoughit cannot be proven historically, Mary’s presentation has an important theol ogical
purpose. It continues the impact of the feasts of the Immaculate Conception and of the
birth of Mary. It emphasizes that the holiness conferred on Mary from the beginning of
her life on earth continued through her early childhood and beyond.

(VI11. Solemnity of Christ the King]

Christ the King! Christ is king of our hearts and of our lives. 1@
Many of ustoday no longer think of actual kings but we can still
understand theideaof aking. We should think of the strugglein
the Old Testament, the Jewish Scriptures, when the Jewish people

with their covenant with God.

Christ the King as a solemnity is about our covenant with God.
Perhaps we don’t often think that we have a covenant with God
Often we only think of our Jewish ancestors and their covenants
with the Lord God. But our Scripture are called the New
Testament and they refer to the New Covenant with the Lord @&
God. The point where we made that covenant is our baptism:

we were baptized into Christ and into the New Covenant with Him.
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The Prophet Ezekiel, speaking in the name of God, tellsus” “the sleek and the strong |
will destroy.” Thisis not about God wanting to get rid of some of us. Rather it isthe
destruction of a person so that the person can be reformed in God'simage. The sleek
and the strong live in illusion because the only strength in this life is Jesus the Lord.

Soif Christisour King, then we need to live our Covenant with Him. We need to walk
humbly in Hiswaysand to trust in loving othersthat we ourselves will know God'slove
inour lives. This solemnity is not just about looking to God as our King or looking to
Christ as our God-King. No, it is about our Covenant with our God and King and a
deep commitment to live as He wants us to live: loving all because we love Him.

(IX. Feast of S. Andrew)

original twelve disciplesof Jesus. Andrew has always been
my favorite among Jesus first disciples, and this blog is
dedicated to St. Andrew.

¢ Andrew was the first evangelist of the Christian faith, for
" he brought his brother Simon Peter to Jesus (John 1:41).
# As| have been involved, directly or indirectly, in sharing
* & the Good News of Jesus most of my adult life, Andrew has
been amodel disciple for me. Andrew was not one of the
three disciples closest to Jesus— Peter, James and John. He
played a background role as his more famous brother
2 becamethe spokesperson of the early church. Nevertheless,
~ alook back at referencesto Andrew in the Gospel accounts
reveals that he made key contributions to the story that became the Good News, the
Gospel.
. "Andrew brought the child to Jesus who had five loaves and two fish which
Jesus proceeded to multiply and fed over 5,000 people (John 6).
. As the disciples were walking around the Temple in Jerusalem, Jesus shocked
them by prophesying the compl ete destruction of the Temple. In response, Andrew asked
him aquestion which occasioned Jesus' teaching about the events which would precede
the final coming of the Kingdom of God (Mark 13).
. Shortly before the events leading to Jesus' crucifixion, some Greeks told Jesus
disciple Philip, “Sir, we wish to see Jesus.” Philip told thisto Andrew who relayed the
message to Jesus. Thisagain led to a significant teaching moment for Jesus: “ Very truly
| tell you, unless a grain of wheat falls into the earth and dies, it remains just a single
grain; but if it dies, it bears much fruit” (John 12).
In all these stories Andrew’s role is understated, but it leads to something extremely
significant in the Gospel story. | seeinthem that Andrew epitomizes acouple of essential
characteristics of followers of Jesus. attentiveness to the leading of the Holy Spirit and
contact with not-yet-followers of Jesus.

a) Celebration of Masses Every Priest is permitted to celebrate three Masses on
“All Souls Day” November 2, accepting stipend only for one Mass in virtue of the
Apostolic Constitution of Pope Benedict XV. That isFirst Mass: One can apply infavor
of any person and accept a stipend for the Mass Second Mass: Priests are bound to
apply it for the faithful departed. Third Mass: Priests are bound to apply it for the
intentions of the Supreme Pontiff.

b) Plenary indulgence: (applicable only to the souls in purgatory)

Plenary indulgenceisgranted to any one of the faithful who devoutly visitsthe cemetery
or who simply prays for the dead on one of the days from 1st to 8th November. On Al
Souls' Day (or else with the permission of the Ordinary on Sunday that precedes or
follows, or else on All Saints Day) visit a church or chapel with devotion and there

recite the Our Father and Creed.
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c) Partial Indulgence (applicable only to the soulsin purgatory): A partial indulgence
Is granted to any faithful who: a) Visits devoutly cemetery or who smply prays
mentally for the dead. b) Recites Lauds or Vespers of the office of the Dead or the
invocation, "eternal rest grant..."

2. Deanery Level Recollection in November: Deans are requested to organize the
November month recollection on Deanery level in 2nd week. All Priests are requested
to attend and grow in holiness and Priestly Ministry.

Faith formationisanintegral aspect of any Church. The Catechism of the Catholic Church
teaches that parents have the primary responsibility for educating their children in the
Catholic faith, not merely schools or parishes. Parents must first take initiative to begin
forming their children in the moral and doctrinal teachings of the Church so that they
may become virtuous and holy men and women.

Through the grace of the sacrament of marriage, parents receive the responsibility and
privilege of evangelizing their children. Parents should initiate their children at an early
age into the mysteries of the faith of which they are the *first heralds' for their children.
They should associate them from their tenderest years with the life of the church. A
wholesome family life can foster interior disposition that are a genuine preparation for a
loving faith and remain a support for it throughout one's life.” .

When parents understand this holy role that they are the first faith formators of their
children, it will help the children to grow and mature their faith. Those children who are
given aproper direction in childhood in following Jesusthey will be very much involved
in the life and the ministry of the Church.
