‘l anamissiononthisEarth,” whichiswhy wearehereinthisworld. Infact, the Popesays,
“every manandwomanisamission.” “To beattracted and to be sent are two movements® of
the heart that “ hold out promisefor our futureand givedirectionto our lives.”

Gift of self

In his message, the Pope urges young people not to be afraid of Christ and his Church,
because, hesays, “itiswhere“wefind thetreasurethat fillslifewithjoy.” Speaking fromhis
own experience, he saysthat through faith hefound the surefoundation of hisdreamsandthe
strength to realize them. “For those who stand by Jesus,” the Pope continues, “evil isan
incentiveto ever greater love,” because” from the cross of Jesuswelearn thedivinelogic of
self-sacrifice asaproclamation of the Gospel for thelifeof theworld.

Young People, theFaith and Vocational Discer nment
Synod Pur poses

1. Taking care of young peopleisnot an optional task for the Church, but anintegral part of
her vocation and mission in history. Injust afew words, thisisthe specific scope of the
upcoming Synod: just asour Lord Jesus Christ walked alongsidethe disciplesof Emmaus(cf.
Lk 24:13-35), the Churchisalso urged to accompany all young people, without exception,
towardsthejoy of love. With their presence and their words, young people can heprguvenate
theface of the Church. Thereisathematic link between the Messageto Young People of the
Second Vatican Council (8 December 1965) and the Synod of Young Peopl e (3-28 October
2018), something the Holy Father highlighted when heintroduced the Pre-synod meeting:
The splendid Messageto the Young of Vatican Council 1| comestomind. Itisaninvitationto
seek new pathsand to journey along them boldly and trustfully, keeping our eyesfixed on
Jesusand opening up to theHoly Spirit, to rejuvenate the very countenance of the Church, as
we accompany young peopleintheir journey of vocational discernment during this* epoch
change’.

Discernment M ethod

2. In discernment, we recognize away of life, astyle, afundamental attitude and also a
working method; it isapath to walk together, whereby welook at the social and cultural
dynamicsweare steeped in, through the eyes of the disciple. Discernment leadsusto recognize
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- and becomeattuned with - the action of the Spirit, intrue spiritual obedience. Inthisway, it
becomes opennessto new things, courage to move outwards and res stanceto thetemptation
of reducing what isnew to what we aready know. Discernment isatruly spiritua attitude.
Sinceitisobedienceto the Spirit, discernment islistening, first and foremost, that can aso
becomeadriver for our actions, theability to becreatively faithful totheonesinglemissonthe
Church has alwaysbeen entrusted with. Hence, discernment becomesapastoral instrument,
that isableto identify livable pathwaystoday’s young people can follow, and to provide
guidanceand suggestionsfor themissonthat are not ready-made, but arethefruit of ajourney
that enablesustofollow the Spirit. A pathway that isstructured in thisway invitesusto open
and not to close, to ask questions without suggesting pre-defined answers, to point to
aternativesand probe opportunities. Inthisframework, it isclear that the Synod Assembly
itself, next October, needs to be approached with the proper attitudes for a discernment
process.

Text Sructure

3. TheInstrumentum L aboris gathersand summarizesthe contributionsthat were collected
during thepre-synodal processin adocument that isstructured in three parts, which explicitly
reflect the structure of the discernment processdescribed in EG 51: recognizing, interpreting,
and choosing. Hence, the partsare not independent of one another, but are stagesinasingle
overal process.

Recognizing : Thefirst stepistolook andto listen. Thisrequires paying attention to thereal
situation of today’syoung people, inthe diverse circumstances and contextsthey livein. It
requires humility, closeness and empathy, in order to get in tunewith them, and grasp what
their joysand hopesare, their grievesand their anxieties(cf. GS1). Likewise, weshould turn
our caring and concerned eyesand earstowardsthe experience of the ecclesia communities
involved with young peoplearound theworld. Inthisfirst step, we should focuson grasping
concreteredlities: social sciencesprovidean essentia contributionwhich, incidentaly, iswell
represented in the sourcesthat are being used, but what they haveto say islooked at and re-
read inthelight of faith and the experience of the Church.

Inter preting : Thesecond step leadsusto review what we haverecognized, usnginterpretation
and evaluation criteriaderived from afaith perspective. Thereference framework must be
based onthebiblical, anthropological and theological categoriesthat are expressed inthe
Synod’skey wor ds: youth, vocation, vocationd discernment and spiritual accompaniment.
Therefore, building an adequate reference framework from thetheological, ecclesiological,
pedagogical and pastoral standpoint isstrategically important: something that can help us
avoid hasty judgments, albeit recognizing «thet inthe Church therelegitimately coexist different
ways of interpreting many aspectsof doctrineand Christian life» (GE 43). Thisiswhy we

must acquire an open spiritua dynamism.
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Choosing. Only inthelight of avocation that has been accepted isit possibleto understand
what concrete stepsthe Spirit iscalling usto make, and what direction to follow to respond to
Hiscall. Inthisthird phase of discernment, we need to examine pastoral approaches and
practices, and cultivatetheinner freedom that enables usto choose thosethat better alow us
toreach our goals, and discard those that areless effective. Therefore, it isan operational
evauation and acritica andysis, not ajudgment ontheva ue or meaning that such gpproaches
might havein other circumstancesor times. Thisstepwill allow ustoidentify wherereforms
areneeded, aswell aschangesto ecclesd and pastora practicesthat otherwise might become
fosslized.

(V. Feast of &. Francis of Assisi)

Francis of Assisi was apoor little man who astounded and
ingpired the Church by taking thegospd literdly notinanarrow
fundamentalist sense, but by actually following al that Jesus
sadanddid, joyfully, without limit, and without asense of self-
importance. Seriousillnessbrought theyoung Francisto see
theemptinessof hisfrolicking lifeasleader of Assis’syouith.
Prayer lengthy and difficult led himto aself-emptying likethat
of Chrigt, climaxed by embracing aleper he met ontheroad.
It symbolized hiscomplete obediencetowhat he had heardin
prayer: “Francisl Everythingyou haveloved anddesredinthe
fleshitisyour duty to despiseand hate, if you wishto know
my will. And when you have begun this, al that now seems
sweet and lovely to you will becomeintol erableand bitter, but all that you used to avoid will
turnitself to great sweetnessand exceeding joy.”

Fromthe crossin the neglected field-chapel of San Damiano, Christ told him, “ Francis, go out
and build up my house, for itisnearly falling down.” Francisbecamethetotally poor and
humbleworkman. He must have suspected adeeper meaning to* build up my house.” But he
would have been content to befor therest of hislifethe poor “nothing” man actually putting
brick on brick in abandoned chapels. He gave up dl hispossessions, piling even hisclothes
before hisearthly father who was demanding restitution for Francis' “ gifts’ to the poor so that
hewould betotally freeto say, “Our Father in heaven.” Hewas, for atime, considered to be
areligiousfanatic, begging from door to door when he could not get money for hiswork,
evoking sadnessor disgust to the hearts of hisformer friends, ridiculefromthe unthinking.
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On hisdeathbed, Francissaid over and over again thelast addition to his Canticle of the Sun,
“Bepraised, O Lord, for our Sister Death.” He sang Psalm 141, and at the end asked his
superior’spermission to have hisclothesremoved when thelast hour camein order that he
could expirelying naked ontheearth, inimitation of hisLord.

[ V1. Feast of Our Lady of the Rosary ]

On October 7, the Roman Catholic Church cel ebratesthe yearly
feast of Our Lady of the Rosary. Known for several centuriesby ¢
the aternatetitle of “Our Lady of Victory,” the feast day takes :
place in honor of a 16th century naval victory which secured '
Europe against Turkish invasion. Pope St. PiusV attributed the
victory to theintercession of the Blessed Virgin Mary, who was
invoked onthe day of the battle through acampaignto pray the
Rosary throughout Europe.

The feast always occurs one week after the similar Byzantine
cel ebration of the Protection of the Mother of God, which most
Eastern Orthodox Christians and Eastern Catholicscelebrate on
October 1inmemory of a10th-century military victory which protected Congtantinopleagaingt
invasion after areported Marian apparition. PopeLeo XI11 was particularly devoted to Our
Lady of theRosary, producing 11 encyclicason the subject of thisfeast and itsimportancein
thecourseof hislong pontificate.

Inthefirst of them, 1883's" Supremi Apostolatus Officio,” he echoed thewordsof the ol dest
known Marian prayer (known intheLatintradition asthe* Sub Tuum Praesidium”), when he
wrote, “ It hasalways been the habit of Catholicsin danger and introubloustimestofly for
refugetoMary.”

“Thisdevotion, sogrest and so confident, to theaugust Queen of Heaven,” Pope L eo continued,
“hasnever shoneforth with such brilliancy aswhen themilitant Church of God hasseemedto
be endangered by theviolence of heresy ... or by anintolerable moral corruption, or by the
attacks of powerful enemies.” Foremost among such “ attacks’ wasthe battle of Lepanto, a
perilousand decisive moment in European and world history.

Some accounts say that Pope PiusV was granted amiraculousvision of the Holy League's
stunning victory. Without adoubt, the Pope understood the significance of the day'sevents,
when hewas eventually informed that all but 13 of the nearly 300 Turkish shipshad been
captured or sunk. Hewas moved to ingtitute the feast now celebrated universally as Our Lady
of theRosary.
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(VII. Feast of &. Luke the Evangelist

On October 18, Catholicsand other Christiansaround
the world will celebrate the feast of St. Luke, the
physician and companion of St. Paul whose gospel
preserved the most extensive biography of Jesus
Christ. St. Lukewrote agreater volume of the New
Testament than any other singleauthor, including the
earliest history of the Church. Ancient traditionsalso
acknowledge Luke as the founder of Christian
iconography, making himapatron of artistsaswell as
doctorsand other medical caregivers.

Lukecamefromthelargemetropolitancity of Antioch,
apart of modern-day Turkey. In Luke'slifetime, his SRS |
native city emerged asan important center of early & A
Chrigtianity. During thefuture saint'searly years, the l N
city'sport had aready becomeacultural center, renowned for artsand sciences. Historians
do not know whether Luke cameto Christianity from Judai sm or paganism, athough there
arestrong suggestionsthat L ukewasagentile convert.

Educated asaphysician inthe Greek-speaking city, L ukewas among the most cultured and
cosmopolitan membersof the early Church. Scholarsof archeology and ancient literature
have ranked him among the top historians of histime period, bes des noting the outstanding
Greek prose style and technical accuracy of hisaccountsof Christ'slife and the apostles
missionary journeys.

L ukewasa so among the only companions of Paul who did not abandon him during hisfina
imprisonment and death in Rome. After the martyrdom of St. Paul intheyear 67, . Lukeis
saidto have preached e sawherethroughout the M editerranean, and possibly died asamartyr.
However, eventraditionisunclear onthispoint. Fittingly, the evangelist whosetravelsand
erudition could havefilled volumeswrote just enough to proclaim the gospel and apostolic
preaching to theworld.

[VI Il. Feast of &s. Smon and Jude]
Feast of Sts. Simon and Jude whose names occur together in the Canon of theMassand are
also celebrated on the same day. Possibly thisisbecause they both preached the Gospel in
Mesopotamiaand Persiawhereit issaid they had both been sent, but in actual fact weknow
nothing for certain about them beyond what istold usof their being called asApostlesinthe

New Testament. &. Judeistheauthor of ashort Epistlewhich formspart of theNew Testament.
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thesegloriousgpogtiesis welearnfromther
brief legend how amply they contributed to
thisgreat work of generating sonsof God.
Without any repose, and even to the
shedding of their blood, they "edified the
body of Chrig"; and thegrateful Churchthus
pray to our Lord today: "O God, through
thework of the apostlesyou have spoken I
your Word of love, your Son, into our world's deafness. Open our earsto hear; open our
heartsto heed; open our will to obey, that we may proclaim the good newswith our lives."

. Simonisrepresented in art with asaw, theinstrument of hismartyrdom. St. Judeé'ssquare
pointshim out asan architect of thehouse of God. St. Paul called himsdlf by thisname; and St.
Jude, by hisCatholic Epistle, hasdso aspecid right to bereckoned among our Lord'sprincipal
workmen. But our gpostle had nobility, far surpassing al earthly titles: being nephew, by his
father Cleophasor Alpheus, to &. Joseph, and legal cousintothe Man-God, Judewas one of
those called by their compatriotsthe brethren of the carpenter's Son. Wemay gather from S.
