1. What isthe Meaning of the Extraordinary Month of Mission (EMM)?
Thisyear Mission Month of October has even greater significance as Pope Francis has
announced it as ‘ Extraordinary Month of Mission’ (EMM). The importance of October
for the awareness and financial support of mission is already well established, with
Mission Sunday falling onitssecond last Sunday. Thisyear it haseven greater importance,
with Pope Francis specifically asking usto pray and act so that mission and the Church
can strengthen and grow.

2. What istheinspiration for The EMM?

Pope Francis announced the month to commemorate the 100th Anniversary of Pope
Benedict XV’'s Apostolic Letter Maximum Illud on foreign mission. He describes
Maximum Illud as a ‘milestone in the evolution of the Church’s missionary work’. It
repeats the biblical instruction for Catholics to ‘go to the ends of the earth and preach
the Gospdl’, while also recognising the importance of training religious people who
come from and livein local communities. Maximum Illud highlights the importancein

developing local churches and its people to thrive.
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3. What isthe Focus of the EMM?

To reignite and reenergise our understanding and awareness of overseas mission, Pope
Francis has themed the month * Baptised and sent: the Church of Christ on mission in
the world’. For the preparation and implementation of the month, he has outlined four
focus areas:

i. A persona encounter with Christ living in his Church: in Eucharist, in Word of

God.
li.  Testimony: missionary saints, martyrs, and confessors as an expression of the
Church.

lii.  Missionary formation: biblical, catechetical, spiritual, and theological.
Iv.  Missionary charity.

4. What aretheaimsof The EMM?

i.  Toencourage Catholics into a deeper relationship with Jesus through prayer.

ii.  Tolook to and learn from the actions and sacrifices made by missionary Saints,
Martyrs and also living missionaries.

iii.  To rediscover and renew our understanding of overseas mission (ad gentes).

iv.  Tofinancialy support mission.

5. What isOUR rolein The EMM?

The Holy Father wants the EMM to be an opportunity for reflection and prayer by the
whole Church. He also wantsit to be celebrated by all Catholics. Therefore, all parishes,
dioceses, religious congregations, Church organisations are being asked to get behind
and support the month by devel oping events and initiatives to bring the month to life.

To help us, the CCBI working with itsinternational offices provides programs, activities
and even materials of EMM. The President Archbishop Filipe Neri of Goa's detailed
circular isreprinted in thisissue of Fatima Vani for your reading and action. However,
Pope Francisencouragesyou to live and cel ebrate this extraordinary month with absolute
creativity and freedom.

The logo of the Extraordinary Missionary Month October 2019 is a missionary cross
where the primary colors refer to the five continents. The Cross is the instrument and
direct sign of communion between God and man for the universality of our mission,
and through itsvibrant colors, asign of victory and resurrection. Theworld istransparent
because the action of evangelization has no barriers or boundaries, it is the fruit of the
Holy Spirit. Christian charity and theworld transfigured in the Spirit overcome distances
and open the horizon of our minds and hearts. The words Baptized and Sent next to the
image indicate the two characteristics of every Christian: baptism and proclamation.

The Colors of the Logo of the Extraordinary Missionary Month October 2019
The primary colors of the Cross are referred to the five continents:

. Red for America,

. Green for Africa,
. White for Europe,
BaPt's eﬂt

. Yellow for Asiaand
. Blue for Oceania

The red recalls the blood of the American martyrs, seeds for a new Ilfe in the Christian
faith. Green isthe color of life and symbolizes growth, fruitfulness, youth and vitality.
It is also the color of hope, one of the three theological virtues. White is the symbol of
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joy, the beginning of a new life in Christ: this is the challenge that the old Europe is
facing, so that it may be able to regain the evangelizing strength from which it was
generated thanks to so many churches and saints.

Logo and its Meaning
Thelogo of the Extraordinary Missionary Month October 2019 depictsamissionary
cross, whose traditional colours recall the five continents. The Cross embraces
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the world and connects people with one another and with the Universal Church,
thereby creating real bonds between them;

The Cross is the instrument and the efficacious sign of the communion between
God and humanity for the universality of our mission. The Crossis|uminous, full
of colour, asign of victory and resurrection;

The world is transparent, because our action of evangelization has no barriers or
boundaries; it isthe fruit of the Holy Spirit. The Cross embraces every person of
thisworld; thanks to the Cross, we are united, connected and open to communion
for mission. Christian charity and the world transfigured in the Spirit overcome
distances and open the gaze of our mind and heart. It is the love of Jesus that
knows no limits and boundaries.

The words baptised and sent, which accompany the image, indicate the two
characteristic and inalienable elements of every Christian. From the Cross flows
baptism for the salvation of the world to which we are sent to proclaim the Gospel
of Jesus.

The colours of the Cross are those traditionally attributed to the five continents:
red for America, green for Africa, white for Europe, yellow for Asia, and blue for
Oceania. Each colour has a symbolic meaning that makes the connection between
the continents possible through their peoples, in the communion of God with
humanity.

Suggestions - to celebrate 31days of EMM

Organize adiocesan celebration for the Opening of the Extraordinary Missionary
Month of October 2019.

Haveadiocesan level celebration of the Holy Eucharist on World Mission Sunday.
Propose that small groups of people or families gather in each other’s houses to
pray the Holy Rosary for the missionary work of the Church.

Promote a pilgrimage to aMarian Shrine or to that of amissionary saint or martyr.
Propose a public activity by which young people are involved in proclaiming the

Gospel.
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. Organize Mission preaching.

. Strengthen the four wings of the Pontifical Mission Organizations in the diocese.

. Organize a special celebration of Mission Sunday.

. Pan out at the four Sunday Liturgies with special focus on Evangelization.

. Take steps to extend support to the Missionaries, especially Lay Missionaries or
missionary formation centres.

. Launch Missionary Movements, such as Children Missionaries, Youth
Missionaries, Couple Missionaries, Fulltime Lay voluntary Missionaries.

. Organize various missionary activities during the four weeks, keeping in mind
thefollowing themes:- Personal Encounter, Testimony, Missionary Formation and
Missionary Charity.

(111. New Norms for the Whole Church against Those Who Abuse or Cover Up )

Pope Francis Motu proprio, "Vos estis lux mundi”, establishes new procedures for
reporting abuse and violence, and ensures that Bishops and Religious Superiors are
held accountable for their actions. It includes the obligation for clerics and religious to
report abuse. Every Diocese must have a system that allows the public to submit reports
easlly.

"Vos estis lux mundi”. “You are the light of the world... Our Lord Jesus Christ calls
every believer to be a shining example of virtue, integrity and holiness’. The Gospel of
Matthew providesthetitle and first words of Pope Francis' new Motu proprio dedicated
to the fight against sexual abuse committed by clerics and religious, as well as the
actions or omissions of Bishops and Religious Superiors that in any way interfere with
or fail to investigate abuse. The Poperecallsthat “the crimes of sexual abuse offend Our
Lord, cause physical, psychological and spiritual damage to the victims and harm the
community of the faithful", and mentions the special responsibility of the Successors of
the Apostles to prevent these crimes. The document represents another result of the
Meeting on the Protection of Minors held in the Vatican in February 2019. It establishes
new procedural rulesto combat sexua abuse and to ensure that Bishops and Religious
Superiors are held accountable for their actions. It establishes universal norms, which
apply to the whole Catholic Church.

An " office" for reporting in every diocese

Among the new indications given is the obligation for every Diocese in the world to set
up, by June 2020, "oneor more public, stable and easily accessible systemsfor submission
of reports’ concerning sexual abuse committed by clerics and religious, the use of child
pornography, and cover-ups of the same abuse. The legidation does not specify what

these "systems" consist of, because it leaves operationa choices to the Diocese; and
these may differ according to various cultures and local conditions. The idea is that
anyone who has suffered abuse can have recourse to the local Church, while being
assured they will be well received, protected from retaliation, and that their reports will
be treated with the utmost seriousness.

The obligation to report

Another new indication concerns the obligation for al clerics, and all men and women
religious, to "report promptly" all accusations of abuse of which they become aware, as
well asany omissionsand cover-upsin the management of casesof abuse, to ecclesastical
authorities. Though this obligation was formerly left up to individual consciences, it
now becomesauniversally established legal precept. The obligation assuchissanctioned
for clerics and religious, but any layperson can, and is encouraged to, use the system to
report violence and abuse to the competent ecclesiastical authority.

Not only child abuse

The document coversnot only violence and abuse against children and vulnerable adults,
but also sexua abuse and violence resulting from an abuse of authority as well. This
includes cases of violence against religiousby clerics, aswell as abuse committed against
adult seminarians or novices.

Dealing with cover-ups

One of the most important el ements is the identification, as a specific category, of so-
called cover-ups, defined as "actions or omissions intended to interfere with or avoid
civil investigations or canonical investigations, whether administrative or penal, against
acleric or areigiousregarding the delicts' of sexual abuse. This section refersto those
who hold positions of particular responsibility inthe Church, and who, instead of pursuing

abuses committed by others, have hidden them, and have protected aleged offenders
instead of protecting the victims.

The protection of vulnerable people

Vos estislux mundi stresses the importance of protecting minors (anyone under 18) and
vulnerable people. The definition of a"vulnerable person” is broadened to include “any
person in a state of infirmity, physical or mental deficiency, or deprivation of personal
liberty which, in fact, even occasionally, limits their ability to understand or to want to
otherwiseresist theoffense”. In thisrespect, the new Motu proprio echoes recent Vatican
legidation (CCXCVII of 26 March 2019).

Respecting the laws of states
The obligation to report to the local Ordinary or Religious Superior does not interfere
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with, or change, any other reporting obligation that may exist in respective countries
legidation. In fact, the norms "apply without prejudice to the rights and obligations
established in each place by state laws, particularly those concerning any reporting
obligations to the competent civil authorities'.

The protection of victims and those reporting abuse

The sections dedicated to protecting those who come forward to report abuse are also
significant. According to the provisions of the Motu proprio, someone reporting abuse
cannot be subjected to "prejudice, retaliation or discrimination” because of what they
report. The problem of victims who in the past have been told to keep silent is also
addressed: these universal norms provide that “an obligation to keep silent may not be
imposed on any person with regard to the contents of his or her report”. Obvioudly, the
seal of confession remains absolute and inviolable and is in no way affected by this
legidation. Vosestislux mundi also statesthat victims and their families must be treated
with dignity and respect and must receive appropriate spiritual, medical and psychological
assistance.

The investigation of bishops

TheMotu proprio regulatesthe investigation of Bishops, Cardinals, Religious Superiors
and all those who lead a Diocese, or another particular Church, in various capacities
and even temporarily. The rules apply not only in the case of these persons being
investigated for having committed sexual abuse themselves, but also if they are accused
of having "covered up", or of failing to pursue abuses of which they were aware, and
which it was their duty to address.

Therole of the Metropolitan

There are new indications regarding the role of the Metropolitan Archbishop in
preliminary investigations: if the accused individua isaBishop, the Metropolitan receives
amandate from the Holy See to investigate. This strengthens his traditional role in the
Church and indicates a desire to make the most of local resources with regard to
investigations into Bishops. Every thirty days, the person in charge of the investigation
sends the Holy See "a status report on the state of the investigation”, which “is to be
completed within the term of ninety days" (extensions for "just reasons’ are possible).
This establishes specific timeframes and requires the Vatican Dicasteries concerned to
act promptly.

I nvolvement of the laity

Citing the Canon Law article that stresses the important contribution of the laity, the
normsof the Motu proprio providethat the Metropolitan, in conducting theinvestigations,

can avail himself of the help of "qualified persons’, according to "the needs of the
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individual caseand, in particular, taking into account the cooperation that can be offered
by the lay faithful". The Pope has repeatedly stated that the specializations and
professional skillsof thelaity represent animportant resource for the Church. The norms
now provide that Episcopal Conferences and Dioceses may prepare lists of qualified
personswilling to collaborate, but the ultimate responsibility for investigations remains
with the Metropolitan.

Presumption of innocence

The principle of presumption of innocence of the person under investigation isreaffirmed.
The accused will be informed of the investigation when requested to do so by the
competent Dicastery. The accusation must be notified only if formal proceedings are
opened. If deemed appropriate, in order to ensure the integrity of the investigation or of
the evidence, this notification may be omitted during the preliminary stage.

Conclusion of the investigation

The Motu proprio does not modify the penalties for crimes committed, but it does
establish the proceduresfor reporting and carrying out the preliminary investigation. At
the conclusion of the investigation, the Metropolitan (or, in certain cases, the Bishop of
the suffragan Diocese with the greatest seniority of appointment) forwards the resultsto
the competent Vatican Dicastery. This completes his contribution. The competent
Dicastery then proceeds "in accordance with the law provided for the specific case’,
acting on the basis of aready existing canonical horms. Based on the results of the
preliminary investigation, the Holy See canimmediately impose preventive and restrictive
measures on the person under investigation.

Concrete commitment

With this new juridical instrument, called for by Pope Francis, the Catholic Church
takes a further and incisive step in the prevention and fight against abuse, putting the
emphasis on concrete actions. As the Pope writes at the beginning of the document: "In
order that these phenomena, in all their forms, never happen again, a continuous and
profound conversion of heartsis needed, attested by concrete and effective actions that
involve everyone in the Church".

The Ascension occurred at Bethany on the
Mount of Olives (Luke 19:29). Christ's work of redemption has become known as the
Paschal Mystery of Christ and was accomplished principally by his Passion, death,
Resurrection, and Glorious Ascension into Heaven. The Paschal Mystery of Christ
constitutes one action for the salvation of mankind, for Jesus “was handed over to death
for our trespasses and was raised for our justification” (Romans 4:25).

It was the celebration of the beginning
of the early weeks of harvest. In Palestine there were two harvests each year. The early
harvest came during the months of May and June; the final harvest came in the Fall.
Pentecost was the celebration of the beginning of the early whesat harvest, which meant
that Pentecost alwaysfell sometime during the middle of the month of May or sometimes

in early June.
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Therewere several festivals, celebrations, or observancesthat took place before Pentecost.
Therewas Passover, there was Unleavened Bread, and there wasthe Feast of Firstfruits.
The Feast of First fruits was the celebration of the beginning of the barley harvest.
Here's the way you figured out the date of Pentecost. According to the Old Testament,
you would go to the day of the celebration of Firstfruits, and beginning with that day,
you would count off 50 days. Thefiftieth day would bethe Day of Pentecost. So Firstfruits
is the beginning of the barley harvest and Pentecost the celebration of the beginning of
thewheat harvest. Sinceit was always 50 days after Firstfruits, and since 50 daysequals
seven weeks, it always came a"week of weeks' |ater. Therefore, they either called it the

Feast of Harvest or the Feast of \Weeks.

(VII. Saint Barnabas]

Saint Barnabas, original name Joseph The Levite, or Joses
The Levite, (flourished 1st century; feast day June 11),
Apostolic Father, an important early Christian missionary.
Barnabas was a hellenized Jew who joined the Jerusalem
church soon after Christ’s crucifixion, sold his property,
and gave the proceeds to the community (Acts 4:36-37).
He was one of the Cypriots who founded (Acts 11:19-20)
the church in Antioch, where he preached. After he called
Paul from Tarsus as his assistant (Acts 11:25), they
undertook joint missionary activity (Acts 13-14) and then

went to Jerusalemin 48. Shortly afterward, aserious conflict
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separated them, and Barnabas sailed to Cyprus(Acts 15:39). There is no contemporary
mention of his subsequent activity, except for abrief reference by Paul afew yearslater
(I Corinthians 9:6). Nothing is known for certain about the time or circumstances of his
death. Barnabas' alleged martyrdom and burial in Cyprusare described in the apocryphal
Journeysand Martyrdom of Barnabas, a5th-century forgery. Subsequent church tradition
finds Barnabas in Alexandria, Egypt, and ascribes to him the Letter of Barnabas (an
exegetical treatise on the use of the Old Testament) or pictureshim in Rome and assumes
that he wrote the L etters to the Hebrews. Barnabas' reputed tomb, discovered in 488, is
near the Monastery of St. Barnabas, in the Cypriot city of Salamis, whose Christian
community was founded by Paul and Barnabas.

(VII1. Saint Anthony of Padua)

The gospel call to leave everything and follow
Christ was the rule of St. Anthony of Padua'slife.
Over and over again, God called him to something
new in his plan. Every time Anthony responded
with renewed zeal and self-sacrificing to serve his
Lord Jesus more completely. His journey as the
servant of God began as a very young man when ...
he decided to join the Augustinians in Lisbon, k&8
giving up a future of wealth and power to be a g

servant of God. Later when the bodies of the first [ (8
Franciscan martyrs went through the Portuguese ™

city where he was stationed, he was again filled :
with an intense longing to be one of those closest
to Jesus himself: thosewho diefor the Good News. [

So Anthony entered the Franciscan Order and set

out to preach to the Moors. But an illness prevented him from achieving that goal. He
went to Italy and was stationed in a small hermitage where he spent most of his time
praying, reading the Scriptures and doing menial tasks. The call of God came again at
an ordination where no one was prepared to speak. The humble and obedient Anthony
hesitantly accepted thetask. Theyears of searching for Jesusin prayer, of reading sacred
Scripture and of serving him in poverty, chastity, and obedience had prepared Anthony
to allow the Spirit to use his talents. Anthony’s sermon was astounding to those who
expected an unprepared speech and knew not the Spirit’s power to give people words.
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Recognized asagreat man of prayer and agreat Scripture and theol ogy scholar, Anthony
became the first friar to teach theology to the other friars. Soon he was called from that
post to preach to the Albigensiansin France, using his profound knowledge of Scripture
and theology to convert and reassure those who had been misled by their denial of
Christ’sdivinity and of the sacraments. After he led the friarsin northern Italy for three
years, he made his headquarters in the city of Padua. He resumed his preaching and
began writing sermon notes to help other preachers. In the spring of 1231 Anthony
withdrew to a friary at Camposampiero where he had a sort of treehouse built as a
hermitage. There he prayed and prepared for death. On June 13, he became very ill and
asked to be taken back to Padua, where he died after receiving the last sacraments.
Anthony was canonized less than ayear r and named a Doctor of the Church in 1946

(1X. Beauity of Trinitarian Under standing? |

God, the creator and sustainer of the
universe, reveals Himself in the Bible. The
Bible clearly tells us there is only one God.
“Hear, O Isragl: The LORD our God, the
LORD isone” (Deu 6:4). At the same time,
time and again we encounter passagesin the
Biblethat show the one God consists of more
persons. This is hard for us to understand.
We should realise that is not because of a
logical contradiction. But because of our
limitations. That the complexity and beauty
of God's being surpasses our understanding
is not strange. He is God and we are man.

Plurality in God : When we take the passages that are talking about a plurality in God
together, we see there are actually three persons. God the Father, God the Son, and God
the Holy Spirit. This is what we call the Trinity. The term Trinity is not used in the
Bible. But the concept is clearly there. It means one God in three persons.

Old Testament : There are various verses that distinguish between God the Father and
God the Son. A clear example is Psalm 110:1, where David says: “The LORD says to
my Lord...” Since David as king did not have any earthly lord, he must refer here to a
heavenly Lord who is distinct from the LORD. Jesus confirms this when He claimsthis
verseisabout Him. And impliesthat He isthe Son of God (Matthew 22:41-45). In other
verses adistinction is made between the Lord and His Spirit. For example, 1saiah 48:16.

“And now the Lord GOD has sent me, and His Spirit.” It is obvious that someone
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cannot be thought of apart from His spirit. Yet adistinction is made. Already in the Old
Testament we find verses that point us towards God the Father, God the Son, and God
the Holy Spirit. So God the Son did not come into existence with the birth of Jesus
Christ. He is eternal, just like the Father and the Spirit. But in Jesus He became flesh.

New Testament : The New Testament makes this all much clearer. Many verses teach
us about the divinity of God the Father. One exampleis 1 Corinthians 4:8. *“ For usthere
Is one God, the Father, from whom are all things.” Many verses teach us about the
divinity of God the Son. OneexampleisTitus2:13: “...the appearing of the glory of our
great God and Savior Jesus Christ.” Many verses teach us about the divinity of God the
Holy Spirit. And one exampleis 1 Corinthians 6:11: “ You were justified in the name of
the Lord Jesus Christ and by the Spirit of our God.” In severa placesinthe New Testament
the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit are mentioned next to each other. In away that
leaves no doubt that they are equal and equally God. These include: “Go therefore and
make disciples of all nations. Baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son
and of the Holy Spirit” (Mat 28:19)

Weneed all three: So God reveals himself in the Bible as God the Father, the Son, and
the Holy Spirit. We need them all. God the Father is our creator. God the Son is our
saviour. And God the Holy Spirit sanctifies us.

( X. Amazing Corpus Chrigti |

The feast of Corpus Christi is more than areminder that Jesusis
indeed the Bread of Life. It is also a celebration of his generous
hospitality. When he feeds the multitudes, we see his warm
welcome to those who had come to hear him speak about God. In
one of Matthew's accounts of the multiplication of the loaves
(15: 29 -37), he was up in the hills, but the people toiled up to
him and stayed with him. They were drawn to him, attracted by
his loving kindness. Their desire for what he had to give, the
food of the spirit, was strong and he gaveit to them in abundance.
And yet, athough he knew that they hungered for morethan simple
bread, he did not ignore their physical needs. He could not bear
to see them go away hungry, so he gave them the physical sustenance they also needed.
Bread here, as alwaysin the gospels, isa symbol of that spiritual food that appeases the
hunger of the soul. So Jesus hospitality is wide; it embraces the whole person. He
wants them to go away satisfied, physically and spiritually. And they did. They all ateas
much as they wanted. Perhaps they said to one another, 'See, thisis our God in whom
we hoped for salvation...we exult and we rejoice that he has saved us; for the hand of
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the Lord rests on this mountain." And before this feast on the green hill, he had cured so
many of them of their ills. Soit wasaday to remember. They experienced the compassion
of Jesus, going out to meet every kind of human need: physical disability, tiredness,
hunger. 'l feel sorry for these people,' he said to his disciples. Corpus Christi is a
celebration of the hospitality and compassion of Jesus. It shows us God's tenderness
living in Jesus. What a wonderful feast!

[ XI. Astounding Nativity of John The Baptist |

The Church celebrates three birthday solemnities— The Nativity B
of Jesus, the Nativity of Mary and that of John the Baptist. This |
gives a glimpse of the greatness of the saint whose birthday we |
celebrate. Little wonder Jesus himself proclaimed of John the f
Baptist, “| tell you, among those born of women noneisgreater | |
than John” (Luke 7:28). Thisistrue to the name of John whose
meaning is“ God'sgraciousgift.” Ordinarily, giftswhenreceived |
are celebrated to show appreciation to the giver and thegiftitself. |
If such is the situation for mere human artefacts, how much
greater isthe worth of ahuman being? How great wasthe joy of
Zechariah and Elizabeth who at this point receives the gift of a
child from God whose nature knows no impossibility?

—

Children, indeed, are God'’s gracious gifts to us. As such, the birth of a child initiates a
joyful celebration. Birthday celebrationsin our secular world renew thejoy of our birth
as God'sgracious gifts. On such days, one receives many pleasantries and gifts of value
from family and friends, reminders of our worth to them. We gather to celebrate the
birthday of John the Baptist. What gifts and pleasantries do we bring to the Creator and
Giver of the Gift? Inthefirst reading, God speaks through I saiah to us reminding us that
we are His precious gifts to the world created by him in love. As such, we have being
destined by him for a purpose, or if you like a mission (49:1-6). The Responsorial
Psalm sings this beauty of our being wonderfully, It was you who created my inmost
self, and put me together in my mother’s womb; for all these mysteries| thank you: for
the wonder of myself, for the wonder of your works (Ps 139:13-14). The early part of
Luke 1 from which today’s gospel episode istaken hasit that John aready received the
Holy Spirit in his mother’s womb for his mission (cf. Luke 1:15). Therefore, his birth
and the scenario of the name giving only reveal the significance of God's power through
creation. Today’s feast, therefore, reveal s that from the moment of our conception, God
aready started agreat work which reveals more his Omnipotence and Omni-benevolence.
This St. Paul speaks of in relation to the mission of John the Baptist in the second
reading (Acts 13: 22-26).
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(X11. Sweet Sacred Heart of Jesus: Special for June)

Thewhole of the month of June, though we don't hear much

about it these days, is traditionally dedicated to the Sacred
Heart of Jesus. Some people, like myself, may have little
appreciation of the once-popular statues and pictures of the
Sacred Heart which are still to be seen in many churches
and some homes, but | believe we would do well to
rediscover something of the depth of meaning in this
devotion. Jesus, whom Paul calls the 'image of the unseen
God', showsuswhat God islike. Through the symbol of the
heart, Jesus is pointing to the Love of God, telling us that
God loves us, al of us, always. 'For thisis how God loved the world: he gave his only
Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not perish but may have eternal life
(John 3: 16). The heart of Jesusrevealsthat God isnot cold and distant, but hasawarm,
tender and loving concern for humanity and for all of creation. Love, only Love, isthe
motive of all that Jesus Christ did and said and suffered. For Julian of Norwich, who
lived long before formal devotion to the Sacred Heart was established in the Church,
Love was quite smply the kernel of the Christian message. Her whole theology could
be summed up in one line from her book, 'Revelations of Divine Love': "Love was his
[Jesus] meaning”. What isoriginal in Julian'sapproach to the Love of God isitsreciprocal
nature: not only does God love us, God longs for and rejoices in our love. And so she
hears God speaking to the repentant sinner: "My dear darling, | am glad thou art come
to me; inal thy woe | have ever been with thee. And now thou seest mein my love and
we are oned (united) in bliss." The actual feast of the Sacred Heart falls on July 1st this
year. Through it the Church reminds us once again that God is Love: Ubi caritas et
amor, Deus ibi est ('Where there is love and loving-kindness, God is present’). Is not
this the greatest mystery that poetry and thought and belief have to impart?

(XI11. Ss. Peter and Paul: Two Eyes of Church]

Feast of Sts. Peter and Paul has been consecrated for us by the martyrdom of the blessed
apostles Peter and Paul. It is not some obscure martyrs we are talking about. "Their
sound has gone out into all the earth and their words to the ends of the world" (Psalm
19). These martyrs had seen what they proclaimed; they pursued justice by confessing
the truth, by dying for the truth. The blessed Peter, the first of the Apostles, the ardent
lover of Christ, who was found worthy to hear, "And | say to you, that you are Peter"
(Matthew 16:13-20). He himself, you see, had just said, "You are the Christ, the Son of
the living God." Christ said to him, "And | say to you that you are Peter, and upon this
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rock | will build my Church." Upon thisrock |

will build the faith you have just confessed.

Upon your words, "You are the Christ, the Son

of the living God," | will build my Church;

because you are Peter. Peter comes from petra,

meaning a rock. Peter, “Rocky”, from “rock”;

not “rock” from “Rocky” . Peter comesfrom the 2
word for arock in exactly the same way as the \
name Christian comes from Christ. Before his \ :
passion the Lord Jesus, asyou know, chose those disciples of hiswhom he called apostl €s.
Among these it was only Peter who almost everywhere was given the privilege of
representing the whole Church. It was in the person of the whole Church, which he
alone represented, that he was privileged to hear, "To you will | give the keys of the
kingdom of heaven." After all, it is not just one man that received these keys, but the
Churchinitsunity. Sothisisthereason for Peter’s acknowledged pre-eminence, that he
stood for the Church’suniversality and unity, when hewastold, "To you | am entrusting,”
what has in fact been entrusted to all. To show you that it is the Church which has
received the keys of the kingdom of heaven, listen to what the Lord says in another
placeto al his apostles. "Receive the Holy Spirit; and immediately afterwards, Whose
sinsyou forgive, they will beforgiven them; whose sinsyou retain, they will beretained”
(John 20:22-23). There is one day for the passion of two apostles. But these two also
were as one; although they suffered on different days, they were as one. Peter went first,
Paul followed.
