many other Christians Lent is a time we remember the 40

daysthat Jesus spent in thewilderness, facing the challenge N

of Satan. It is astonishing to note that Jesus submitted

Himself to Satan to tempt Him! Thisis atime we reflect

on God’'s purpose for our life and we spend time of

repentance, reflection and action. Catholicshave been aways

taught to give up something during lent. Traditionally most families and individuals
sacrifice the consumption of non-vegetarian foods and liquors or stop smoking as part
of Lenten abstinence. Generally Christiansfast and pray abstaining from material things
that give them pleasure and comfort. The social celebration of Carne-vale on Tuesday
before Ash Wednesday is saying good-bye to flesh during Lent!

Thisyear our challenge is deeper, to observe Green Lent by taking up eco-friendly fast
i.e. fasting from actionsthat damage God'screation. It isby reducing the use of electricity,
plastic, water, paper, toxins, smoking, fast food, fizzy drinks, etc. These are small steps
for amore sustainable world and by doing so we discover a different relationship with
God, with neighbour and the creation. From Ash Wednesday, each week atheme with a
prayer and each day an eco-friendly action! Green Lent is something you could give up
which could not only improve your own health but also help combat climate change
and save animal lives. The younger generation is gradually moving away from the
traditional fast of Lent. The youth want spirituality and we seem to give them religion,
meaning external actions. For our youth, we need to show the real meaning of sacrifice,
even one's life as Jesus Himself did give up. Some of these practices would improve
even one's physical health.

Not Give-up Something but Do Something

Another ideafor having a Green Lent isto not give up something but to do something
for each day of Lent that will help you on your journey to be greener. Here are some
suggestions for that: Start composting; Walk, or ride your bike; Buy some CFLs and/or
LEDs for when your bulbs burn out; Buy a reusable water bottle and start using it;
Switch to recycled paper products; Switch to cloth napkins, Cut up an old t-shirt to use
asragsin place of paper towels; Pick up litter in your neighbourhood or at alocal park;
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Switch to natural hand soap; Start some seedlings; Plant atree; Get arain barrel; Build
a garden/ roof garden; Check out your local Raitu- bazar market, and the like! Kindly
ensure you are planning to observe an eco-friendly Lent.

Traditional Practices of Fasting and Abstinence -Church’s Regulations

For Catholics, fasting isthe reduction of one'sintake of food, while abstinence refersto
refraining from meat (or another type of food). The Catholic Church teaches that all
people are obliged by God to perform some penance for their sins, and that these acts of
penance are both personal and corporeal. The purpose of fasting is spiritual focus, self-
discipline, imitation of Christ, and performing penance. Everyone 14 years of age or
older is bound to abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday, all the Fridays of Lent and
Good Friday. All Fridays through the year, and especially during Lent, are penitentia
days.

Everyone 18 or older, and under 59 years of age, isbound to fast on Ash Wednesday and
Good Friday. On Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, only onefull meatlessmeal isallowed.
Two other meatless meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken according to
each one's needs, but together they should not equal another full meal. Eating between
mealsisnot permitted, but liquids are allowed. When health or ability to work would be
serioudy affected, thelaw does not oblige. Catholics should not lightly excusethemselves
from these prescribed minimal penitential practices.

Exceptions for Outside age Limits, Sick and Suffering

Sundaysin Lent are not considered part of the L enten observance because each Sunday
we continue to celebrate Jesus resurrection. Each Sunday is like a mini-Easter. The
obligation does not apply to those whose health or ability to work would be seriously
affected. People in doubt about fast or abstinence should consult a parish priest. For
those outside the age limits, Canon Law notes that “ Pastors of souls and parents are to
ensure that even those who by reason of their age are not bound by the law of fasting
and abstinence, are taught the true meaning of penance.” Additionally thenon-agerelated
exemptions are those that are excused from the Fast and Abstinence outside the age
limitsincludethe physically or mentaly ill including individuals suffering from chronic
ilInesses. Also excluded are pregnant or nursing women. In al cases, common sense
should prevail. All sick personas should not further jeopardize their health by fasting!

Passion Week and Holy Triduum -The Great Three days

The Climax of the season of Lent is the Holy Week with celebration of the Passion of
Our Lord on Palm Sunday, as Jesus' triumphant entry into Jerusalem. The Holy Triduum
begins with the Mass of the Lord’s Supper on Maunday Thursday with the celebration
of ‘mandatumnovum da nobis =1 give you a new commandment. ‘ The foot washing
ceremony is the It continues through the commemoration of the Lord's Passion and
crucifixion on Good Friday, whichisthe most momentousact of Christ intheredemption
of the whole world. The silent Saturday leads to the culmination of God's victory in
plan of salvation celebrated in the Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday!

“For the creation waits with eager longing for therevealing of the -
children of God”. (Rom 8:19)

Dear Brothers and Sisters Each year, through Mother Church,
God “gives us this joyful season when we prepare to celebrate
the paschal mystery with mind and heart renewed... aswerecall
the great eventsthat gave us new lifein Christ” (Preface of Lent
). We can thus journey from Easter to Easter towards the
fulfilment of the salvation we have already received as a

result of Christ’s paschal mystery —“for in hope we were

saved” (Rom 8:24). This mystery of salvation, already at

work in usduring our earthly lives, isadynamic process that also embraces history and
all of creation. As Saint Paul says, “the creation waitswith eager longing for therevealing
of the children of God” (Rom 8:19). In this perspective, | would like to offer a few
reflections to accompany our journey of conversion this coming Lent.

1. Theredemption of creation

The celebration of the Paschal Triduum of Christ’s passion, death and resurrection, the
culmination of the liturgical year, calls us yearly to undertake ajourney of preparation,
in the knowledge that our being conformed to Christ (cf. Rom 8:29) isapriceless gift of
God's mercy. When we live as children of God, redeemed, led by the Holy Spirit (cf.
Rom 8:14) and capabl e of acknowledging and obeying God's law, 2 beginning with the
law written on our hearts and in nature, we also benefit creation by cooperating in its
redemption. That iswhy Saint Paul saysthat creation eagerly longsfor the revelation of
the children of God; in other words, that al those who enjoy the grace of Jesus' paschal
mystery may experienceitsfulfilment in the redemption of the human body itself. When
the love of Christ transfigures the lives of the saintsin spirit, body and soul, they give
praise to God. Through prayer, contemplation and art, they also include other creatures
inthat praise, aswe see admirably expressed in the “ Canticle of the Creatures’ by Saint
Francis of Assisi (cf. Laudato Si’, 87). Yet in this world, the harmony generated by
redemption is constantly threatened by the negative power of sin and death.

2. Thedestructive power of sin

Indeed, when we fail to live as children of God, we often behave in a destructive way
towards our neighbours and other creatures — and ourselves as well — since we begin to
think more or less conscioudly that we can use them aswe will. I ntemperance then takes
the upper hand: we start to live alife that exceeds those limits imposed by our human
condition and nature itself. We yield to those untrammelled desires that the Book of
Wisdom sees as typical of the ungodly, those who act without thought for God or hope
for thefuture (cf. 2:1-11). Unlesswetend constantly towards Easter, towardsthe horizon
of the Resurrection, the mentality expressed in the slogans “1 want it all and | want it
now!” and “ Too much is never enough”, gainsthe upper hand. Theroot of al evil, aswe
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know, is sin, which from its first gppearance has disrupted our communion with God,
with others and with creation itself, to which we are linked in a particular way by our
body. This rupture of communion with God likewise undermines our harmonious
relationship with the environment in which we are called to live, so that the garden has
become a wilderness (cf. Gen 3:17-18). Sin leads man to consider himself the god of
creation, to see himself asits absolute master and to useit, not for the purpose willed by
the Creator but for his own interests, to the detriment of other creatures. Once God's
law, the law of love, is forsaken, then the law of the strong over the weak takes over.
The sin that lurks in the human heart 3 (cf. Mk 7:20-23) takes the shape of greed and
unbridled pursuit of comfort, lack of concern for the good of others and even of oneself.
It leads to the exploitation of creation, both persons and the environment, due to that
insatiable covetousness which sees every desire as a right and sooner or later destroys
al thoseinitsgrip.

3. The healing power of repentance and for giveness

Creation urgently needs the revelation of the children of God, who have been made “a
new creation”. For “if anyoneisin Christ, heisanew creation; the old has passed away;
behold, the new has come” (2 Cor 5:17). Indeed, by virtue of their being revealed,
creation itself can celebrate a Pasch, opening itself to a new heaven and anew earth (cf.
Rev 21:1). The path to Easter demands that we renew our faces and hearts as Christians
through repentance, conversion and forgiveness, so as to live fully the abundant grace
of the paschal mystery.

This “eager longing”, this expectation of al creation, will be fulfilled in the revelation
of the children of God, that is, when Christians and all people enter decisively into the
“travail” that conversion entails. All creation is called, with us, to go forth “from its
bondage to decay and obtain the glorious liberty of the children of God” (Rom 8:21).
Lentisasacramental sign of thisconversion. It invites Christiansto embody the paschal
mystery more deeply and concretely in their personal, family and social lives, aboveal
by fasting, prayer and amsgiving.

Fasting, that is, learning to change our attitude towards othersand all of creation, turning
away from the temptation to “devour” everything to satisfy our voracity and being ready
to suffer for love, which can fill the emptiness of our hearts. Prayer, which teaches usto
abandon idolatry and the self-sufficiency of our ego, and to acknowledge our need of
the Lord and his mercy. Almsgiving, whereby we escape from the insanity of hoarding
everything for ourselvesin the illusory belief that we can secure a future that does not
belong to us. And thus to rediscover the joy of God's plan for creation and for each of
us, whichistolove him, our brothers and sisters, and the entireworld, and to find in this
love our true happiness.

Dear brothers and sisters, the “lenten” period of forty days spent by the Son of God in
the desert of creation had the goal of making it once more that garden of communion
with God that it was before original sin (cf. Mk 1:12-13; Is 51:3). May our Lent this
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year be ajourney along that same path, bringing the hope of Christ also to creation, so
that it may be “set free from its bondage to decay and obtain the glorious liberty of the
children of God” (Rom 8:21). Let us not allow this season of grace to passin vain! Let
us ask God to help us set out on a path of true conversion. Let us leave behind our
selfishness and self-absorption, and turnto Jesus' Pasch. Let usstand beside our brothers
and sisters in need, sharing our spiritual and material goods with them. In this way, by
concretely welcoming Christ’s victory over sin and death into our lives, we will also
radiate its transforming power to al of creation.

(I11. Pope's Homily of 34" World Youth Day 2019

The Holy Father gave his homily based on a theme from the Sunday’s Gospd
“The eyes of al in the synagogue were fixed on him. And he began to say to them:
‘Today this Scripture has been fulfilled in your hearing’” (Lk 4:20-21).

The Pope explained that the “today” Jesusis referring, was not 2,000 years ago, but is
still true today, our “now”. “Jesus reveals the now of God”. “In Jesus, the promised
future begins and becomeslife”. Unfortunately, “we do not always believe that God can
bethat concrete and commonplace, that closeand real... [because] aclose and everyday
God, afriend and brother, demands that we be concerned with our surroundings...God
isreal becauseloveisrea”.

All of us can experience the danger of living in “akind of waiting room, sitting around
until we are called”. Both adults and young people risk thinking “your Now has not yet
come.... that you are too young to be involved in dreaming about and working for the
future’. He stressed that we need one another “to encourage dreaming of and working
for tomorrow, starting today ... Not tomorrow but now... Realizethat you haveamission
and fall in love....We may possess everything, but if we lack the passion of love, we
will have nothing”.

The Holy Father explained that for Jesus there is no ‘meantime’: “He is not an
interval in life or apassing fad. Heis generous love that invites usto entrust ourselves’.
He exhorted al young people not to be “paralyzed [by] fear and exclusion, speculation
and manipulation [but rather, to recognise the] concrete, close, real love” of Jesus. The
Lord and His mission are not “ something temporary, they are our life’.

Hereminded usall that we“areon ajourney.... Keep walking, keep living thefaith and
sharing it”. So, do not forget, he said, that “you are not the tomorrow, you are not the
‘meantime’, you are the Now of God”.

(1V. Lent: Time for Spiritual Progress)

Few times in the Christian year call us to reflect on transformational change like Lent
leading toward Easter. Springtimeislush with rebirth, new beginnings, and new growth.
Too often, however, we want to race to the Easter Resurrection without fully embracing
the Lenten process that |eads there. Lent reflects the forty days that Jesus wandered in
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the wilderness tempted by Satan in readiness for a ministry destined to end in tragedy.
Few of uscanrelateto thelevel of sacrifice and commitment that Jesus displayed in his
forty days, yet Lent providesuswith an opportunity to deepen our spirituality by engaging
in regular discipline from Ash Wednesday through Easter Sunday. The wilderness the
desert days of Lent is the true path toward spiritual transformation.

There is a compelling metaphor that helps us embrace the wilderness and prevents us
from racing to Easter. It is the metaphor of the seed. Jesus began his teaching ministry
with the parable of the sower (Matthew 13) and referred to seeds and trees, fruit and
branches, throughout his ministry. To see the metaphor of Christian growth and spiritual
development contained in a seed is to learn valuable lessons about change and
transformation. Receive these six lessons from the seed as six weekly devotionals for
this Lenten season. Incorporate them into your daily meditations so that they might
grow to full bloom in your heart.

The Three Practices of Lent: Praying, Fasting. Almsgiving

a) Fasting: Fast from watching television one night each week so that you can spend
time on a Lenten practice, such as praying, reading the Bible and serving others.

Fast from one movie during Lent and give the money... and the time in service to
others.

Fast from using foul language and put-downs and start affirming the good in other
people.

Fast from buying new things like clothes, music, magazines, or jewelry and make a
donation... Fast from spending money on entertainment and make a donation of time or
money that serves others.

Fast from holding resentments and start practicing forgiveness.

Fast from gossiping or being dishonest and start the practice of always being truthful
and honest. Fast from afavorite snack food or drink and set aside the money you would
have spent to donate to a special charity.

Fast from being angry or upset with people who have hurt or offended you, and pray for
the courage to forgive them.

Fast from feeling guilty and angry at yourself for things you have done wrong, instead
remember God's great love for you

b) Praying: Pray for aforgiving heart and ask the people you have hurt to forgive you.
Participate in Ash Wednesday services with your family.

Participate in the Stations of the Cross during Lent.
Participate in the Sacrament of Reconciliation during Lent.

Rent the video, The Prince of Egypt. Watch the video and read the story of Moses from
the Book of Exodus, chapters 2-15. Try to read one chapter each day. Be sureto read the
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story of the Passover in chapters 12 through 13:22.

List three blessings you have been given. Say a prayer to God, giving thanks for the
blessingsin your life.

Pray for the children and familieswho are homeless, and think about ways you and your
family might help them.

c) Serving/Almsgiving : Show an act of kindness to each family member today.
Show an act of kindness to a friend and to someone who is difficult to like.
Together with your family, spend time serving others during Lent.

Work at a soup kitchen or homeless shelter.

Visit elderly people who are in nursing homes or are shut-ins.

Bring food or clothing to the parish or community food pantry, food bank, or homeless
shelter. Do someone else’s chores one day this week.

Donate anew item of children’sclothing to thelocal homeless shelter or clothing center.

Go through your closet and find some clothes in good shape to give away to other
children who are in need of clothes.

Write aletter or create a card for someone who is sick or might be lonely.
Buy acan of food to give to afood bank or homeless shelter.

Talk with your family about eating one simple meal each week of Lent and putting the
money you save in the Operation Rice Bowl box or giving the money to a soup kitchen
or homeless shelter.

(V. Feast of S. Joseph |

Too often we forget that an angel also appeared to Joseph, to prepare him for the
significant role He would play in God's saving plan for the whole human race. He was
invited to exercise his human freedom, to give his assent to the Lord's invitation - and
he did. His manly response to God reminds all men that actions speak louder than
words:

"Now the birth of Jesus Christ took place in this way. When his mother Mary had been
betrothed to Joseph, before they came together she was found to be with child of the
Holy Spirit; and her husband Joseph, being a just man and unwilling to put her to
shame, resolved to send her away quietly. But as he considered this, behold, an angel of
the Lord appeared to him in adream, saying, "Joseph, son of David, do not fear to take
Mary your wife, for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Spirit; she will bear a
son, and you shall call his name Jesus, for he will save his people from their sins'.
When Joseph woke from sleep, he did as the angel of the Lord commanded him."
(Matthew 1:18 - 24)
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From antiquity, Christians have reflected upon Joseph as a model of genuine manly
virtue - and for good reason. His response to the angel teaches all men how we are
called to respond to God's invitations in our own lives. We use an expression to refer to
men who are comfortable in their skin and content with being men. We say of such a
man -He is a man's man. Joseph is a true man's man. He was a man of few words, he
spoke through his actions, and he did asthe angel of the Lord had commanded. Joseph's
response was action.

Joseph was aman for others. Though the Scriptures say so little about Joseph, even that
absence speaksvolumes. Why? Because to Joseph, hewas not the one who wasimportant,
others were. He loved Mary above himself and his behavior was just as aresult of his
love. He was prepared to do the right thing when she was found to be with child. He
could have chosen otherwise. How refreshing this upright manly behavior isin an age
where men often cower in the face of difficulty.

Joseph was a man of faith and courage. Along with loving his betrothed, he loved His
God courageously. He had a close, intimate personal relationship with the God of His
Fathers. In fact, thisjust man was, in asense, the last Patriarch, completing the lineage.
Through his response of faith, He would receive the great gift promised for all men and
women and hold in His arms the One that His fathers had only longed to see. God's
messenger, an angel, visited Joseph in a dream.

We need to learn to give our Yes to the God whose love aways invites participation.
Joseph is our teacher and shows usthe way, atrue Man's Man, calling all men to follow
Jesus. Teaching us that actions speak louder than words

[VI. The Feast of the Annunciation of the Lord]

The feast of the Annunciation, now recognized as a solemnity, was first celebrated in
the fourth or fifth century. Its central focus is the Incarnation: God has become one of
us. From al eternity God had decided that the Second Person of the Blessed Trinity
should become human. Now, as Luke 1:26-38 tells us, the decision is being realized.
The God-Man embraces al humanity, indeed al creation, to bring it to God in one great
act of love. Because human beings haverejected God, Jesuswill accept alife of suffering
and an agonizing death: “No one has greater love than this, to lay down one's life for
one's friends’ (John 15:13).

Mary has an important roleto play in God's plan. From all eternity, God destined her to
be the mother of Jesus and closaly related to him in the creation and redemption of the
world. We could say that God's decrees of creation and redemption are joined in the
decree of Incarnation. Because Mary is God's instrument in the Incarnation, she has a
role to play with Jesus in creation and redemption. It is a God-given role. It is God's
grace from beginning to end. Mary becomes the eminent figure she is only by God's
grace. Sheis the empty space where God could act. Everything she is she owes to the
Trinity.
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Mary is the virgin-mother who fulfills Isaiah 7:14 in away that Isaiah could not have
imagined. She is united with her son in carrying out the will of God (Psalm 40:8-9;
Hebrews 10:7-9; Luke 1:38).

Together with Jesus, the privileged and graced Mary is the link between heaven and
earth. She is the human being who best, after Jesus, exemplifies the possibilities of
human existence. She received into her lowliness the infinite love of God. She shows
how an ordinary human being can reflect God in the ordinary circumstances of life. She
exemplifies what the Church and every member of the Church is meant to become. She
is the ultimate product of the creative and redemptive power of God. She manifests
what the Incarnation is meant to accomplish for al of us.
