The Shock of Jesus’ Death for Joy of Resurrection
Introduction
Near Death Experiences
The taste of near death of oneself, the loss of a loved one, unexpected demise
of relatives or friends, accident deaths especially in big numbers, death of a
young person or even children and many other such painful experiences
point toward the truth that we are meant to be born out of this world into a
higher one, even though this transition is often a distressing one. That is
what we call death. Everything in this world is transient and temporary,
all animate and inanimate beings including human persons. Our minds
question and probe in darkness for the reason why human with intellect,
mind, heart and body should perish? What is the purpose of human life and more so of death?
The reality that our mind wants not just particular truths, but the Truth Itself, indicates human
orientation to God. We are our bodies, rooted in this world, but we are more than our bodies.
This mysterious psychological and capacity within us the Church calls “the soul.” And at the
end of our earthly lives, the soul is breathed out, not into nothingness, but into the hands of
God! That is reason that in the month of November every year, the evening month of the year,
we reflect on the mystery of Death and the resurrection and pray for the departed especially
on November 2.

Classical Masterpiece ‘Hamlet’
That is Christian belief and also of many other faiths and non-faith ideologies. Let us look into
classics: William Shakespeare’s Hamlet is one of the most complex, unpredictable figures in
all of literature. Haunted by the ghost of his murdered king-father, Hamlet spends the majority
of the play pondering and indecisive over what he is now to do. His queen-mother seems little
concerned with mourning her recently dead husband, and within a month of King Hamlet’s
death, young Hamlet’s uncle Claudius (brother to the deceased king) has seized not only his
brother’s crown but also his marriage bed. In his grief and confusion, what is young Hamlet to
do? Hamlet’s mother tries to counsel him: “Good Hamlet, cast thy nighted face off, and look
like a cheerful friend”. His uncle reprimands him in strong words that it is ’tis unmanly grief”.
His friend Horatio angers him, “These are but wild and whirling words, my lord.” And his love
Ophelia prays for him: “O, help him, you sweet heavens!” But their words were to no avail! It
was like the enigmatic experience of Job in Bible.

Piercing Hamlet’s Soul
It is the silent voice whispered through gnashed teeth and the blackened gaze staring from
empty openings that pierce Hamlet’s soul. Hamlet confronts the fleetingness of life and the
barrenness of death which awakens Hamlet from his paralysis. And now, he is finally moved
to act. Death has a way of silencing, shocking, and moving us. Like him faced with our own
mortality and that of those we love, we begin to see things in sharper focus. What limited us
before is no longer insurmountable. What distracted us previously is easily shifted from view.
Hamlet’s moment peering into his dad’s death echoes of Christ’s death and sacrifice. A man
infinite and excellent who had borne us on his back a thousand times hangs impaled and dead
on a cross. It shocks us. It opens our eyes. It takes our breath away. And it moves us to act.
Death has a way of doing that. 
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Art of Dying for Rising to Eternal Life
Although grave yards are known to be quiet places of reflection, God, through his sovereign
power, overcame the corruption of sin by his Resurrection from the dead on Easter morning.
From his empty tomb, we learn that God doesn’t let death have the last word and thereupon
rises the story and mystery of Resurrection and eternal life of Humans. Ars Moriendi, or “The
Art of Dying,” was an immensely popular and influential medieval text aimed at equipping the
faithful for death and dying. Like Corona Virus or Covid19, during the bubonic plague the
central pastoral preoccupations of the late medieval Church was preparing souls for death,
which included saving them from damnation and shortening their stay in purgatory.

Today after the span of many centuries, some modern-day bioethicists have looked to the
medieval Ars Moriendi for inspiration in discussing contemporary approaches to death and
dying. They recognize that patients nearing the end of life today often are overwhelmed by the
complexity of health care and miss the opportunity to prepare well for death. A modern-
day Ars Moriendi, then, would serve as a corrective to the prevailing over-medicalized,
technologically driven death. Therefore, the dying patients must realize the importance of
dying in the faith of Christ and in union with the Church to attain salvation, which is true
happiness. This includes the reception of the sacraments, repeated professions of faith, self-
examinations, and prayer. The medieval text makes clear that the reality of judgment after
death and hope for the salvation of souls should take priority over everything else, including
attempts to better navigate the complications and limitations of medical management at the
end of life!

Life is beautiful with Death
Life is wonderful, but contains within it sad inevitabilities. Attempts to isolate ourselves from
the sad facts of life also deprive us of life’s beauty. There were different strategies that human
beings have employed to cope with the reality of contingency and the inevitability of death. In
ancient times, death was worshipped as a god. This makes sense if you think about it. The
ancient gods were personifications of the natural necessities of existence, and death is both
natural and necessary. It was hoped that the power of death might be appeased and even
controlled through worship. However, it became clear to many that human attempts to appease
or control death, though perhaps comforting, prove to be impotent. Death, like the other
ancient gods, just doesn’t care about our pleading and can’t be bought off by our sacrifices,
our gold, or our prayers. Thus, some of the ancient philosophers proposed that the best we
can do is live as well as we can while we can and find some delight in the time that we have
been allotted.

Christian Belief of Praying for the Dead
The understanding of this holy day is that today we remember, or celebrate, the dead. To pray
for the dead—a signal to us that heaven is not as easy as we might think to attain and that we
all have to help one another to get there. God in Christ united to himself the fullness of what it
means to be human, and as such, it is true to say that God came into this world in Christ so that
he could die. Doesn’t that revelation stun you? And move you and me to help the souls in
Purgatory in many ways: (i) Having Mass offered for the soul of a departed loved one is the
greatest help we can give them because Mass, being the sacrifice of Jesus offered to the
Father, is the greatest prayer; (ii) We can pray for the souls in Purgatory; (iii) We can offer our
fasting, almsgiving, pilgrimages for the glory of God, in atonement for sins of those in Purgatory;
and (iv) We can gain indulgences for the souls in Purgatory this week.

May the Souls of the Faithful Departed Rest in Peace!!!
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I. Holy Father’s Intention: For Children who Suffer
We pray for children who are suffering, especially those who are homeless, orphans and
victims of war; may they be guaranteed access to education and the opportunity to experience
family affection.

II. Message of Holy Father for WYD : November 22, 2022

‘Young people must go in haste to others, just like Mary’

Pope Francis released his third message for the 37th World Youth Day
(WYD). In this final message of a trilogy, the Holy Father recalls the
theme of the last WYD, held in 2019 in Panama: “I am the servant of
the Lord. May it be done to me according to your word” (Lk 1:38).

“After that event, we resumed our journey towards a new destination
– Lisbon 2023 – with hearts afire with God’s urgent summons to
arise”, noted the Pope.

Over the last few years, in each message, we have reflected on
numerous themes, with, in common, the word “arise”. “It is a
word”, stressed the Pope, “that also speaks to us of getting up from our slumber, waking up
to the life all around us.”

The Pope noted that in these troubling times of pandemic and war “Mary shows to all of us,
and especially you, young people like herself, the path of proximity and encounter.” The Holy
Father then expressed his hope that the experience many young people will have in Lisbon for
WYD in August 2023 will “represent a new beginning for you” and for humanity as a whole.
WYD 2023, to be held in Lisbon, was postponed by a year due to the Covid-19 pandemic.

Mary arose

Pope Francis went on to note that, after the Annunciation, Mary could have focused on
herself, but that “instead, she entrusted herself completely to God”. She arises and sets out,
for she is certain that God’s plan is the best plan for her life, stressed the Pope. “Mary”, the
Pope continued, “becomes a temple of God, an image of the pilgrim Church, a Church that
goes forth for service, a Church that brings the good news to all.” In the accounts of the
resurrection, we often encounter two words: “awake” and “arise”, noted the Pope.  “The
Mother of the Lord is a model for young people on the move, who refuse to stand in front of
a mirror to contemplate themselves or to get caught up in the ‘net’. Mary’s focus is always
directed outwards.”

… and Went with Haste

Pope Francis went on to note that, in his commentary on the Gospel of Luke, Saint Ambrose
of Milan writes that Mary set out in haste towards the hills, “because she rejoiced in the
promise and sought to serve others with the enthusiasm born of her joy”. Mary’s haste is thus
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a sign of her desire to serve, explained the Pope. When faced with concrete and urgent needs,
we need to act quickly, stressed the Pope, asking, “what kinds of ‘haste’ do you have, dear
young people?”

Healthy haste drives us always upwards and towards others

The Pope went on to note that there is a difference between a healthy haste, which drives us
upwards “and towards others” and an unhealthy haste “which can drive us to live superficially
and take everything lightly.” Nearing the end of his message, the Pope reminded young people
around the world that “now is the time to set out in haste towards concrete encounters,
towards genuine acceptance of those different from ourselves.” “My message for you, dear
young people, the great message entrusted to the Church, is Jesus! Yes, Jesus Himself, in His
infinite love for each of us, His salvation and the new life He has bestowed upon us.”

All together to Lisbon!

Finally, Pope Francis expressed his hope that the young people planning to attend WYD may
be able to “experience anew the joy of encountering God and our brothers and sisters.”
“After a long period of social distancing and isolation, we will all rediscover in Lisbon – with
God’s help – the joy of a fraternal embrace between peoples and generations, an embrace of
reconciliation and peace, an embrace of new missionary fraternity!”

Like Mary, concluded the Pope, “let us ‘arise and go in haste’.”

Christians and Sikhs: Promoting Inter-Religious Solidarity for the Common Good

Dear Sikh Friends,
The Dicastery for Inter-Religious Dialogue, until recently known as the Pontifical Council for
Interreligious Dialogue, offers festal greetings and wishes to all of you, as you celebrate the
Birth Anniversary of Sri Guru Nanak Dev Ji on 8 November this year. May your celebrations
strengthen the bonds of love and unity in your families and communities, and fill you with joy
and peace!

While we move on with hope as global community desiring a complete relief from coronavirus
related concerns, occurrence of aggressions, tensions and violence in different parts of the
world, almost on a daily basis, and the widespread poverty and inequality, exclusion and
marginalization in society continue to threaten the prospect of a happy, harmonious and peaceful
living together of people. Besides, a rapid growth among the masses of those inured and
indifferent to the needs and sufferings of fellow beings proves to be a stumbling block in
finding solutions to problems affecting humanity. In this context, we wish to share with you
some thoughts on how we, believers, in particular, both the Sikhs and Christians, can promote
interreligious solidarity for the good of all of us.

‘Solidarity’ stems from mutual dependency of all human beings and therefore entails mutual
responsibility for one another. It manifests that we are ‘all brothers’ in concrete ways: reachingFATIMA VANI - NOVEMBER - 20224
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out to brothers and sisters in need, offering succour and care, joining hands for a cause, etc.
It profoundly displays “a firm and persevering determination to commit oneself to the common
good; that is to say to the good of all and of each individual” (Saint John Paul II, Encyclical
Letter Sollicitudo Rei Socialis, 1987, no.38). Promotion of solidarity thus involves seeking
the good of all, respecting the dignity and identity of all, irrespective of legitimate differences,
and taking moral responsibility for the well-being of all. Moreover, solidarity as sharing of
material, spiritual, natural and human resources with others often entails sacrifices that showcase
the best of our humanness, goodness and religiousness.

It is heartening to note that there is a growing awareness among people about the need for
solidarity so as to support one another and to collectively take on issues facing them in society.
The kind of human solidarity including interreligious solidarity witnessed on the ground in
recent times, be it during disasters and emergencies or on matters quite critical for the welfare
of society, commendably testifies it. Solidarity in general and its particular expressions need to
be carefully sustained at the local, national and international levels, making it a movement and
culture that favours and protects the common good. Interreligious solidarity, in particular,
needs a nurturing and strengthening with a spirit that “seeks to buildup rather than to destroy,
to unite rather than to divide” (Saint John Paul II, Message for the World Day of Peace,
1987).

Promotion of interreligious solidarity for the common good must earnestly begin from families
- the first and fundamental schools of social living - where members, led by the example of
grandparents, parents and elders, learn values that build solidarity for the good of all in the
family, despite conceivable differences among them. Besides, education and formation are
key areas whereby students can be taught to imbibe the spirit of solidarity and of ‘unity in
diversity’, by inspiring and encouraging them, to do gestures and acts of solidarity, in creative
ways, in the neighborhoods and in the wider society. Since the common minimum invitation
that religions send out to their adherents is to be good persons and to work for the good of all
persons, interreligious solidarity can be promoted by religions and religious leaders with great
ease and effort. Interreligious solidarity is a matter of utmost importance and holds the key to
ensuring the common good for all times, present and ahead.

As believers grounded in our own respective religious beliefs and convictions and as persons
with shared values and concerns about the good of the society, may we, Christians and Sikhs,
joining hands with people of other religious traditions and of good will, do all that we can
individually and collectively, with a sense of responsibility for one another and for creation, to
promote a culture of interreligious solidarity, a culture which according to Pope Francis sees
others “not as rivals or statistics, but as brothers and sisters” (Address to the community of
Varginha (Manguinhos), Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, 25 July 2013)!

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IV. Communio Sunday Message
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 V. Solemnity of All Saints (November 1)

On November 1st, we celebrate the solemnity of All Saints,
which allows us to experience the joy of being part of the
great family of God’s friends, or as St. Paul writes, “to share
in the inheritance of the saints in light” (Colossians 1:12).
The liturgy again presents the expression full of surprise of
the Apostle John: “See what love the Father has given us
that we should

be called children of God; and so we are”(1 John 3:1). Yes, to be saints means to realize fully
what we already are insofar as raised in Christ Jesus to the dignity of adopted sons of God (cf.
Ephesians 1:5; Romans 8:14-17).

With the incarnation of the Son, his death and resurrection, God willed to reconcile with
himself the whole of humanity and allow it to share in his own life. He who believes in Christ
the Son of God is reborn “from above,” is again as though begotten by the work of the Holy
Spirit (cf. John 3:1-8). This mystery is acted in the sacrament of baptism, through which
Mother Church gives birth to “saints.” The new life, received in baptism, is not subjected to
corruption nor to the power of death. For one who lives in Christ, death is the passage of the
earthly pilgrimage to the heavenly homeland, where the Father welcomes all his children,
“from every nation, from all tribes and peoples and tongues,” as we read today in the Book of
Revelation (7:9). For this reason, it is very significant and appropriate that, after the feast of
All Saints, the liturgy makes us celebrate tomorrow the commemoration of all the deceased
faithful.

VI. All Souls Day (November 2)

All Souls’ Day, in Roman Catholicism, a day for
commemoration of all the faithful departed, those baptized
Christians who are believed to be in purgatory because they
died with the guilt of lesser sins on their souls. It is observed
on November 2. Roman Catholic doctrine holds that the
prayers of the faithful on earth will help cleanse these souls in
order to fit them for the vision of God in heaven, and the day is dedicated to prayer and
remembrance. Requiem masses are commonly held, and many people visit and sometimes
decorate the graves of loved ones. From antiquity certain days were devoted to intercession
for particular groups of the dead.
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The institution of a day for a general intercession on November 2 is due to Odilo, abbot of
Cluny (died 1048). The date, which became practically universal before the end of the 13th
century, was chosen to follow All Saints’ Day. Having celebrated the feast of all the members
of the church who are believed to be in heaven, the church on earth turns, on the next day, to
commemorate those souls believed to be suffering in purgatory.

VII. Feast of Lateran Basilica Church (November 9)

Today the Church celebrates the feast of the Dedication of the
Lateran Basilica in Rome, the oldest and highest ranking of the
four major basilicas in Rome. The Basilica of St. John Lateran is
the cathedral of the diocese of Rome, the official Ecclesiastical
seat of the Holy Father, the Bishop of Rome, not St. Peter’s
Basilica as so many mistakenly believe. The Basilica is also called
the Church of Holy Savior or the Church of St. John Baptist. In ancient Rome this was the
church where everyone was baptized. It the oldest church in the West, built in the time of
Constantine and was consecrated by Pope Sylvester in 324.

This feast became a universal celebration in honor of the arch-basilica, the ecclesiastical mother
church, called “the mother and mistress of all churches of Rome and the world” (omnium
urbis et orbis ecclesiarum mater et caput), as a sign of love for and union with the See of
Peter. According to the 1962 Missal of St. John XXIII the Extraordinary Form of the Roman
Rite, today is the commemoration of St. Theodore, a Christian soldier and martyr of Asia
Minor.

VIII. Children’s Day (November 14)

Children’s Day, celebrated on November 14, is recognized
across India to increase awareness of the rights, care, and
education of children. The day is also held as a tribute to India’s
First Prime Minister, Jawaharlal Nehru. Fondly known as
“Chacha Nehru” among children, he advocated for children to
have fulfilled education. Nehru considered children as the real strength of a nation and foundation
of society. The nation usually celebrates Children’s Day with educational and motivational
programs held across India, by and for children. Unfortunately, all observances tend to become
rituals over a period of time. No thought is given to the subjects of the celebration except to
go through rigmarole in educational institutions where children are a captive audience.

None of us care enough to find out statistics of children employed as domestic workers or in
tea shops and other forms of labour.
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It is true that India is a developing country and therefore to compare the development indices
of developed countries to ours is not fair. Many families depend on the incomes brought by
their adolescent children who are compelled to drop out of school on account of poverty and
take up some kind of work. Article 24 of the Constitution of India prohibits child labour.
There are other laws and the Indian Penal Code such as the Juvenile Justice (care and protection)
of Children Act-2000, and the Child Labour (Prohibition and Abolition) Act-1986 provide a
legal basis to identify, prosecute and stop child labour in India. But there is a huge gap between
what the law says and how it is implemented.

IX. Solemnity of Christ the King (November 20)

Solemnity of Christ the King, festival celebrated in the Roman Catholic
Church in honour of Jesus Christ as lord over all creation. Essentially
a magnification of the Feast of the Ascension, it was established by
Pope Pius XI in 1925. Originally, it was celebrated on the last Sunday
in October, but in the revised liturgical calendar promulgated by Pope
Paul VI in 1969 it was moved to the last Sunday of Ordinary Time
(immediately preceding Advent), where its theme of Christ’s dominion
made it a fitting end to the liturgical year. The festival is also observed
in Lutheran, Anglican, and other Protestant churches.

X. Memorial of Presentation of the Blessed Virgin Mary
(November 21)

Mary’s presentation was celebrated in Jerusalem in the sixth
century. A church was built there in honor of this mystery.
The Eastern Church was more interested in the feast, but it
does appear in the West in the 11th century. Although the
feast at times disappeared from the calendar, in the 16th
century it became a feast of the universal Church. As with
Mary’s birth, we read of Mary’s presentation in the temple
only in apocryphal literature. In what is recognized as an unhistorical account, the Proto
evangelium of James tells us that Anna and Joachim offered Mary to God in the Temple when
she was 3 years old. This was to carry out a promise made to God when Anna was still
childless. Though it cannot be proven historically, Mary’s presentation has an important
theological purpose. It continues the impact of the feasts of the Immaculate Conception and
of the birth of Mary. It emphasizes that the holiness conferred on Mary from the beginning of
her life on earth continued through her early childhood and beyond.
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XI. St. Cecilia, Patron of Music (November 22)

St. Cecilia, Cecilia also spelled Cecily, (flourished 3rd century,
Rome [Italy]; feast day November 22), one of the most famous
virgin martyrs of the early church and historically one of the most
discussed. She is a patron saint of music and of musicians.
According to a late 5th-century legend, she was a noble Roman
who, as a child, had vowed her virginity to God. When she was
married against her will to the future saint Valerian, then a pagan,
she told him that an angel of God wished her to remain a virgin. He
promised to respect this wish if he were allowed to see the angel.
She replied that he would if he were baptized. On his return from baptism he found Cecilia
talking to the angel. She then converted his brother Tiburtius, who also saw the angel. Both
men were martyred before she was. She distributed her possessions to the poor, which enraged
the prefect Almachius, who ordered her to be burned. When the flames did not harm her, she
was beheaded.

XII. New Liturgical Year: Season of Advent (November 27)

The New Liturgical Year in the Church begins with the season
of Advent a time to help us prepare for Christmas, when we
celebrate the fulfillment of our longing for the Savior with the
birth of Jesus. So, what is Advent: It’s the season that lasts
about four weeks, beginning four Sundays before Christmas
and ends on Christmas Eve. The Church’s Christmas season
begins on Christmas Eve and lasts for twelve days. So, Advent is a season of anticipation that
leads up to Christmas.

Advent Traditions: One of the primary traditions of Advent is the lighting of the Advent
wreath. Each candle lit represents an aspect of the spiritual preparation for the coming of the
Lord, Jesus Christ. The circle of branches of the wreath symbolize the eternal cycle of the
seasons while the evergreens and lighted candles signify the persistence of life in the midst of
winter. Advent Candles The Advent wreath contains 4 candles. All of the candles are purple
except the third (which is rose).The symbolic meanings of the candles can vary but they are
often:

1. Hope - expectation of what is to come and sometimes prophecy

2. Love - sometimes called the Bethlehem Candle

3. Joy - this rose candle is often called Mary’s Candle

4. Peace - it can often be called the Angel’s Candle
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Colors of Advent: The color of Advent is purple. You’ll see purple used quite often in banners
around the church or in the vestments of the clergy. Purple is used at Advent as it is at Lent to
represent the penitential nature of the season. In fact, Advent used to be known as “little
Lent.” The color is a symbolic reminder for us to be preparing ourselves for the coming of our
Lord. The third Sunday during Advent is called Gaudete Sunday. The word Gaudete means
“rejoice.” On that Sunday your priest may wear rose vestments. This color is meant to remind
us that Christmas is drawing near.

XIII. Feast of St. Andrew (November 30)

November 30 is the Feast Day of St. Andrew, one of the original
twelve disciples of Jesus. Andrew was among Jesus’ first disciples,
Andrew was the first evangelist of the Christian faith, for he
brought his brother Simon Peter to Jesus (John 1:41). As we
have been involved directly or indirectly, in sharing the Good
News of Jesus. Andrew has been a model disciple for us. Andrew
was not one of the three disciples closest to Jesus – Peter, James
and John. Andrew brought the child to Jesus who had five loaves
and two fish which Jesus proceeded to multiply and fed over
5,000 people (John 6).

Saint Andrew, also known as Andrew the Apostle, was a Christian
Apostle and the older brother to Saint Peter. According to the
New Testament, Andrew was born in the village of Bethsaida on the Sea of Galilee during the
early first century. Much like his younger brother, Simon Peter, Andrew was also a fisherman.
Andrew’s very name means strong and he was known for having good social skills. In the
Gospel of Matthew, it is said Jesus was walking along the shore of the Sea of Galilee and saw
Andrew and Simon Peter fishing. It is then he asked the two to become disciples and “fishers
of men.”

The Gospel of John tells a story, stating Andrew was a disciple of John the Baptist. When
Jesus walked by one day, John the Baptist stated, “Behold, the Lamb of God!” It is then that
Andrew and another made the decision to follow Jesus. Little else is said about Andrew in the
Gospels, but it is believed Andrew was one of the closer disciples to Jesus. It was he who told
Jesus about the boy with the loaves and fishes, according to John 6:8. When Philip wanted to
speak to Jesus about Greeks seeking him, he spoke to Andrew first. Andrew was also present
at the last supper.

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2. Recollection Day :
A Powerful Help towards Ongoing Spiritual Progress

According to the Catholic Church’s tradition and regulation, a Day of Recollection, generally
once a every month is recommended especially for the Clergy. If one wants to be serious
about one’s spiritual progress, this is essential as we can notice also in secular and business
areas, where they seriously assess their progress/loss periodically. We should not be less
careful than the “children of the world” about their business as our Lord stated even praising
the dishonest manager (Lk 16:1-8).

However, Priests or people attend with different attitudes towards monthly recollection.
They are, starting from time pass, duty-minded, academic, egoistic, groupistic, political,
chatting, cheating, etc. In the last few months, I noticed these kinds of priests, though a few,
vitiating and disturbing the spiritual atmosphere of the serene and reflective time. A few with
egoistic, or unpriestly attitudes attend the recollections already maneuvering to disrupt the
spiritual purpose and move to poly-tricking as the saying goes ‘Kukka pani Gadida
chesinattuga’. This disgruntled want to do the work of the College of Consultors, Curia
and even the work of the Local Ordinary. These priests are mostly frustrated and disgruntled,
either spoiled the communities or looted parishes and institutions, where they worked.

Recollection is a spiritual body and need to carry out what is spiritually beneficial. The
Deanery-wise recollections should share what is spiritually applicable only to the Deanery
area and not even uchitha slahalu to the neighboring deanery or to the Consultors, Senate
or for that matter to any Canonical body. The sharing should be based on the theme of the
recollection applicable to priests themselves or to spiritual works of the parishes or deanery.

Deans should organize and conduct the Bi-monthly recollections at the deanery level and
see the few vicious and backbiting priests should not dominate the most of the very good
priests. In a recollection the essentials are: a spiritual talk generally by a priest within the
deanery, Time for Individual Confession, an Hour of Eucharistic adoration with Vespers
cum Benediction followed by even a Rosary. It should be concluded with a fellowship meal!

Kindly note that the Holy Father is serious and insists along with the abuse of children or
women, that  any priest abusing one’s status, office, ministry and community spiritual and
pastoral programs invite canonical sanctions! The Synodal national report pointed its fingers
many times at the clerics, who are the chief cause of the current pathetic state of the Catholic
Church in India! This instruction is ‘lest Warangal Diocese become so cancerous”! Hats off
to most Faithful and Joyful Priests!

4. All Souls’ Day

a) Celebration of Requiem Masses: Every Priest is permitted to celebrate three Masses
on “All Souls Day” November 2, accepting stipend only for one Mass in virtue of the Apostolic
Constitution of Pope Benedict XV.

First Mass: One can apply in favor of any person and accept a stipend for the Mass

Second Mass: Priests are bound to apply it for the faithful departed.

Third Mass: Priests are bound to apply it for the intentions of the Supreme Pontiff.

b) Plenary indulgence (applicable only to souls in purgatory): Plenary indulgence is
granted to any one of the faithful who devoutly visits the cemetery or who simply prays for the
dead on one of the days from 1st to 8th of  November. On All Souls’ Day (or else with the
permission of the Ordinary on Sunday that precedes or follows, or else on All Saints Day)
visit a church or chapel with devotion and there recite the ‘Our Father and the Creed’.

c) Partial Indulgence (applicable only to souls in purgatory): A partial indulgence is
granted to any faithful who: a) Visits devoutly cemetery or who simply prays mentally for the
dead. b) Recites Lauds or Vespers of the office of the Dead or the invocation, “eternal rest
grant...”

5. Communio India contribution for the Year 2022: The Conference of the Catholic Bishops
of India (CCBI) has come up with the idea of establishing a ‘Funding Agency’ in India, similar
to the one like ‘MISSIO’ in Germany. The idea of establishing Communio is to raise funds in
our country, with a view to helping the Mission Dioceses and Religious Congregations in India
for the variety of needs they have. This year it falls on 27th of November. I request the Parish
Priest to observe the Communio India Sunday on 27th November 2022 and send the offerings
and contributions of that Sunday to Rev. Fr. Kommareddy Joseph, the procurator as early as
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possible. Kindly announce that they can contribute any Sunday/ Day of the year for the purpose.
Let them take the envelops and give back any day during the year. It is out of Love and
obligation towards the Church in Motherland, India.

6.  Deanery level Recollection : Deans are requested to organise the November month
Recollection on Deanery level in 2nd week of November, 2022. All the Priests are requested
& expected to attend Deanery level Recollection.

7. Advent Begins on 27 November 2022: Advent, (from Latin adventus, “coming”), in the
Christian church calendar, the period of preparation for the celebration of the birth of Jesus
Christ at Christmas and also of preparation for the Second Coming of Christ. In Western
churches, Advent begins on the Sunday nearest to November 30 (St. Andrew’s Day) and is
the beginning of the liturgical year. In many Eastern churches, the Nativity Fast is a similar
period of penance and preparation that occurs during the 40 days before Christmas. The date
when the season was first observed is uncertain. Bishop Perpetuus of Tours (461–490)
established a fast before Christmas that began on November 11 (St. Martin’s Day), and the
Council of Tours (567) mentioned an Advent season.

The liturgical meaning of the Advent season referred to the dual “coming” of Jesus—then
Roman Catholicism the traditional liturgical colour for Advent is violet; many Protestant
denominations have adopted blue or purple. The third Sunday of Advent, known as Gaudete
Sunday, is commonly marked by the use of rose-colored vestments and candles.
