Mystery & Miracle of Our Lady of Guadalupe

With the Greetings of the Month of July from USA, My Personal
experience of the Powerful Prayers of Our Lady of Guadalupe in
Mexico be for you All! As I prayed for the Diocese of Warangal, I
had an amazing spiritual shower-like experience at the original site
of the apparitions! She is also known as the Virgin of Guadalupe, a
Catholic title of Mary, Mother of Jesus associated with a series of
five Marian apparitions in December 1531. She is also a venerated
image on a cloak enshrined within the Basilica of Our Lady of
Guadalupe in Mexico City. There is something amazing in the site
itself besides the traditions of the Apparitions. The basilica is the
most-visited Catholic shrine in the world, and the world’s third most-
visited Sacred site. Pope Leo XIII granted the image a decree of a
canonical coronation on 8th of February 1887 and was Pontifically
crowned on October 12, 1895.
A Decade after the Conquest by the Spaniards: Marian apparitions
According to a 17th-century account written in the native Nahuatl language, the Virgin Mary
appeared four times to Juan Diego, an indigenous Mexican peasant and once to his uncle, Juan
Bernardino. The first apparition occurred on the morning of Saturday, 9 December 1531. Juan
Diego experienced a vision of a young woman at a place called the Hill of Tepeyac, which later
became part of Villa de Guadalupe, in a suburb of Mexico City.] According to the accounts, the
woman, speaking to Juan Diego in his native Nahuatl language, identified herself as the Virgin
Mary, “mother of the very true deity”. She was said to have asked for a church to be erected
at that site in her honor. Based on her words, Juan Diego then sought the Archbishop of Mexico
City, Fray Juan de Zumárraga, to tell him what had happened. The Archbishop was not a
skeptic but was prudent to ask for a proof. Later the same day, Juan Diego again saw the
young woman, which is the second apparition, and she asked him to continue insisting.

The next day, Sunday, December 10, 1531, Juan Diego spoke to the Archbishop a second time.
The latter instructed him to return to Tepeyac Hill and to ask the woman for a truly acceptable,
miraculous sign to prove her identity. Later that day, the third apparition occurred when Juan
Diego returned to Tepeyac. Encountering the same woman, he reported to her the Archbishop’s
request for a sign, which she consented to provide on the next day, December 11.

First Miracle and 5th Apparition
By December 11, however, Juan Diego’s uncle, Juan Bernardino, became ill, which obligated
Juan Diego to attend to him. In the very early hours of Tuesday, December 12, Juan Bernardino’s
condition having deteriorated overnight, Juan Diego journeyed to Tlatelolco to get a Catholic
priest to hear Juan Bernardino’s confession and help minister to him on his deathbed. On Dec
13, Juan Diego found his uncle fully recovered as the Virgin had assured him, and Juan Bernar-
dino recounted that he also had seen her after praying at his bedside, which is the fifth appari-
tion and that she had instructed him to inform the Archbishop of this apparition and of his
miraculous cure, and that she had told him she desired to be known under the title of ‘Guadalupe.’
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Best Miracle: “Am I not here, I who am your mother?”
To avoid being delayed by the Virgin and ashamed at having failed to meet her on the next day
as agreed, Juan Diego chose another route around Tepeyac Hill, yet the Virgin intercepted him
and asked where he was going, which is the fourth apparition. Juan Diego explained what had
happened and the Virgin gently chided him for not having made recourse to her. In the words
which have become the most famous phrase of the Guadalupe apparitions and are inscribed
above the main entrance to the Basilica of Guadalupe, she asked “¿No estoy yo aquí que soy tu
madre?” (“Am I not here, I who am your mother?”). She assured him that Juan Bernardino
had now recovered and told him to gather flowers from the summit of Tepeyac Hill, which was
normally barren, especially in the cold of December. Juan Diego obeyed her instruction and he
found Castilian roses, not native to Mexico, blooming there!

Roses falling from Tilma n Image of Virgin Mary Blooming!
The Virgin arranged the flowers in Juan Diego’s tilma, or cloak, and when Juan Diego opened
his cloak later that day before Archbishop Zumárraga, the flowers fell to the floor, revealing on
the fabric the image of the Virgin of Guadalupe! Ave Maria! The Archbishop kept Juan Diego’s
mantle, first in his private chapel and then in the church on public display, where it attracted
great attention. On Dec 26, 1531, a procession formed to transfer the miraculous image back to
Tepeyac Hill where it was installed in a small, hastily erected chapel. During this procession,
the 2nd miracle was supposedly performed when a native was mortally wounded in the neck by
an arrow shot by accident during some stylized martial displays performed in honor of the
Virgin. In great distress, the natives carried him before the Virgin’s image and pleaded for his
life. Upon the arrow being withdrawn, the victim fully and immediately recovered.

Mexican Culture
Following the Conquest in 1519–1521, the Marian cult was brought to the Americas and
Franciscan friars often leveraged syncretism with existing religious beliefs as an instrument for
evangelization. Culturally Juan Diego’s tilma or cloak has become Mexico’s most popular religious
and cultural symbol, and has received widespread ecclesiastical and popular veneration. In the
19th century it became the rallying cry of the Spaniards born in America, in what they
denominated ‘New Spain’. They said they considered the apparitions as legitimizing their own
indigenous Mexican origin. They infused it with an almost messianic sense of mission and
identity, thereby also justifying their armed rebellion against Spain!

Veneration of Patroness of Mexico n Continental Amerikas!
The shrine of the Virgin of Guadalupe is the most visited Catholic pilgrimage destination in the
world. The Virgin of Guadalupe is considered the Patroness of Mexico and the Continental
Americas. She is also venerated by Native Americans, on the account of the devotion calling
for the conversion of the Americas. Replicas of the tilma or cloak can be found in thousands of
churches throughout the world, especially in both North and South Amerikas and numerous
parishes bear her name. Due Mary’s appearance as a pregnant mother and her claims as
mother of all in the apparition, the Blessed Virgin Mary, under this title is popularly invoked as
Patroness of the Unborn and a common image for the Pro-Life movement! Till date Mexican
culture is the way of the most fertility!! Thereby Mexicans’ spoken language of Spanish is the
2nd language in the United States and the Catholic Church has most of the Hispanics in the
USA!! Is it not another sign of the Blessings of Our lady of Guadalupe!
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II. Holy Father’s Intention for July: for the Elderly

We Pray for the elderly, who represent the roots and memory of a people; may their experience
and wisdom help young people to look towards the future with hope and responsibility.

III. Pope’s Message for World Day of Grandparents and the Elderly
“In old age they will still bear fruit” (Psalm 92:15)

In his message for the second World Day for Grandparents and the Elderly,
issued on May 10, the pope urged seniors not to despair at their frailty
but to embrace “a new mission” of caring for others in a world torn
apart by conflict. He said that “Old age is no time to give up and lower
the sails, but a season of enduring fruitfulness: a new mission awaits us
and bids us look to the future,” ‘The special sensibility that those of us
who are elderly have for the concerns, thoughts, and the affections that
make us human should once again become the vocation of many. It
would be a sign of our love for the younger generations.’

“This would be our own contribution to the revolution of
tenderness, a spiritual and non-violent revolution in which I
encourage you, dear grandparents and elderly persons, to take an active role.”Pope Francis
established the World Day for Grandparents and the Elderly in 2021. The day takes place
annually on the fourth Sunday of July, on or close to the July 26 Feast of  Sts.Anne and
joachin, the grandparents of Jesus.This year, it will be celebrated on july 24. The  Vatican
unveiled in February the theme for the second celebration of the day, which is taken from
Psalm 92:15: “In old age they will still bear fruit.”
The theme “intends to emphasize how grandparents and the elderly are a value and a gift both
for society and for ecclesial communities,” the Vatican’s Dicastery for Laity, Family, and Life
“In this time of yearning for peace, the Church has a great need for older people who have the
‘gift’ of tenderness, who are capable of caring for and interceding with others.”
In his message, Pope Francis described how the elderly could take part in the “revolution of
tenderness.” He said: “Let us hold in our hearts — like St. Joseph, who was a loving and
attentive father — the little ones of Ukraine, of Afghanistan, of South Sudan…”
“Many of us have come to a sage and humble realization of what our world very much needs:
the recognition that we are not saved alone, and that happiness is a bread we break together.”
“Let us bear witness to this before those who wrongly think that they can find personal
fulfillment and success in conflict. Everyone, even the weakest among us, can do this.”
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The very fact that we allow ourselves to be cared for, often by people who come from other
countries, is itself a way of saying that living together in peace is not only possible, but necessary.”
He went on: “Dear grandparents, dear elderly persons, we are called to be artisans of the
revolution of tenderness in our world! Let us do so by learning to make ever more frequent
and better use of the most valuable instrument at our disposal and, indeed, the one best suited
to our age: prayer.”
Concluding his message, Pope Francis said: “Let us ask Our Lady, Mother of Tender Love,
to make all of us artisans of the revolution of tenderness, so that together we can set the world
free from the spectre of loneliness and the demon of war.”

IV. St.  Devasahayam (1712-1752):  from Melancholy to Holiness
A Biographical Sketch of St. Devasahayam

All the souls in heaven are saints, considered part of what is called, in catholic terms, the
communion of Saints. However, among these saints, some have been officially recognized, by
virtue of canonization, as an example for the rest of us to follow. The Church assures the
faithful that these people are in heaven, and invites us to ask for their intercession before the
throne of God, even as we are encouraged to follow in their footsteps here on earth.
Thesecanonized saints are our big brothers and sisters in the faith, so to speak, the saints who
are referred to with the title “Saint” in their names. To add Pride to the Indian Catholic Church,
Devasahayam, a Hindu converted to Christianity in the 18th century, who took the name Lazarus
after embracing Christianity, has become the first Indian layman Saint. Pope Francis Canonized
him together with six other Blesseds, during the canonization Mass in St. Peter’s Basilica in
Vatican on May 15, 2022

Birth and Family: St. Devasahayam was born on 23 April 1712, in a hamlet called Nattalam
of the former Kingdom of Travancore, present district of Kanyakumari, Tamil Nadu. His
father, Vasudevan Namputhiri, was a Brahmin. His mother, Devahi Amma, was a Hindu Nair.
The Martyr’s original name was Neelam, expanded to Nilakandan.
An Official Loved by All: Neelam was brought up as a devout Hindu. Besides mastering
Tamil and Malayalam, the languages of the people, he also trained himself in the ancient
Varma Sastra, archery and the use of weapons of war. Nilakandan started his career as a
soldier. Later on, he was an official in the Nilakandaswamy temple at Padmanabhapuram.
Additionally, he was also a much appreciated palace official, working in the King’s treasury.
Nilakandan married Bhargaviammal, of the village of Mekkodu.
Evangelized by a Catholic Lay Person: While performing his duties as a palace official,
Neelam came in contact with a Catholic layman, Eustachius Benedictus De Lannoy, a Dutch
military officer, arrested by King Marthandavarma after the Dutch army was defeated at the
Port of Colachel in 1741. Nilakandan was, at that precise juncture, overcome by a wave of
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sadness which was quite visible on his external appearance. When De Lannoy enquired about
the reasons for his sadness, Neelam narrated a series of tragedies that had overtaken his
family, one after the other.  De Lannoy then narrated to him the Old Testament story of Job
and explained how God could test the faith of a good man through suffering.
Experiencing a healing touch through the narration of the Dutch officer, Nilakandan expressed
his desire to become a Christian and requested De Lannoy to instruct him in the Catholic faith.
De Lannoy sent him to Vadakkankulam, a hamlet outside the limits of the Kingdom of
Travancore, with a letter to Fr. Giovanni Battista Buttari, a Jesuit Missionary, requesting him
to receive Nilakandan in the Catholic Church. For nine months, Fr. Buttari instructed Neelam
in the Catholic faith and baptized him in the Church of the Holy Family, Vadakkankulam, on
14 May 1745. At Baptism, Nilakandan was given the name of Devasahayam, a Tamil
rendering of the biblical name Lazarus, which means “God has helped.”
A Fervent Catholic Layman and a Lay Missionary: Having joined the Catholic commu-
nity, Devasahayam soon began to evangelize others and brought some to the Christian faith,
St. Devasahayam showed extraordinary fortitude in remaining firm in his decision, to the point
of preferring to be tortured or even put to be death for the sake of Christ. Having heard of
this, the King got Devasahayam arrested on 23 Feb. 1749 and locked him up in a very
narrow cell, where he was tortured in many ways. He was finally incarcerated in the prison of
Aralvaimozhi, on the border between the Kingdoms of Madurai and Travancore.
A Candidate Worthy of Martyrdom: During the years of his captivity, Devasahayam led a
life truly worthy of a candidate for sainthood. Every morning and night he would spend a
considerable time in contemplative prayer; he fasted on all Fridays and Saturdays, in honor of
the death of Christ and of the sorrows of the Blessed Virgin Mary, respectively. Whenever a
priest visited him, he would make his confession and receive the Holy Eucharist with utmost
devotion. He always exuded deep joy and love and respect for everyone.
A Witness by Blood: The people visiting Devasahayam in the prison kept increasing in
numbers, leading the King to order that he should be executed secretly. A little before the
midnight of 14 January 1752, they took him to the place of execution. Before being shot dead
by the soldiers, he knelt and prayed with great recollection. His body was thrown on the
rocks and left there to be eaten by wild animals. His mortal remains were discovered by the
Christians, who buried them in front of the main altar of the Church of St. Francis Xavier,
which is now the Cathedral of the Diocese of Kottar.
Martyrdom Celebrated: The Bishop of Cochin, under whose jurisdiction most of the Latin
Catholics of South India were placed, declared the death of Devasahayam as martyrdom and
wrote a pastoral letter to all the people of his large Diocese, exhorting them to celebrate the
martyrdom by ringing church bells and by singing the Te Deum in all the churches. The same
Bishop, Clemente José Colaço Leitão, S.J. had the report on the life and martyrdom of
Devasahayam included as part of his Ad Limina visit report, dated 15 November 1756.
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A Permanent Presence in the Memory of the People: From the day of his death to this
very day, St. Devasahayam continues to live in the memory of the people of the region and
indeed of the entire South India. The story of his martyrdom is narrated year after year through
dramas, poems and folklore throughout the Tamil speaking world, including Jaffna in Sri
Lanka. Places connected with the life and death of the Martyr became increasingly important
places of pilgrimage for people of all castes and creeds.
All these places, e.g. Madathattuvilai, Appattuvilai, Peruvilai, Puliyoorkurichy, Kakkurichy,
Pullani, Palliyadi, etc. witnessed mass conversions following the martyrdom of Devasahayam.
If the evangelization work of St. Francis Xavier was the main cause of conversions of the
people along the coast, the phenomenon of Martyr Devasahayam is the main ingredient in the
process of conversion of the people living in the interior villages of South India. St. Devasahayam
is to this day one of the most popular names among Catholics and non-Catholic Christians in
Tamil Nadu.

V. Solemnity of St. Thomas, Apostle of India- July 3
“Indian Christian Day” an Ecumenical Venture

St. Thomas, the apostle who at first did not believe, has become for the
Church one of the first witnesses to her faith. She is fond of appealing to
his testimony and frequently puts in our mouths those simple words whereby
he expressed the fervour of his regained faith: “My Lord and my God.” It
is known that St. Thomas preached the Gospel in Asia beyond the frontiers
of the Roman Empire, probably in Persia and possibly as far afield as
India. St. Thomas’ feast was formerly celebrated on December 21.
There is very little about the apostle Thomas in the Gospels; one text calls
him the “twin.” Rarely during Jesus’ lifetime does he stand out among his
colleagues. There is the instance before the raising of Lazarus, when Jesus
was still in Perea and Thomas exclaimed: “Let us also go and die with Him.” Best-known is
his expression of unbelief after the Savior’s death, giving rise to the phrase “doubting Thomas.”
Nevertheless, the passage describing the incident, had as today’s Gospel, must be numbered
among the most touching in Sacred Scripture.In the Breviary lessons Pope St. Gregory the
Great makes the following reflections: “Thomas’ unbelief has benefited our faith more than the
belief of the other disciples; it is because he attained faith through physical touch that we are
confirmed in the faith beyond all doubt.
Indeed, the Lord permitted the apostle to doubt after the resurrection; but He did not abandon
him in doubt. By his doubt and by his touching the sacred wounds the apostle became a
witness to the truth of the resurrection. Thomas touched and cried out: My Lord and my God!
And Jesus said to him: Because you have seen Me, Thomas, you have believed. Now if
Thomas saw and touched the Savior, why did Jesus say: Because you have seen Me, Thomas,
you have believed? Because he saw something other than what he believed. For no mortal
man can see divinity. Thomas saw the Man Christ and acknowledged His divinity with the
words: My Lord and my God. Faith therefore followed upon seeing.”
Concerning later events in the apostle’s life very meager information exists. The Martyrology
has this: “At Calamina (near Madras in India) the martyrdom of the apostle Thomas—he
announced the Gospel to the Parthians, and finally came to India. After he had converted
numerous tribes to Christianity, he was pierced with lances at the king’s command.”
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VI. Feast of St. Mary Magdalene- July 22

The feast of St. Mary Magdalene is considered one of the
most mystical of feasts, and it is said that of all the songs of
the saints, that of Mary Magdalene is the sweetest and stron-
gest because her love was so great. That love was praised
by Jesus Himself who said that because much was forgiven
her, she loved much. Where she is buried, no one knows.
Legend has her dying in Provence, France, in a cavern where
she spent her last days, and her body resting in the chapel of St. Maximin in the Maritime
Alps. Another has her buried in Ephesus where she went with St. John after the Resurrection.
This latter view is more likely, and St. Willibald, the English pilgrim to the Holy Land in the
eighth century, was shown her tomb there.
She was the first recorded witness to the resurrection of Jesus, His most ardent and loving
follower. She had stood with Mary at the foot of the Cross on that brutal Good Friday
afternoon and had been by the side of Mary during these difficult hours. On Easter morning,
she went with the other women to the tomb and it was there, in the garden near the tomb, that
Jesus appeared to her. It was she who brought the news of the Resurrection to the Apostles,
and Peter and John raced to the tomb to see what had happened.She was from Magadala, a
small fishing town on the Sea of Galilee, between Capernaum and Tiberias. She was known
to be a “great sinner,” a woman of the streets who heard Jesus speak of the mercy and
forgiveness of God and changed her life completely.

Pope Francis established the World Day for Grandparents and the Elderly in 2021. The day
takesplace annually on the fourth Sunday of July, on or close to the July 26 Feast of Sts. Anne
and Joachim, the grandparents of Jesus. This year, it will be celebrated on July 24. The
Vatican unveiled in February the theme for the second celebration of the day, which is taken
from Psalm 92:15: “In old age they will still bear fruit.” The theme chosen by the Holy Father
for the occasion “intends to emphasize how grandparents and the elderly are a value and a gift
both for society and for ecclesial communities”.
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“The theme is also an invitatithe Holy Father for the occasion
“intends to emphasize how grandparents and the elderly are a
value and a gift both for society and for ecclesial communities”.on
to reconsider and value grandparents and the elderly who are
too often kept on the margins of families, civil and ecclesial
communities. Their experience of life and faith can contribute, in
fact, to building societies that are aware of their roots and capable of dreaming of a future
based on greater solidarity”, continues the statement, adding that “the invitation to listen to the
wisdom of the years is also particularly significant in the context of the synodal journey that the
Church has undertaken.”
Finally, the statement concludes stressing that the Dicastery for Laity, Family and Life “invites
parishes, dioceses, associations and ecclesial communities throughout the world to find ways
to celebrate the Day in their own pastoral context, and for this purpose, it will later make
available some appropriate pastoral tools.”

VIII. Feast of St. James, the Apostle-July 25
St. James, known as the Greater, in order to distinguish him from the
other Apostle St. James, our Lord’s cousin, was St. John’s brother.
With Peter and John he was one of the witnesses of the Transfiguration,
as later he was also of the agony in the garden. He was beheaded in
Jerusalem in 42 or 43 on the orders of Herod Agrippa. St. James the
Greater and his brother John were apparently partners with those other
two brothers, Peter and Andrew, and lived in Bethsaida, on the north
shore of the Sea of Galilee. How and where James first met Jesus, we
do not know; but there is an old legend that makes Salome, his mother,
a sister of Mary, and if this were the case, he would have known Jesus from childhood. His
prominence and his presence in Jerusalem must have been well known, for scarcely a dozen
years after the Resurrection, he became involved in the political maneuverings of the day and
was arrested and executed by King Herod Agrippa. This was followed by the arrest of Peter
also, so his death must have been part of a purge of Christian leaders by Agrippa, who saw
the new Christian movement as a threat to Judaism. James’s death is the only biblical record
we have of the death of one of the Apostles, and he was the first of that chosen band to give
his life for his Master.

IX. Feast of Sts. Joachim and Anne – July 26
Feast Day wishes to all St. Ann’s Congregations/ Convents

It was in the home of Joachim and Ann where the Virgin Mary received
her training to be the Mother of God. Thus, devotion to Ann and
Joachim is an extension of the affection Christians have always
professed toward our Blessed Mother. We, too, owe a debt of
gratitude to our parents for their help in our Christian formation. Our
information about Mary’s parents comes from an apocryphal Christian
writing, the Protoevangelium Jacobi (or Gospel of James), writtenabout the year 170. According
to this story, Joachim was a prominentand respected man who had no children, and he and his

o
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wife, Anne, looked upon this as a punishment from God. In answer to their prayers, Mary

was born and was dedicated to God at a very early age.We know little else about the lives of

Mary’s parents, but considering the person of Mary, they must have been two very remarkable

people to have been given such a daughter and to have played so important a part in the work

of the Redemption. There is a church of St. Anne in Jerusalem and it is believed to be built on

the site of the home of SS. Joachim and Anne, when they lived in Jerusalem.

X. Feast of  St. Alphonsa- July 28

Saint Alphonsa lived a saintly life and was recognized as a saintly

person during her lifetime. Even at a young age she showed a great

zeal for suffering and she used to pray fervently and longed for sacrifice

and fasting as and when possible. She believed that she must endure

all things that tests her will and offer them to the Lord. It is said that in

spite of her painful diseases, she was cheerful to the last. It was her

students who established the cult of Saint Alphonsa. After her death,

they began visiting her tomb and offering prayers. As they continued,

they started receiving favours. Ever since, her tomb has been a centre

of pilgrimage and innumerable miracles. The first officially confirmed miracle was that of, a

disabled child miraculously cured of his ailment and his limbs restored, due to prayers at the

altar of Sister Alphonsa’s shrine.

The miracle was approved in 1985 and the beatification of Sister Alphonsa was proclaimed

by Pope John Paul II, during his visit to India in 1986. There is a two floored structure in front

of the shrine which was originally the Papal podium for the beatification ceremony on 8

Feb.1986. Sister Alphonsa became Saint Alphonsa after she was canonized by Pope Benedict

XVI at a ceremony at St. Peter’s Square, Vatican on 12 October 2008. The Clarist convent

where Sr. Alphonsa lived is located near St. Mary’s Syro-Malabar Catholic Forane Church

in Bharananganam. There is a museum adjacent to the convent chapel where the personal

belongings of the Saint are well preserved. The feast is celebrated on the death anniversary of

the saint which falls on 28th July. It was on this day in 1946 that Alphonsa flew off on the

wings of grace to be in the beatific presence of her Maker.

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XI. Memorial of Saints Martha, Mary and Lazarus– July 29

In the household of Bethany the Lord Jesus experienced
the family spirit and friendship of Martha, Mary and
Lazarus, and for this reason the Gospel of John states
that he loved them. Martha generously offered him
hospitality, Mary listened attentively to his words and
Lazarus promptly emerged from the tomb at the
command of the One who humiliated death. The traditional uncertainty
of the Latin Church about the identity of Mary—the Magdalene to whom Christ appeared
after his resurrection, the sister of Martha, the sinner whose sins the Lord had forgiven—
which resulted in the inclusion of Martha alone on 29 July in the Roman Calendar, has been
resolved in recent studies and times, as attested by the current Roman Martyrology, which
also commemorates Mary and Lazarus on that day. Moreover, in some particular calendars
the three siblings are already celebrated together.
Therefore, the Supreme Pontiff Pope Francis, considering the important evangelical witness
they offered in welcoming the Lord Jesus into their home, in listening to him attentively, in
believing that he is the resurrection and the life, and accepting the proposal of this Dicastery,
has decreed that 29 July be designated in the General Roman Calendar as the Memorial of
Saints Martha, Mary and Lazarus. This feast is celebrated today both in the Ordinary Form
and Extraordinary Form of the Roman Rite.

XII. Feast of Ignatius of Loyola - July 31
Feast Day Wishes to All Jesuits

St. Ignatius Loyola was born in 1491, one of 13 children of a family of minor nobility in
northern Spain. As a young man Ignatius Loyola was inflamed by the ideals of courtly love
and knighthood and dreamed of doing great deeds.But in 1521
Ignatius was gravely wounded in a battle with the French. While
recuperating, Ignatius Loyola experienced a conversion. Read-
ing the lives of Jesus and the saints made Ignatius happy and
aroused desires to do great things. Ignatius realized that these
feelings were clues to God’s direction for him.Over the years,
Ignatius became expert in the art of spiritual direction. He col-
lected his insights, prayers, and suggestions in his book the Spiri-
tual Exercises, one of the most influential books on the spiritual
life ever written. With a small group of friends, Ignatius Loyola
founded the Society of Jesus, or the Jesuits. Ignatius conceived
the Jesuits as “contemplatives in action.” This also describes the many Christians who have
been touched by Ignatian spirituality.

I. Title of the Project:  Poverty Reduction among Poor and Marginalised rural households
with Livelihoods, Ecological farming and N R M in Kodakandla Mandal. 1. Constructed 235
stone gullies in farmer’s agricultural lands in 60 acres of 60 farmers in 8 project villages to
control the soil erosion and increase the soil moisture retention capacity. 2.  8,940 tractor
trips of tank silt from 3  irrigation tanks, 3 project villages was applied in 450  acres of agriculture
land of 225 small and marginal farmers with a desiltation program. 3.    Constructed 3 check
dams in 2 villages on big stream and 95 acres of land of 75 farmers will be benefited with
recharge of ground water and enhanced irrigation from bore wells and wells.

II. Project Title: Sustainable Livelihood Based Food Security program for the Marginalized
Communities of 20 villages of Raikal Mandal of Jagityal district. Two Check dams were
constructed in Katkapur Temple & Chintaloor villages of Raikal and Two -Desiltation program
completed in Odde Lingapur and Vastapur villages of Raikal

III. Sustainable Livelihood and Livelihood Based Food Security program for the Tribal and
Dalit Communities of 16 villages of Tharigoppula Mandal of Jangaon district. 1. 30 Open
wells were deepened up to 5 meters depth and removed split. Each open well was excavated
to a depth of 6 feet and width of 40 cubic meters of area to improve the irrigation sources and
recharge the ground water. Through this activity 30 farmers were benefited and 91 acres of
land is cultivating and water source increased up to 5 feet of water.
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IV. Physically challenged children: We have distributed Aid and Appliances for needy disable
children at different villages of Kothaguda, Gudur, Mahabubabad mandals of Mahabubabad
district on 17.06.2022, We have selected the children need based assessment and 3 wheel
chairs, 3 wheel walker, 1 Hearing Aid and 1 Hand sticks for disable challenged children with
Support of CHAI – V. Guard.

V. Sneha Hastam/ Cancer care campaign Project, we have conducted “Association Meeting
with ANM’s and Asha’s on Awareness of cancer care campaign and Optimal care of Cancer
patients on 07/06/2022 at Ayodya PHC, Gudur Mandal of Mahabubabad District.

VI. Ujjwala Project Phase III, we have conducted “World Environmental Day on 05/06/
2022 at Kommula Vancha village, Gudur Mandal of Mahabubabad District.  On the occasion
of world environment day we have conducted essay writing on “Protection of Environment”
to adolescent girls after that distributed gifts for winners and also has planted 50 plants with
support of villagers in the village.
