3rd Lent in Pandemic

From Ruins in Lent to Heights of Heaven at Easter

As we are aware, Lent is a favourable time to lay a lot of our
burdensome issues at the feet of the Lord and to walk through Lent
alongside Jesus, who is also is walking that journey from his temptations
in the desert through the passion of the Cross to Calvary Hill. Generally
many people connect themselves to the church during Lent because
there’s something that’s weighing heavy on their hearts. In his message
for Lent 2022, Pope Francis invites the faithful to sow seeds of
goodness, so that we might reap a harvest of salvation for ourselves
and others based on St. Paul’s words to Galatians 6: 9-10. Beginning with the image of
sowing and reaping, the Holy Father points out that “Lent invites us to conversion, to a change
in mind-set, so that life’s truth and beauty may be found not so much in possessing as in giving,
not so much in accumulating as in sowing and sharing goodness.”

Third Lent in Pandemic- Got - used to Quarantine

This is the third Lent the Church observes during the COVID-19 pandemic beginning on
March 2, 2022,  when we realize that we are, after all  mud and ashes to be transformed into
gold. This 3rd Lent of the pandemic is unique in which most got used the word ‘Quarantine’
and above all to its beneficial and healing experience. At the beginning of the pandemic in
2020, we were just in ‘helpless survival mode’. It was almost the first Lent and the Covid-
19 fell like a thunderboltup on us. Then the second Lent in 2021 came around and it was like
that we just had Lent for almost a year. We feel now that we have been in Lent all these years,
the whole time.The Pandemic taught us many things which we would not otherwise learn since
we had been accustomed to consumerist way of life by destroying the nature, animate world,
others and ourselves! Now in 2022 many realize the value of the tempos and rhythms of
the liturgical calendar to pause and reflect and search for change of heart and habits.
We need to acknowledge the reopening our minds and senses to the grace that a Lent
provides to our lives. Are we ready to re-embrace Lent 2022 in a fresh way?

Let us connect Fasting with Prayer and Almsgiving

Lent is Bitterly Sweet Season, a journey into honey-nectar Easter. One way to refresh our
Lenten practice this year is to connect how one observes the three traditional pillars of Lent:
fasting, almsgiving and prayer. Let us see if there are creative ways one can fit together what
one senses God calling one’s fast with one’s prayer and one’s giving. Let us look around at the
reality of Jesus suffering in the poorest, sickest, hungriest, etc. and act locally together with
our fasting and prayer. Then, let us focus on global realityand pray and act towards
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 food insecurity around the world. This attitude of local and global is truly Catholic
and it actually provides more meaning to the Lenten fast.The Holy Father too connects Paul’s
words to the Galatians to the traditional Lenten practices of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving.
“Let us not grow tired of praying,” he says, realizing that we need God and others. “Let us not
grow tired of uprooting evil from our lives,” embracing fasting in order “to fortify our spirit for
the battle against sin,” especially through the sacrament of Confession and by fighting against
concupiscence. “Let us not grow tired of doing good in active charity towards our neighbour,”
giving joyfully and generously to others, especially those in most need.

We are a Church, not mere Individuals existing by chance

More people are observing Lent than we realize, someone we didn’t expect, maybe someone
who doesn’t go to Church often. Many choose to abstain from sweets, social media, alcohol,
meat or other luxuries. One of the most dangerous addictions of the times is to the digital
media, which ruins human relationships. Lent is a promising time to resist this temptation and
to cultivate instead a more integral form of human communication made up of ‘authentic
encounters,’ face to face and in person.This year, let us ask the Lord for the gift of boldness to
be a little more free to talk with our friends and our family with about what we’re doing and
ask what they’re doing. There’s something about making it a season that helps us remember
we are a Church, and we’re not just individual Christians walking around just coincidentally at
the same time. We are a body, and this is something that we do together. God set it us so that
we needed each other and so it makes sense that we would need each other for lent too.

Lent is not a Private Affair but to connected  with Others

To approach Lent with a fresh perspective, we need to find moments of silence, quiet in one’s
personal prayer space. It is to gift yourself with moments of silence, pause and reflection.
However, while it’s important to find moments of quiet for reflection, it’s also important to
connect with others. Lent is often about that inner journey; it is often about our personal
commitment but we sometimes go to too far in personal and privatize Lent. Pope Francis says
that each year during Lent “we are reminded that ‘goodness, together with love, justice, and
solidarity, are not achieved once and for all; they have to be realized each day. Parishes are
key in creating community during Lent, and parishes should consider devoting careful attention
to planning thoughtful Lenten programs. Any Lenten program should have a first impression
where someone should feel it’s accessible for community exercises like Stations of the Cross,
Holy Rosary, Fasting Prayer, Lenten campaign against hunger, etc

Let us be Patient with Ourselves

Ultimately,  let us be patient with themselves during Lent. “Do something. You don’t have to
do everything.” While many can begin Lent with great enthusiasm, they can lose steam by 2nd

or 3rd week. To make it through Lent takes a lot of grace on ourselves, grace that God gives
us. Pope concludes by reminding us that “the soil is prepared by fasting, watered by prayer,
and enriched by charity.” He invites us to “believe firmly that if we do not give up, we shall
obtain what was promised, for our salvation and the salvation of others.”

III. LENTEN MESSAGE OF THE HOLY FATHER:

“Let us not grow tired of doing good, for in due time we shall
reap our harvest, if we do not give up. So then, while we have

the opportunity, let us do good to all” (Gal 6:9-10)

Dear Brothers and Sisters,
Lent is a favourable time for personal and community renewal, as it
leads us to the paschal mystery of the death and resurrection of
Jesus Christ. For our Lenten journey in 2022, we will do well
to reflect on Saint Paul’s exhortation to the Galatians: “Let us
not grow tired of doing good, for in due time we shall reap
our harvest, if we do not give up. So then, while we have the opportunity (kairós), let us do
good to all” (Gal 6:9-10).

1. SOWING AND REAPING: In these words, the Apostle evokes the image of sowing
and reaping, so dear to Jesus (cf. Mt 13). Saint Paul speaks to us of a kairós: an opportune
time for sowing goodness in view of a future harvest. What is this “opportune time” for us?
Lent is certainly such an opportune time, but so is our entire existence, of which Lent is in
some way an image. All too often in our lives, greed, pride and the desire to possess, accumulate
and consume have the upper hand, as we see from the story of the foolish man in the Gospel
parable, who thought his life was safe and secure because of the abundant grain and goods he
had stored in his barns (cf. Lk 12:16-21). Lent invites us to conversion, to a change in mindset,
so that life’s truth and beauty may be found not so much in possessing as in giving, not so much
in accumulating as in sowing and sharing goodness. The first to sow is God himself, who with
great generosity “continues to sow abundant seeds of goodness in our human family” (Fratelli
Tutti, 54). During Lent we are called to respond to God’s gift by accepting his word, which is
“living and active” (Heb 4:12).
Regular listening to the word of God makes us open and docile to his working (cf. Jas 1:21)
and bears fruit in our lives. This brings us great joy, yet even more, it summons us to become
God’s co-workers (cf. 1 Cor 3:9). By making good use of the present time (cf. Eph 5:16), we
too can sow seeds of goodness. This call to sow goodness should not be seen as a burden but
a grace, whereby the Creator wishes us to be actively united with his own bountiful goodness.
What about the harvest? Do we not sow seeds in order to reap a harvest? Of course! Saint
Paul points to the close relationship between sowing and reaping when he says: “Anyone who
sows sparsely will reap sparsely as well, and anyone who sows generously will reap generously
as well” (2 Cor 9:6). But what kind of harvest are we talking about? A first fruit of the goodness
we sow appears in ourselves and our daily lives, even in our little acts of kindness.
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2. “LET US NOT GROW TIRED OF DOING GOOD”

Christ’s resurrection enlivens earthly hopes with the “great hope” of eternal life, planting the
seed of salvation in our present time (cf. BENEDICT XVI, Spe Salvi, 3; 7). Bitter
disappointment at shattered dreams, deep concern for the challenges ahead and discouragement
at the poverty of our resources, can make us tempted to seek refuge in self-centeredness and
indifference to the suffering of others. Indeed, even our best resources have their limitations:
“Youths grow tired and weary, the young stumble and fall” (Is 40:30).

Let us not grow tired of praying: Jesus taught us to “pray always without becoming weary”
(Lk 18:1). We need to pray because we need God. Thinking that we need nothing other than
ourselves is a dangerous illusion. If the pandemic has heightened the awareness of our own
personal and social fragility, may this Lent allow us to experience the consolation provided by
faith in God, without whom we cannot stand firm (cf. Is 7:9). No one attains salvation alone,
since we are all in the same boat, amid the storms of history; and certainly no one reaches
salvation without God, for only the paschal mystery of Jesus Christ triumphs over the dark
waters of death.

Let us not grow tired of uprooting evil from our lives: May the corporal fasting to which
Lent calls us fortify our spirit for the battle against sin. Let us not grow tired of asking for
forgiveness in the Sacrament of Penance and Reconciliation, knowing that God never tires of
forgiving. Let us not grow tired of fighting against concupiscence, that weakness which induces
to selfishness and all evil, and finds in the course of history a variety of ways to lure men and
women into sin (cf. Fratelli Tutti, 166Let us not grow tired of doing good in active charity
towards our neighbors. During this Lent, may we practice almsgiving by giving joyfully (cf. 2
Cor 9:7). God who “supplies seed to the sower and bread for food” (2 Cor 9:10) enables
each of us not only to have food to eat, but also to be generous in doing good to others.

3. “IF WE DO NOT GIVE UP, WE SHALL REAP OUR HARVEST IN DUE TIME”

Each year during Lent we are reminded that “goodness, together with love, justice and solidarity,
are not achieved once and for all; they have to be realized each day” (ibid., 11). Let us ask
God to give us the patient perseverance of the farmer (cf. Jas 5:7), and to persevere in doing
good, one step at a time. If we fall, let us stretch out our hand to the Father, who always lifts
us up. If we are lost, if we are misled by the enticements of the evil one, let us not hesitate to
return to God, who “is generous in forgiving” (Is 55:7). In this season of conversion, sustained
by God’s grace and by the communion of the Church, let us not grow tired of doing good. The
soil is prepared by fasting, watered by prayer and enriched by charity. Let us believe firmly
that “if we do not give up, we shall reap our harvest in due time” and that, with the gift of
perseverance, we shall obtain what was promised (cf. Heb 10:36), for our salvation and the
salvation of others (cf. 1 Tim 4:16).

May the Virgin Mary, who bore the Saviour in her womb and “pondered all these things in her
heart” (Lk 2:19), obtain for us the gift of patience. May she accompany us with her maternal
presence, so that this season of conversion may bring forth fruits of eternal salvation.
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IV. Pope Announces March 2, 2022 as Day of Prayer and Fasting for Ukraine

Pope Francis says his heart aches over the situation in Ukraine and announces a “Day of
Fasting for Peace” on Ash Wednesday.

During the General Audience on Wednesday, 23 Feb 2022, Pope Francis made a heartfelt
appeal for peace in Ukraine, saying that the threat of war had caused “great pain in my heart.”

“Despite the diplomatic efforts of the last few weeks,” the Pope said, “increasingly alarming
scenarios are opening up,” with many people all over the world feeling anguish and pain.

“Once again the peace of all is threatened by partisan interests,” he stressed. Pope Francis
appealed to those “with political responsibility to examine their consciences seriously before
God, who is the God of peace and not of war, who is the Father of all, not just of some, who
wants us to be brothers and not enemies.”He also prayed that “all the parties involved refrain
from any action that would cause even more suffering to the people, destabilizing coexistence
between nations and bringing international law into disrepute.”
Prayer and fasting for peace
Speaking at the end of the General Audience, Pope Francis invited everyone to make 2
March, Ash Wednesday, a Day of Fasting for Peace.
“I encourage believers in a special way to dedicate themselves intensely to prayer and fasting
on that day. May the Queen of Peace preserve the world from the madness of war,” he said.

V. Lent: Time for Change (March 2)
Few times in the Christian year call us to reflect on
transformational change like Lent leading toward Eas-
ter. Springtime is lush with rebirth, new beginnings, and
new growth. Too often, however, we want to race to
the Easter Resurrection without fully embracing the
Lenten process that leads there. Lent reflects the forty
days that Jesus wandered in the wilderness — tempted
by Satan — in readiness for a ministry destined to end
in tragedy. Few of us can relate to the level of sacrifice
and commitment that Jesus displayed in his forty days,
yet Lent provides us with an opportunity to deepen our spirituality by engaging in regular
discipline from Ash Wednesday through Easter Sunday. The wilderness — the desert days of
Lent — is the true path toward spiritual transformation. There is a compelling metaphor that
helps us embrace the wilderness and prevents us from racing to Easter. It is the metaphor of
the seed. Jesus began his teaching ministry with the parable of the sower (Matthew 13) and
referred to seeds and trees, fruit and branches, throughout his ministry. To see the metaphor
of Christian growth and spiritual development contained in a seed is to learn valuable lessons
about change and transformation. Receive these six lessons from the seed as six weekly
devotionals for this Lenten season. Incorporate them into your daily meditations so that they
might grow to full bloom in your heart.
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Three Timeless Practices of Lent: Praying, Fasting. Almsgiving
a) Fasting: Fast from watching television one night each week so that you can spend time on
a Lenten practice, such as praying, reading the Bible and serving others. Fast from one movie
during Lent and give the money and the time in service to others. Fast from using foul language
and put-downs and start affirming the good in other people. Fast from buying new things like
clothes, music, magazines, or jewelry and make a donation… Fast from spending money on
entertainment and make a donation of time or money that serves others. Fast from holding
resentments and start practicing forgiveness. Fast from gossiping or being dishonest and start
the practice of always being truthful and honest. Fast from a favorite snack food or drink and
set aside the money you would have spent to donate to a special charity. Fast from being
angry or upset with people who have hurt or offended you, and pray for the courage to
forgive them. Fast from feeling guilty and angry at yourself for things you have done wrong,
instead remember God’s great love for you.
b) Praying: Pray for a forgiving heart and ask the people you have hurt to forgive you.
Participate in Ash Wednesday services with your family. Participate in the Stations of the
Cross during Lent. Participate in the Sacrament of Reconciliation during Lent. Rent the video,
The Prince of Egypt. Watch the video and read the story of Moses from the Book of Exodus,
chapters 2-15. Try to read one chapter each day. Be sure to read the story of the Passover in
chapters 12 through 13:22. List three blessings you have been given. Say a prayer to God,
giving thanks for the blessings in your life. Pray for the children and families who are homeless,
and think about ways you and your family might help them.
c) Serving/Almsgiving: Show an act of kindness to each family member today. Show an act
of kindness to a friend and to someone who is difficult to like. Together with your family,
spend time serving others during Lent. Work at a soup kitchen or homeless shelter. Visit
elderly people who are in nursing homes or are shut-ins. Bring food or clothing to the parish or
community food pantry, food bank, or homeless shelter. Do someone else’s chores one day
this week. Donate a new item of children’s clothing to the local homeless shelter or clothing
center. Go through your closet and find some clothes in good shape to give away to other
children who are in need of clothes. Write a letter or create a card for someone who is sick or
might be lonely. Buy a can of food to give to a food bank or homeless shelter. Talk with your
family about eating one simple meal each week of Lent and putting the money you save in the
Operation Rice Bowl box or giving the money to a soup kitchen or homeless shelter.

(IWD) is one of the most important days of the year to:

•  celebrate women’s achievements
•  raise awareness about women’s equality
•  lobby for accelerated gender parity
•  fundraise for female-focused charities

What’s the theme for International Women’s Day?

The campaign theme for International Women’s Day 2022 is “Gender equality today for a
sustainable tomorrow”

It is our duty to
acknowledge their services even in their illness and difficulties, as they never forget to feed the
family. They are the presence of guardian angels.

According to UN, the theme for 2022 international women’s day is “Gender equality today
for a sustainable tomorrow”; so acknowledging and celebrating the contribution of women
and girls around the world, who are leading to bring changes in the science and society as well
for women to lead a life of dignity, we need to take note of that enormous contribution which
is remarkable and must be appreciated.

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VIII. Solemnity of St. Joseph: Spouse of the Blessed Virgin Mary (March 19)

St. Joseph was an ordinary manual laborer although descended from
the royal house of David. In the designs of Providence he was destined
to become the spouse of the Mother of God. His high privilege is
expressed in a single phrase, “Foster-father of Jesus.” About him
Sacred Scripture has little more to say than that he was a just man-an
expression which indicates how faithfully he fulfilled his high trust of
protecting and guarding God’s greatest treasures upon earth, Jesus
and Mary.

The darkest hours of his life may well have been those when he first
learned of Mary’s pregnancy; but precisely in this time of trial Joseph
showed himself great. His suffering, which likewise formed a part of
the work of the redemption, was not without great providential import: Joseph was to be, for
all times, the trustworthy witness of the Messiah’s virgin birth. After this, he modestly retires
into the background of holy Scripture. Of St. Joseph’s death the Bible tells us nothing. There
are indications, however, that he died before the beginning of Christ’s public life. His was the
most beautiful death that one could have, in the arms of Jesus and Mary. Humbly and unknown,
he passed his years at Nazareth, silent and almost forgotten he remained in the background
through centuries of Church history.

IX. The Feast of the Annunciation (March 25)
“The Feast of the Annunciation is one of the most important in the Church calendar. First, it
celebrates the actual Incarnation of Our Savior — the Word made flesh in the womb of His
mother, Mary. Second, it is a principal Marian feast. Two other feasts honoring Our Lord’s
mother, the Assumption (August 15), and the
Immaculate Conception (December 8), are celebrated
as Holy Days of Obligation in the United States. The
biblical account of the Annunciation is in the first chapter
of the Gospel of St. Luke, which describes the news
given to Mary that she was to become the mother of
the Incarnation of God, records the “angelic salutation”
of Gabriel to Mary, ‘Hail, thou who art highly favored.
The Lord is with thee.” This is the origin of the repeated
“Hail Mary” prayer of the Rosary); and Mary’s response to God’s will, “Let it be done to me
according to thy word.” Her exultant hymn, the Magnificent, found in Luke 1:46-55, has been
part of the Church’s liturgy of the hours, at Vespers (evening prayer), and has been repeated
nightly in churches, convents and monasteries for many centuries. The significance of this
Christian feast on Western culture is made clear from the fact that New Years Day used to be
celebrated on March 25. This was the case in England until as late as 1752. Another remnant
of the historic universality of Christianity in the world is the universal use of BC (before Christ)
and AD (Anno Domini — The Year of Our Lord) to denote periods of time in history. Although
there has been an attempt in some circles to change ‘BC’ to ‘BCE’ (before the common era),
AD to CE (common era), and although it is true that the religious significance of our system of
dating has been effectively obliterated, nevertheless, Christians and non-Christians alike consent
to the birth of Christ as the “fulcrum” of the dating the events of human history.
