To cite another analogy
isadmiring the height of the flying of a kite in the sky, without realizing the thread that supports
it and even the one who flies the kite!

My First Love

The unforeseen appointment of me, the Shepherd of the Historic Diocese of Warangal, as the
Apostolic Administrator of the Diocese of Khammam was a big surprise, as God always
surprises us even in our struggles and sorrows! I, who worked in Khammam, and it my Home
around 40 years ago, and was sent by God to different places even in the Regional and
national-level Church brought me back to the diocese of Khammam, my long-long cherished
dream of giving some service to its love and affection in the first years of my priestly ministry,
At this juncture on August 27, 2022, many thoughts collided in my mind without any order.
The reel of memory overtook my intellect recalling my 7 years of first love! That is the reason
of these few reflections of God’s mysterious driving of the world and especially the ship of the
Catholic Church, many times bewildering us the way drives!

Origins and Formation of Diocese of Warangal

The Hyderabad- Vijayawada Railway line work had brought a good number of Catholic
employees to the Railway junctions and stations like Kazipet, Dornakal and Khammam. The
Baptism register kept at Kazipet reveals the presence of Catholic community there since
1887. It was a mixed community of Anglo-Indians, Telugus and Tamils, settled at the Kazipet
Railway Junction. Between 1890 and 1930 a good number of Catholic families migrated from
Guntur and other parts of Coastal Andhra to Telangana in search of cultivable land for their
livelihood. They got settled wherever they found fertile black soil to cultivate commercial
crops like chilli and cotton. Like crossing the Red Sea by the people Israel, they crossed the
white River of Krishna and travelled through the deserted land beginning from Mattampally,
searching for signs God-ordained place of palmtrees flowing out toddy like milk and honey
for the Israelites! The early Missionaries helped these migrant traditional Catholic communities
in their settlements and took care of their spiritual needs. Some of these Catholic villages were
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erected into Parishes in course of time and were taken care of by PIME Missionaries. The
Diocese of Warangal was bifurcated from the Ecclesiastical territory of Hyderabad as a separate
diocese, comprising the districts of Warangal, Khammam, Karimnagar, and Nalgonda by
Pope Pious the X11 on 22 December 1952. Most Rev. Alphonsus Beretta PIME was the first
Bishop of Warangal. On 8 January 1953, under the dynamic leadership and great vision of
Bishop A. Beretta, the Catholic Church in Khammam penetrated into interior places. This
Mother Diocese of Warangal gave birth to second Daughter, first being Nalgonda Diocese
Khammam Diocese in 1988.

Origins and Formation of Diocese of Khammam

There were already some established parishes in this area even before the formation of the
Diocese of Warangal like Kazipet (1887), Byyaram (1901),Bhimaram (1905), Mattampally
(1908), Narimetta-Kanchanapalli (1910), and more. While taking care of the existing Catholics,
being true to their missionary charism, the PIME Fathers engaged themselves in spreading the
faith to others of the area and gradually won thousands of people for Christ. The growth of
Mission centres and the number of the faithful largely increased. The diocese of Khammam
was bifurcated from the ecclesiastical jurisdiction of Warangal diocese on 11 February 1988.
It comprises the entire civil district of Khammam. Most. Rev. Joseph Rajappa, Marampudi
Joji and Bishop Maipan Paul were appointed as the successive Bishops of Khammam diocese.
The Christian faith in this area has a century-old history.

Silver Era of Maipan Paul

On 30 May 1997, Fr. Maipan Paul of Visakhapatnam diocese was appointed as the third
Bishop of Khammam. Continuing the Catholic traditions of his predecessors, he with his
priests and Religious Evangelized and baptized many villages, established many parishes and
set up many schools, dispensaries, boardings and launched other socio-economic developmental
schemes. He invited several religious congregations to work in the rural belt of Khammam.
With 165,000 Catholic Faithful, It has 79 parishes with 76 diocesan priests and around 50
Religious priests cum 350 Women religious besides men Religious. THE Catholic Population
of Khammam is reached 5% of the total population of the Khammam Revenue district, 3
times more than the national percentage! Glory to God!!

My Dream is no more Dream at All!

Having served 25 Silver years of Episcopal ministry, Bishop Maipan was relieved of his
awaited retirement by the Holy Father and appointed me as the Apostolic Administrator of
the diocese of Khammam. In fact, the diocese was awaiting a new Bishop but God and the
Church thought otherwise, Therefore, it is a historic moment for the Faithful and the Clergy
cum Consecrated of the diocese of Khammam. God is in the driver’s seat and therefore, my
self and all the Clergy are his stewards to faithfully carry the ministry entrusted with. We are
‘clay pots’ with eternal and divine living waters of Amrutham in us. We place mine and the
gratitude of the Church in Khammam on record the invaluable services of Bishop Maipan
Paul for 25 Silver Years and we hope God will send a New Bishop at the earliest. My task is
like that of John the Baptist to prepare the way for the full-pledged Shepherd. Thus let us see
or rather look into the mystery of God through the History of Warangal and Khammam, as
Mother and Daughter, in sending me to the house of the Daughter, who has family problems!

Pope Francis releases his message for the 108th World Day of Migrants and Refugees,
slated for 25 September, and says humanity must build our future

with the help of people who have left their homes insearchofa .~
better life. “Building the future with migrants and refugees means
recognizing and valuing how much each of them can contribute

to the process of construction.” The Pope focused his message

on the meaning of humanity’s “journey” in search of our true,

heavenly homeland. The Kingdom of God, he said, is already

present in those who have accepted salvation in Jesus Christ.

As we journey toward the fulfillment of God’s Kingdom,

every person must endeavor to undertake a personal

conversion, so as to transform our world and help it

“correspond ever more fully to the divine plan.”

God’s plan for peaceful world

Pope Francis lamented ongoing tragedies of human history, which remind us how far we have
yet to go along the path toward the dwelling place of God with humanity. “In the light of what
we have learned in the tribulations of recent times, we are called to renew our commitment to
building a future that conforms ever more fully to God’s plan of a world in which everyone can
live in peace and dignity.” The Pope said we can advance along that journey by seeking the
“righteousness of the Kingdom” and accepting the “Gospel of love” in Christ’s salvation.

Excluding inequality

Concretely, said Pope Francis, all inequality and discrimination must be cast aside fromsociety,
and “no one must be excluded.” “God’s plan is essentially inclusive and gives priority to those
living on the existential peripheries. Among them are many migrants and refugees, displaced
persons, and victims of trafficking.” The Pope added that Christians must build the Kingdom
of God “with” those displaced from their homes” “The inclusion of the most vulnerable is the
necessary condition for full citizenship in God’s Kingdom,” he said.

Willing laborers in building society
The Pope went on to say that building the future with migrants and refugees involves recognizing
their value and potential in their new countries of residence. As the prophet Isaiah foresaw in

a vision, foreigners should not be considered “invaders or destroyers”, but rather as “willing
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laborers” to better society. Pope Francis offered the example of history to show that migrants
and refugees offer a valuable source of social and economic growth to their adopted nations.
“Their work, their youth, their enthusiasm and their willingness to sacrifice enrich the
communities that receive them. Yet this contribution could be all the greater were it optimized
and supported by carefully developed programs and initiatives. Enormous potential exists,
ready to be harnessed, if only it is given a chance.”

Contributing to spiritual renewal

While presenting an immense challenge, migrants can also help societies understand the world
better and contribute to spiritual growth, said the Pope. Catholic migrants, he added, “can
energize the ecclesial life of the communities that welcome them.” “Sharing different expressions
of faith and devotions offers us a privileged opportunity for experiencing more fully the
catholicity of the People of God,” he said.

Prayer and invitation

Pope Francis wrapped up his message with an invitation for everyone to welcome their brothers
and sisters from abroad. He also offered a special prayer to mark the World Day of Migrants
and Refugees.

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[ V. FEAST OF ST. THERESA OF CALCUTTA(SEPTEMBER 5) ]
FESTIVE GREETINGS TOST. MOTHER TERESANUNS

On August 26, 1910, Mother Teresa was born Agnes Gonxha
Bojaxhiu in Skopje, Macedonia. As a young girl she was very
involved in parish activities, and her mother told her many stories
of missionaries, who inspired her greatly. In 1928, at age 18, Agnes
joined the missionary order of the Sisters of Loreto in Dublin,
Ireland. There she was given the name Sister Mary Teresa. As a
young Sister in 1929 she traveled to Calcutta (today known as
Kolkata), India, to teach at a school for girls. She continued to
teach at various schools in India for 20 years. During that time,
she was deeply moved by the number of sick and dying people on the streets. On September
10, 1946, while traveling by train to Darjeeling, Sister Mary Teresa experienced a “call within
a call.” She felt called to be God’s love in action: to serve the sick and dying, the hungry and
homeless.

She received permission to leave the Loreto convent. Then she sought medical training and
became determined to serve the poorest of the poor. Eventually, she was joined by other
women. Some of these women were her former students, and they helped her serve the poor.
In 1950 she established an order of religious women called the Missionaries of Charity.

Over time the Missionaries of Charity have built centers throughout the world. In 1979 Mother
Teresa, as she was known by then, received the Nobel Peace Prize. She captivated the world
as few other people have. Her simple message was: “We are put on earth to do something
beautiful for God.” Mother Teresa’s spiritual vitality can be described with these words. “Don’t
search for God in faraway lands. He is not there. He is close to you. He is with you. Just keep
that lamp burning, and you will always see him.

(VI |. Feast of Nativity of Blessed Virgin Mary: Girl Child Day (September 8))

The Church has celebrated Mary’s birth since at least the sixth
century. A September birth was chosen because the Eastern
Church begins its Church year with September. The September 8
date helped determine the date for the feast of the Immaculate
Conception on December 8. Scripture does not give an account |
of Mary’s birth. However, the apocryphal Protoevangelium of |
James fills in the gap. This work has no historical value, but it Ve
does reflect the development of Christian piety. According to this :
account, Anna and Joachim are infertile but pray for a child. They
receive the promise of a child who will advance God’s plan of salvation for the world. Such a
story, like many biblical counterparts, stresses the special presence of God in Mary’s life from
the beginning. Saint Augustine connects Mary’s birth with Jesus’ saving work. He tells the
earth to rejoice and shine forth in the light of her birth. “She is the flower of the field from
whom bloomed the precious lily of the valley. Through her birth the nature inherited from our
first parents is changed.” The opening prayer at Mass speaks of the birth of Mary’s Son as the
dawn of our salvation, and asks for an increase of peace.

Reflection: We can see every human birth as a call for new hope in the world. The love of two
human beings has joined with God in his creative work. The loving parents have shown hope
inaworld filled with travail. The new child has the potential to be a channel of God’s love and
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peace to the world. This isall true in a magnificent way in Mary. If Jesus is the perfect expression
of God’s love, Mary is the foreshadowing of that love. If Jesus has brought the fullness of
salvation, Mary is its dawning. Birthday celebrations bring happiness to the celebrant as well
as to family and friends. Next to the birth of Jesus, Mary’s birth offers the greatest possible
happiness to the world. Each time we celebrate her birth, we can confidently hope for an
increase of peace in our hearts and in the world at large.

G/I Il. OUR LADY OF GOOD HEALTH - (SEPTEMBER 8))

There are three major events associated with Our Lady of Good of
Health in Vailankanni. The Virgin Mary is said by tradition to have
appeared to a shepherded boy named Tamil Krishnannesti
Sankaranaranayam who offered her child milk. She is subsequently
said to have appeared to and healed a crippled boy selling buttermilk.
A group of Portuguese sailors attribute being saved from a violent
storm to her intercession. They constructed a larger chapel at their
landing spot in Vailankanni. Around the end of the 16th century, a
poor widow and her lame son lived in Vailankanni.

Every day the lame boy used to sit under a banyan tree at a place called ‘Nadu Thittu’ (central
mound) and sell buttermilk to the thirsty wayfarers. One day, a very bright light appeared in
front of him and from amidst the light, a Lady of peerless grace with a divine Child inher arms,
asked the boy for a cup of butter-milk. Then she directed him to go and inform a catholic
gentleman at Nagapattinam to put up a Chapel in her name on the spot of her apparition. The
boy realized that his legs had become normal upon the word from the Lady. With great joy, he
ran to Nagapattinamto carry out the errand. Having been already directed in a vision by Our
Lady, the Catholic gentleman, with the support of the people, built a Chapel at “Nadu Thittu’
where now stands the present Shrine Basilica. The Lady was called, ‘Our Lady of Good
Health’.

[ IX. FEAST OF EXALTATION OF THE HOLY CROSS (SEPTEMBER 14)]

Early in the fourth century, Saint Helena, mother of the Roman Emperor Constantine, went to
Jerusalem insearch of the holy places of Christ’s life. She razed the second-century Temple of
Aphrodite, which tradition held was built over the Savior’s tomb, and her son built the Basilica
of the Holy Sepulcher on that spot. During the excavation, workers found three crosses.
Legend has it that the one on which Jesus died was identified when its touch healed a dying
woman. The cross immediately became an object of veneration. At a Good Friday celebration

in Jerusalem toward the end of the fourth century, according to an eyewitness, the wood was
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taken out of its silver container and placed on a table together
with the inscription Pilate ordered placed above Jesus’ head: Then
“all the people pass through one by one; all of them bow down,
touching the cross and the inscription, first with their foreheads,
then with their eyes; and, after kissing the cross, they move on.”
According to the story, the emperor intended to carry the cross
back into Jerusalem himself, but was unable to move forward
until he took off his imperial garb and became a barefoot pilgrim.

The cross is today the universal image of Christian belief. Countless generations of artists have
turned it into a thing of beauty to be carried in procession or worn as jewelry. To the eyes of
the first Christians, it had no beauty. It stood outside too many city walls, decorated only with
decaying corpses, as a threat to anyone who defied Rome’s authority—including Christians
who refused sacrifice to Roman gods. Although believers spoke of the cross as the instrument
of salvation, it seldom appeared in Christian art unless disguised as an anchor or the Chi-Rho
until after Constantine’s edict of toleration.

( X.FEAST OF OUR LADY OF SORROWS (SEPTEMBER 15))

The feast of Our Lady of Sorrows commemorates the seven great
sorrows which Mary lived in relation to Her Son, as they are
recorded in the Gospels or through Tradition. Today we are invited
to reflect on Mary’s deep suffering:1. At the prophecy of Simeon:
“You yourself shall be pierced with a sword - so that the thoughts
of many hearts may be laid bare.” (Luke 2:35). 2. At the flight into
Egypt; “Get up, take the child and his mother, and flee to Egypt.”
(Mt 2:13). 3. Having lost the Holy Child at Jerusalem; “You see
that your father and I have been searching for you in sorrow.”
(Luke 2:48). 4. Meeting Jesus on his way to Calvary; 5. Standing at the foot of the Cross;
“Near the cross of Jesus there stood His mother.” (John 19:25). 6. Jesus being taken from the
Cross; 7. At the burial of Christ. Prior to the Second Vatican Council, there were two feasts
devoted to the sorrows of Mary. The first feast was instituted in Cologne in 1413 as expiation
for the sins of the iconoclast Hussites. The second is attributed to the Servite order whose
principal devotion are the Seven Sorrows. It was instituted in 1668, though the devotion had
been in existence since 1239 - five years after the founding of the order.
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[XI. FEAST OF ST. MATHEW, APOSTLE AND EVANGELIST (SEPTEMBER 215

St. Matthew, also called St. Matthew the Evangelist, St. Matthew the Apostle =
or Levi, (flourished 1st century CE, Palestine; Western feast day September| ¢
21, Eastern feast day November 16), one of the Twelve Apostles of Jesus
Christ and the traditional author of the first Synoptic Gospel (the Gospel
According to Matthew). According to Matthew 9:9 and Mark 2:14, Matthew
was sitting by the customs house in Capernaum, when Jesus called him into
his company. Assuming that the identification of Matthew with Leviis correct,
Matthew (probably meaning “Yahweh’s Gift””) would appear to be the
Christian name of Levi (called by Mark “Levi the son of Alphaeus”), who had been employed
asatax collector in the service of Herod Antipas, tetrarch of Galilee. Because Levi’s occupation
was one that earned distrust and contempt everywhere, the scribes of the Pharisees criticized
Jesus on seeing him eat with tax collectors and sinners, whereupon Jesus answered, “I came
not to call the righteous, but sinners” (Mark 2:15-17). According to Luke 5:29, the
aforementioned dinner was given by Levi in his house after his call. The Gospel According to
Matthew was certainly written for a Jewish-Christian church in a strongly Jewish environment,
but that this Matthew is definitely the Synoptic author is seriously doubted. Tradition notes his
ministry in Judaea, after which he supposedly missioned to the East, suggesting Ethiopia and
Persia. Legend differs as to the scene of his missions and as to whether he died a natural death
or amartyr’s. Matthew’s relics were reputedly discovered in Salerno (Italy) in 1080. His
symbol is an angel, and he is a patron saint of tax collectors and accountants.

[ XIl. FEAST OF THEARCHANGELS (SEPTEMBER 29)}

The liturgy celebrates the feast of these three archangels who are venerated in the tradition of
the Church. Michael (Who is like God?) was the archangel who fought against Satanand all

Gabriel (Strength of God) announced to

. full of grace,” is one of the most familiar
5 Pl CEAEIESEET and frequent prayers of the Christian
people Raphael (I\/Iedlcme of God) IS the archangel who took care of Tobias on his journey.
Angels are pure, created spirits. The name angel means servant or messenger of God. Angels
are celestial or heavenly beings, on a higher order than human beings. Angels have no bodies
and do not depend on matter for their existence or activity. They are distinct from saints,
which men can become. Angels have intellect and will, and are immortal. They are a vast
multitude, but each is an individual person. Archangels are one of the nine choirs of angels
listed inthe Bible. In ascending order, the choirs or classes are 1) Angels, 2) Archangels, 3)
Principalities, 4) Powers, 5) Virtues, 6) Dominations, 7) Thrones, 8) Cherubim, and
9) Seraphim.
