God of New Things makes all things NEW

The same directive the prophet Isaiah gave to Israel in captivity in Babylon is apt for us all in
captivity of Covid19 with its variants: “Forget the former things; do not dwell onthe past. See,
I am doing a new thing! Now it springs up; do you not perceive it? | am making away in the
desert and streams in the wasteland.” (Is43: 18-19). In view of unrest of war, political scams,
religious fundamentalism economic uncertainties, and partisan tensions, increasing injustice
and corruption inand around us, we are tempted to “play God” and depend on ourselves.
Like Israel under captivity, we are prone to either fight our own battles or resign to our own
fate. But God tells us otherwise. He isa God of new things. He wants to make all things new
—for us! He wants to realign our hearts with His. God is calling us, through this Scripture, to
look to Him, not at our circumstances, and to focus on our freedom in Christ, not on our
perceived “slavery” to world events. God wants us to:

Stop Looking at our Rear View Mirror

recollect past events to collect its wisdom, we don’t stay there. Don’t expect past victories to
sustain us. The past is a great place to learn from but it’s a terrible place to live in.

Let us learn from them but let them go! (Rf Ps 32:5). If we live in the past, we will never
embrace the future God has in store for us. In 2 Cor 5:17, He tells us “Therefore, if anyone
is in Christ, he is a new creation. The old has passed away; behold, the new has come.” This
is the heart of the Gospel! Our past failures, brokenness and pain no longer define us, condemn
us or rule over us. We are a completely new creation and we have a new Spirit living in us!

Start Looking Forward

Pressing on toward the Goal

St. Paul’s words are powerful reminder of Christian goal: “I don’t mean to say that | have
already achieved these things or that | have already reached perfection. But | press on to
possess that perfection for which Christ Jesus first possessed me. No, dear brothers and
sisters, | have not achieved it, but | focus on this one thing: Forgetting the past and looking
forward to what lies ahead, | press on to reach the end of the race and receive the heavenly
prize for which God, through Christ Jesus, is calling us” Phil 3: 12-14).

Aswe get older in our lives, we get more and more see our way as the right. This comes from
amentality that would say we have learned all there is to learn or have achieved all there is to
achieve. We stop making goals for ourselves and we stop challenging ourselves with new
ideas and adventures. The Apostle Paul recognized this tendency and reminded himself that
he had not achieved the greatest goal that it is for a Christian to achieve. Inthe Christian life,
the greatest goal is to know Jesus as intimately as He knows us.

I11. Message of the Holy Father for World Day of Peace:
“There is light even in our darkest hour”

Pope Francis releases his message for the World Day of Peace to be
celebrated on 1 January 2023, and recalls that all crises are
interconnected and that we must not forget any of them, but work for

the good of humanity. “No one can be saved alone. Combating Covid-

19 together, embarking together on paths of peace.” With this as its o
title, Pope Francis has presented his message for the 56th World

Day of Peace, held annually on 1 January.

Remain steadfast

The Holy Father’s message, released on Friday, opens with a quotation fromthe First Letter
of Saint Paul to the Thessalonians (5:1-2). “Now concerning the times and the seasons, brothers
and sisters, you do not need to have anything written to you. For you yourselves know very
well that the day of the Lord will come like a thief in the night.”

Thus, the Pope recalls that the Apostle Paul encouraged the Thessalonian community to remain
steadfast. Likewise he says, “when tragic events seem to overwhelm our lives, we are called
to keep our hearts open to hope and to trust in God, who makes himself present, accompanies
us with tenderness, sustains us in our weariness and, above all, guides our path.”

Darkness of the Covid-19 pandemic

There is light even in the darkest hour, says Pope Francis, before going on to use the Covid-
19 pandemic as an example: “The pandemic seems to have upset even the most peaceful
parts of our world, and exposed any number of forms of fragility.” Three years later, he
stresses, “the time is right to question, learn, grow and allow ourselves to be transformed as
individuals and as communities” reminding us, as he has done before, that “we never emerge
the same from times of crisis: we emerge either better or worse.”

This experience has made us all the more aware of the need for everyone, including peoples
and nations, to restore the word “together” to a central place in our lexicon. Only the peace
that comes from a fraternal and disinterested love can help us overcome personal, societal
and global crises. “Our greatest and yet most fragile treasure is our shared humanity as brothers
and sisters, children of God. None of us can be saved alone.”
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Man-made wars

Pope Francis goes on to stress that this is not the post-Covid era we had hoped for or
expected. “At the very moment when we dared to hope that the darkest hours of the Covid-
19 pandemic were over, a terrible new disaster befell humanity,” he said, noting that the world
witnessed the onslaught of another scourge: another war, “driven by culpable human decisions.”

Pope Francis notes that the war in Ukraine is “reaping innocent victims and spreading insecurity,
not only among those directly affected, but in a widespread and indiscriminate way for everyone,
also for those who, even thousands of kilometres away, suffer its collateral effects — we need
but think of grain shortages and fuel prices.”

“This war,” he says, “together with all the other conflicts around the globe, represents a setback
for the whole of humanity and not merely for the parties directly involved. While a vaccine has
been found for Covid-19, suitable solutions have not yet been found for the war.” “Certainly,
the virus of war is more difficult to overcome than the viruses that compromise our bodies,
because it comes, not from outside of us, but fromwithin the human heart corrupted by sin.”

No one can be saved alone

“What then is being asked of us?” the Pope asks, in light of all these difficult times: “First of all,
to let our hearts be changed by our experience of the crisis.” In fact, he explains: “we can no
longer think exclusively of carving out space for our personal or national interests, instead we
must think in terms of the common good. We cannot, however, ignore one fundamental fact,
he continues: “Many moral, social, political and economic crises we are experiencing are all
interconnected, and what we see as isolated problems are actually causes and effects of one
another.”

And he calls on all those in positions of responsibility and on all men and women of goodwill
“to revisit the issue of ensuring public health for all”’; to “promote actions that enhance peace
and put an end to the conflicts and wars that continue to spawn poverty and death”; “to join
in caring for our common home and in implementing clear and effective measures to combat
climate change”; “to battle the virus of inequality and to ensure food and dignified labour for
all, supporting those who lack even a minimum wage and find themselves in great difficulty.”

May we make this a good year for all

Finally, Pope Francis asks that in the coming New Year that “we journey together, valuing the
lessons that history has to teach us.” “To all men and women of goodwill, | express my
prayerful trust that, as artisans of peace, they may work, day by day, to make this a good
year!”

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[IV. Christian Unity Octave Prayers: January 18-25]
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(V. Solemnity of Mary Mother of God (Jan 1) )

We celebrate the liturgical feast of the Blessed Virgin Mary
on January 1st, which is the Octave of Christmas. Only
Christmas and Easter enjoy the privilege of an octave, which
is an eight day extension of the feast. The honoring of Mary
as the Mother of God can be traced back to the Council of
Ephesus in431. By the 7th century, January 1st was observed
as a celebration of the Maternity of the Blessed Virgin Mary.
In the 13" century, the Feast of the Circumcision of Christ
had come to replace the feast honoring Mary; however in
1751, after a push in Portugal for an official feast day
celebrating Mary’s divine maternity, Pope Benedict XIV
allowed Portugal’s churches to devote a feast to Mary on the
first Sunday in May. Eventually, the feast extended to other
countries, and in 1914 began to be observed on October 11.
In 1931, Pope Pius XI extended the feast to the entire church, and in 1974, Pope Paul V1
removed the feast of the Circumcision of Christ from the liturgical calendar and replaced it
with the feast of the “Solemnity of Mary, Mother of God”, bringing Mary’s feast day back to
the first day of the year.

The feast is a celebration of Mary’s motherhood of Jesus. The title “Mother of God” is a
western derivation fromthe Greek Theotokos, which means “God-bearer.” On this day, we
are reminded of the role that the Blessed Virgin played in the plan of our salvation. Through
the Holy Spirit, God the Father prepared Mary to be the dwelling place where His Son and
His Spirit could dwell among men. Christ’s birth was made possible by Mary’s fiat, or
sanctioning of God’s plan with her words, “Be it done to me according to thy word.” Calling
Mary “Mother of God” is the highest honor we can give to her. Just as Christmas honors
Jesus as the “Prince of Peace”, the Solemnity of Mary, Mother of God honors Mary as the
“Queen of Peace.” New Year’s Day is also designated as the “World Day of Peace”, further
acknowledging the role of Mary in our hearts and in our world.

( VI. Solemnity of Epiphany of the Lord (Jan 8))

Today the Church celebrates the Solemnity of the Epiphany
of the Lord. “The Lord and ruler is coming; kingship is his,
and government and power.” With these words, the Church
proclaims that today’s feast brings to a perfect fulfillment all !

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between January 2 and January 8. The young Messiah is revealed as the light of the nations.
Yet, as the antiphon for the Magnificat at Second Vespers reminds us, three mysteries are
encompassed in this solemnity: the adoration of the Christ Child by the Magi, the Baptism of
Christ and the wedding feast at Cana. Extra candles and/or lamps may be placed around the
sanctuary and in other parts of the church to honor Christ revealed as the Light of the Gentiles
(Ceremonial of Bishops). It is customary to replace the images of the shepherds at the crib
with the three Magi and their gifts.

(VI I. Baptism of the Lord (Jan 9)]

feast is called Theophany because at the baptism of

Christ in the River Jordan God appeared in three persons. The baptism of John was a sort of
sacramental preparatory for the Baptism of Christ. It moved men to sentiments of repentance
and induced them to confess their sins. Christ did not need the baptism of John. Although He
appeared in the “substance of our flesh” and was recognized “outwardly like unto ourselves”,
He was absolutely sinless and impeccable. He conferred upon the water the power of the true
Baptismwhich would remove all the sins of the world: “Behold the Lamb of God, behold Him
Who takes away the sin of the world.”

Many of the incidents which accompanied Christ’s baptism are symbolical of what happened
at our Baptism. At Christ’s baptism the Holy Spirit descended upon Him; at our Baptism the
Trinity took its abode in our soul. At His baptism Christ was proclaimed the “Beloved Son” of
the Father; at our Baptism we become the adopted sons of God. At Christ’s baptism the
heavens were opened; at our Baptism heaven was opened to us. At His baptism Jesus prayed;
after our Baptism we must pray to avoid actual sin.

[ VIII. Feast of Conversion of St. Paul (Jan 25) )

Saint Paul’s entire life can be explained in terms of one experience his meeting with Jesus on
the road to Damascus. In an instant, he saw that all the zeal of his dynamic personality was
being wasted, like the strength of a boxer swinging wildly. Perhaps he had never seen Jesus,
who was only a few years older. But he had acquired a zealot’s hatred of all Jesus stood for,
as he began to harass the Church: “...entering house after house and dragging out men and
women, he handed them over for imprisonment” (Acts 8:3b). Now he himself was “entered,”
possessed, all his energy harnessed to one goal being a slave of Christ in the ministry of
reconciliation, an instrument to help others experience the one Savior.
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One sentence determined his theology: “I am Jesus, whom
you are persecuting” (Acts 9:5b). Jesus was mysteriously
identified with people the loving group of people Saul had
been running down like criminals. Jesus, he saw, was the
mysterious fulfillment of all he had been blindly pursuing.
From then on, his only work was to “present everyone
perfect in Christ. For this I labor and struggle, inaccord
with the exercise of his power working within me”
(Colossians 1:28b-29). “For our gospel did not come to
you inword alone, but also in power and in the Holy Spirit
and [with] much conviction” (1 Thessalonians 1:5a).

Paul’s life became a tireless proclaiming and living out of the message of the cross: Christians
die baptismally to sin and are buried with Christ; they are dead to all that is sinful and
unredeemed in the world. They are made into a new creation, already sharing Christ’s victory
and someday to rise from the dead like him. Through this risen Christ the Father pours out the
Spirit on them, making them completely new. So Paul’s great message to the world was: You
are saved entirely by God, not by anything you can do. Saving faith is the gift of total, free,
personal and loving commitment to Christ, acommitment that then bears fruit in more “works”
than the Law could ever contemplate.

( IX. Republic Day (Jan 26) )

Though India became a free nation on August 15, 1947, it declared itself a Sovereign,
Democratic and Republic state with the adoption of the Constitution on January 26, 1950. A
salute of 21 guns and the unfurling of the Indian National Flag by Dr. Rajendra Prasad heralded
the historic birth of the Indian Republic on that day. Thereafter 26th of January was decreed
a national holiday and was recognized as the Republic Day of India. The Constitution gave the
citizens of India the power to choose their own government and paved the way for democracy:.
Dr. Rajendra Prasad took oath as the first President of India at the Durbar Hall in Government
House and this was followed by the Presidential drive
along a five-mile route to the Irwin Stadium, where he
unfurled the National Flag. National Flag: The National . 7
Flag is a horizontal tricolour of deep saffron (kesaria) L
at the top, white in the middle and dark green at the
bottom in equal proportion. The ratio of width of the
flag to its length is two to three. Inthe centre of the ™,
white band is a navyblue wheel which represents the
chakra. The top saffron colour, indicates the strength
and courage of the country. The white middle band
indicates peace and truth with Dharma Chakra. The
green shows the fertility, growth and auspiciousness
of the land. Its design is that of the wheel which appears
on the abacus of the Sarnath Lion Capital of Ashoka.
Its diameter approximates to the width of the white
band and it has 24 spokes. The design of the National Flag was adopted by the Constituent
Assembly of Indiaon 22 July 1947. It is really amazing to see the various changes that our
National Flag went through since its first inception. It was discovered or recognized during
our national struggle for freedom. The evolution of the Indian National Flag sailed through
many vicissitudes to arrive at what it is today.
