Holy Childhood Association

The Month of February reminds us ‘the Holy Childhood Day’ which aims to focus on Children,
who are a precious gift of God to Humanity. Every child is to be welcomed into the world
both by the parents and the society. Children are to be born, not made! They are to be born
out of the loving embrace of a married hetero-sexual couple and not out of laboratories. That
is the catholic Ethic regarding biotechnological production of babies! Once conceived, from
its first moment it is precious and it a human person. It is not some material but a person with
his/her rights! Once born Child, Care and Protection and their religious and secular education,
their talents and contribution to the society, etc. are to be ensured. The Holy Childhood
Association was founded in France in 1843 by Bishop Charles de Forbin-Janson. It’s
celebration every year aims at encouraging all children to be aware of the needs of children
living in mission diocese through the world. Bishop Charles always had a keen interest in the
missions. He was a great preacher and travelled throughout France preaching the Gospel. He
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received letters from missionaries in China requesting his financial help to save starving and
abandoned babies. He did not know how to raise these funds so he met with Pauline Jaricot,
who had already begun her work to raise funds for mission dioceses. She advised him that no
one could understand the needs of children better than children themselves. She gave him the
idea to start a children’s charity.

1st Missionary Children in France

In 1843 Bishop Charles called upon the children of France to help save the children of China.
He asked them to become Missionary Children, helping to spread the Good News. He asked
them to say a Hail Mary every day and give a small coin every month to help feed the Chinese
children. Their motto was ““Children helping Children”. The French children took up this great
work and from then on, the work of missionary children has spread across the world. Today
it is in around 130 countries and helps make Jesus known to children all over the world.
Under its banner “Children helping Children”, funds raised through schools are directed towards
self-help programs involving the building of schools, the provision of health and nutrition
programs and medications, school fees, and teaching and learning resources. Children in
communities, orphanages, homes for the disabled, refugees, and those living on the streets are
assisted by the generosity of children, who wish to make the love of Jesus know everywhere.
Today, it is an organization dedicated to fostering children’s awareness of the missionary
nature of the Church. With children in more than 130 countries participating the motto of the
association has been updated as: children evangelizing, children praying for the children, children
helping children worldwide.

Never Too Little To Help!

The Diocesan and parish Committees for the Holy Childhood Association (HCA) should be
established to foster to become aware of the call of Children to bear witness to their faith. The
purpose of the HCA is to encourage all children to be aware of the needs of children living in
mission dioceses through the world. Their motto is ‘Children helping Children’. Children are
not too little to care about others. The Holy Childhood Association (HCA) is how Catholic
Children like you can help other children around the world. The HCA helps children in many
countries. Episcopal Conferences, Individual Bishops, Rectors of Seminaries and University
Professors, Priests and Deacons, Parents, Directors of religious Education, Catechists,
Teachers, etc should foster all PMS branches but especially Holy Childhood Association.
Many of our Seminaries, Schools, Hostels, Orphanages, etc. have been supported by Holy
Childhood Association, St. Peter the Apostle and our Missions by Propaganda Fide and
most of the Priests, Consecrated s and Lay faithful in India specially in Warangal diocese
benefitted from it.

Pope’s World Day of Sick message: Heal relationships to heal the ill

Pope Francis releases his message for the 32nd World Day of the Sick,

and calls for a ‘therapeutic covenant’ between people who areilland -

their caregivers, family members, and God. “It is not good that man

should be alone—Healing the Sick by Healing Relationships,” is the

theme of Pope Francis’ message for the 2024 commemoration of the

World Day of the Sick, held on 11 February. -

In his message, released on Saturday, the Pope explores the

fundamental importance and healing power of our relationships

with others and with God. Drawing on God’s words about Adam

in the Biblical Book of Genesis, he notes that God’s first thought for the first man was that he
should be in communion and relationship with other beings.

“Our lives, reflecting in the image of the Trinity, are meant to attain fulfillment through a network
of relationships, friendships and love, both given and received,” says the Pope. “We were
created to be together, not alone.” This relational aspect of humanity, he adds, retains its
importance even in moments of vulnerability, illness, and insecurity, which are often caused by
the onset of a serious illness.

Therapeutic covenant

Pope Francis points out that the Covid-19 pandemic and ongoing wars have isolated many
people. Yet, he says, even countries living in peace and enjoying greater resources have a
large number of people who face solitude and even abandonment due to old age and sickness.
Our “throwaway cultures” exalt productivity and individualism at the cost of those unable to
produce an economic gain. Politicians, says the Pope, are thus tempted to water down the
“fundamental right to health and access to healthcare” by turning healthcare into a mere
“provision of services” and wounding the dignity of the human person. The Holy Father calls
for healthcare systems to be accompanied “by a ‘therapeutic covenant’ between physicians,
patients, and family members.”

God’s project of communion for humanity

Returning to God’s words—"It is not good for man to be alone”—Pope Francis says human
sin wounds a person by severing their relationships “with God, with themselves, with others,

with creation” and going against the “profound meaning of God’s project for humanity.” “Such
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isolation causes us to miss the meaning of our lives,” he says. “It takes away the joy of love
and makes us experience an oppressive sense of being alone at all the crucial passages of
life.”The Pope therefore invites everyone to offer compassionate and loving closeness to
those who are ill, following the example of the Good Samaritan (Lk 10:25-37). “To care for
the sick thus means above all to care for their relationships, all of them: with God, with others—
family members, friends, healthcare workers—with creation and with themselves.”

Healing wounds of solitude and isolation

Each of'us, says the Pope, came into the world because our parents welcomed us, and we
were each “made for love” and are called to communion and fraternity. The best therapy for
those who are ill, he adds, is to offer them our love and communion, despite the pace of our
own frenetic lives. “To those of you who experience illness, whether temporary or chronic, I
would say this: Do not be ashamed of your longing for closeness and tenderness!” says the
Pope. “Do not conceal it, and never think that you are a burden on others.” In conclusion, the
Holy Father invites Christians to draw inspiration from Jesus’ compassion-filled gaze through
prayer and the Eucharist, so as to “heal the wounds of solitude and isolation.” “The sick, the
vulnerable, and the poor are at the heart of the Church,” concludes Pope Francis. “They must
also be at the heart of our human concern and pastoral attention.”

(IV. News from CCBI: Liturgy - World Marriage Day — February 11,2024 |

Introduction: Today is the 6™ Sunday of the liturgical year. We celebrate World Marriage
Day, to proclaim the value of Marriage, as permanent, faithful and fruitful bond, not just to
spouses and children, but all families, the Church, and the whole world. Pope Francis says -
Marriage is a “Call to the Joy of Love. .. And Joy of the Church.

We invite all married couples to come forward and sit together in the front rows. All couples
celebrating their silver or golden jubilees this year, please come and occupy the first rows.
Readings:

I Reading: Leviticus 13: 1-2, 44-46"He shall dwell apart, making his abode outside the
camp.”

2" Reading: 1 Corinthians 10: 31—11:1 “Avoid giving offense ...., Try to please ....”

Gospel: Mark 1:40-45 “A leper came to Jesus .... he stretched out his hand, touched him,
and said to him, ‘I do will it. Be made clean”

Homily Hints:
In Jewish society, people affected by leprosy were ostracized because they were considered
“ritually unclean.” They became “‘untouchables” according to Mosaic Law.
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No Jewish rabbi at the time of Jesus would permit a person affected by leprosy to come near
him for fear of defilement. Jesus also is a rabbi, but his approach is completely different. When
he is approached by the sick with leprosy, Jesus stretches out his hand, touches him and heals
him. Jesus is not worried about contamination or ritual defilement. For him, a diseased person
is more important and recognizes his human dignity.

Touch is a deep way of communication. We allow only our loved ones to physically touch us
and reciprocate loving gestures of touch. Married people should be comfortable with the
touch of their spouse, and it should communicate love, intimacy and togetherness. Spouses
should be able to communicate deeply through their bodies and experience God’s love and
deep joy.

Some spouses have experienced physical abuse, and are wounded; this prevents them from
experiencing joy, and they are anxious about touching and being touched. Spouses often shut
each other out in a marriage relationship not allowing the other to touch them for fear of being
wounded again. There are others who emotionally and physically neglect their spouses and/or
are violent with them. Only the Lord can bring healing and wholeness.

In the second reading, St Paul writing to the Corinthians says, a married person is to be
considerate to his/her spouse and not seek one’s own good, but the good of the other. It is the
spouses’ caring and tender behaviour that can bring healing and wellness in marriage. It is the
duty of each spouse to take care and heal one another to experience God’s joyful grace and
love.

On this World Marriage Day, as married spouses, you are invited to strive to better your
relationship and make your families happy, healthy and holy. May the Holy Family of Nazareth
become your model today and always, knowing that “the joy of the family is the joy of the
Church” (Pope Francis)

life are called to reflect the light of Jesus Christ to all peoples. The celebration of World Day
for Consecrated Life is transferred to the following Sunday in order to highlight the gift of
consecrated persons for the whole Church. Moral social and Laity’s apostolate problems,
numerous and often dramatic, are calling as Institutes of Consecrated Life and Societies of
Apostolic Life into question.

Whatever, the Vows impel them to keep alive in the world and the way of life which Jesus, the
supreme Consecrated One and missionary of the Father for the sake ofhis Kingdom, embraced
and proposed to his disciples & quote; (Vita Consecrata, n. 22; cf. Mt 4:18.22: Mk 1:16-20;
Lk 5:10:1; Jn 15:16). United to Christ in his consecration to the Father, they never cease to

seek his face; we want to stay with him and, like the Samaritan woman of the Gospel, draw
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through him from the sources of living water, to quench their thirst with his word and rejoice in
his presence.

We Congratulate all the Consecrated in the Diocese of Warangal and pray to the Lord ‘for

On Feast, we contemplate the Lord Jesus, whom Mary and Joseph bring to the Temple “to

present him to the Lord” (Lk 2:22). This Gospel scene reveals the mystery of the Son of the
Virgin, the consecrated One of the Father who came
into the world to do his will faithfully (cf. Heb 10:5-7).
Simeon identifies him as “a light for revelation to the
Gentiles” (Lk 2:32) and announces with prophetic words £ "
his supreme offering to God and his final victory (cf. Lk
2:32-35). This is the meeting point of the two Testaments,

Old and New. Jesus enters the ancient temple; he who is

the new Temple of God: he comes to visit his people, thus bringing to fulfillment obedience to
the Law and ushering in the last times of salvation. It is interesting to take a close look at this
entrance of the Child Jesus into the solemnity of the temple, in the great comings and goings of
many people, busy with their work: priests and Levites taking turns to be on duty, the numerous
devout people and pilgrims anxious to encounter the Holy God of Israel.

Yet none of them noticed anything. Jesus was a child like the others, a first-born son of very
simple parents. Even the priests proved incapable of recognizing the signs of the new and
special presence of the Messiah and Saviour. Alone two elderly people, Simeon and Anna,
discover this great newness. Led by the Holy Spirit, in this Child they find the fulfillment of
their long waiting and watchfulness. They both contemplate the light of God that comes to
illuminate the world and their prophetic gaze is opened to the future in the proclamation of the
Messiah: “Lumen ad revelationem gentium!” (Lk 2:32). The prophetic attitude of the two
elderly people contains the entire Old Covenant which expresses the joy of the encounter
with the Redeemer. Upon seeing the Child, Simeon and Anna understood that he was the
Awaited One.
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(VII. Feast of Our Lady of Lourdes (February 11))
World day of Sick
Today the Church celebrates the memorial of Our Lady of Lourdes.

In 1858, the Blessed Virgin Mary appeared to a 14-year-old French
peasant girl, St. Bernadette Soubirous. The first appearance was on
Feb. 11, and she would meet with Bernadette a total of 18 times
through July 16 of that year. On Feb. 11, Bernadette went to gather
firewood with her sister and a friend. She saw light coming from a
rosebush at a grotto near the river, and in that light, a woman in a

white dress appeared, holding a rosary. The woman made the sign & -

of the Cross, so Bernadette knelt, took out her own rosary, and

began to pray. After a four-year investigation, the bishop declared the apparitions to be real,
and worth believing. In 1866, Bernadette left Lourdes to join a religious order, where she
served until her death in 1879. A basilica was built and consecrated at the grotto at Lourdes.

that leads there. Lent reflects the forty days that Jesus pRA; FAST
wandered in the wilderness — tempted by Satan — in

readiness for a ministry destined to end in tragedy. Few of us can relate to the level of sacrifice
and commitment that Jesus displayed in his forty days, yet Lent provides us with an opportunity
to deepen our spirituality by engaging in regular discipline from Ash Wednesday through Easter
Sunday. The wilderness — the desert days of Lent — is the true path toward spiritual
transformation. There is a compelling metaphor that helps us embrace the wilderness and
prevents us from racing to Easter. It is the metaphor of the seed. Jesus began his teaching
ministry with the parable of the sower (Matthew 13) and referred to seeds and trees, fruit and
branches, throughout his ministry. To see the metaphor of Christian growth and spiritual
development contained in a seed is to learn valuable lessons about change and transformation.
Receive these six lessons from the seed as six weekly devotionals for this Lenten season.
Incorporate them into your daily meditations so that they might grow to full bloom in your
heart.

Three Timeless Practices of Lent: Praying, Fasting. Almsgiving

a) Fasting: Fast from watching television one night each week so that you can spend time on
a Lenten practice, such as praying, reading the Bible and serving others. Fast from one movie
during Lent and give the money and the time in service to others. Fast from using foul language
and put-downs and start affirming the good in other people. Fast from buying new things like
clothes, music, magazines, or jewelry and make a donation. .. Fast from spending money on
entertainment and make a donation of time or money that serves others. Fast from holding
resentments and start practicing forgiveness. Fast from gossiping or being dishonest and start
the practice of always being truthful and honest. Fast from a favorite snack food or drink and
set aside the money you would have spent to donate to a special charity. Fast from being
angry or upset with people who have hurt or offended you, and pray for the courage to
forgive them. Fast from feeling guilty and angry at yourself for things you have done wrong,
instead remember God’s great love for you.

b) Praying: Pray for a forgiving heart and ask the people you have hurt to forgive you.
Participate in Ash Wednesday services with your family. Participate in the Stations of the
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Cross during Lent. Participate in the Sacrament of Reconciliation during Lent. Rent the video,
The Prince of Egypt. Watch the video and read the story of Moses from the Book of Exodus,
chapters 2-15. Try to read one chapter each day. Be sure to read the story of the Passover in
chapters 12 through 13:22. List three blessings you have been given. Say a prayer to God,
giving thanks for the blessings in your life. Pray for the children and families who are homeless,
and think about ways you and your family might help them.

¢) Serving/Almsgiving: Show an act of kindness to each family member today. Show an act
of kindness to a friend and to someone who is difficult to like. Together with your family,
spend time serving others during Lent. Work at a soup kitchen or homeless shelter. Visit
elderly people who are in nursing homes or are shut-ins. Bring food or clothing to the parish or
community food pantry, food bank, or homeless shelter. Do someone else’s chores one day
this week. Donate a new item of children’s clothing to the local homeless shelter or clothing
center. Go through your closet and find some clothes in good shape to give away to other
children who are in need of clothes. Write a letter or create a card for someone who is sick or
might be lonely. Buy a can of food to give to a food bank or homeless shelter. Talk with your
family about eating one simple meal each week of Lent and putting the money you save in the
Operation Rice Bowl box or giving the money to a soup kitchen or homeless shelter.

( X. Feast of St. Peter’s Chair (February 22) )

This feast brings to mind the mission of teacher and

pastor conferred by Christ on Peter, and continued
in an unbroken line down to the present Pope. We
celebrate the unity of the Church, founded upon the
Apostle, and renew our assent to the Magisterium of
the Roman Pontiff, extended both to truths which are
solemnly defined ex cathedra, and to all the acts of

the ordinary Magisterium.
The feast of the Chair of Saint Peter at Rome has been celebrated from the early days of the
Christian era on 18 January, in commemoration of the day when Saint Peter held his first
service in Rome. The feast of the Chair of Saint Peter at Antioch, commemorating his foundation
of'the See of Antioch, has also been long celebrated at Rome, on 22 February. At each place
a chair (cathedra) was venerated which the Apostle had used while presiding at Mass. One of
the chairs is referred to about 600 by an Abbot Johannes who had been commissioned by
Pope Gregory the Great to collect in oil from the lamps which burned at the graves of the
Roman martyrs.

1. Season of Lent-Ash Wednesday: This year, Ash Wednesday falls on the 14™ of February,
2024, on which the holy Lenten period begins. All the Parish Priests are requested to make

sure that the way of the cross is conducted in all our Parish Churches/ Chapels on every
Wednesday and on every Friday during the Lenten season. All the Heads of the Institutions
are requested to make sure that Catholic child/ youth participate in the ‘Way of the Cross’
service in Parish Churches/Chapels. It is a great privilege and responsibility of all of us to
promote strong Catholic Faith Formation of all Catholic children/youth/ adults in Parishes and
Institutions

Law of Abstinence (keeping away from meat): The Catholics who have completed 14
years of age are to observe the law of abstinence on Ash Wednesday and on all
Fridays of Lent.

Law of Fasting: The law of fasting is to be observed on Ash Wednesday and on Good
Friday, by all those who have completed 18 years of age and have not yet begun the
60th year of their age. All the Faithful are encouraged to do so more of Fasting of different
kinds like watching television, using Smart Phones, Alcohol Consumption and criticizing others
etc. Meditate always on the Passion of Christ.

2. World Day of the Sick: Every year the Church celebrates the World Day of the Sick on
the 11th of February, on the Feast Day of Our Lady of Lourdes. I request all the parish priests
to observe it meaningfully-Kindly arrange a Holy Mass, Prayers for Healing and deliverance
of evil spirits.

3. Holy Childhood Day: This year the Holy Childhood Day falls on the 11 of February.
Parish Priests and Heads of Institutions are requested to observe the Day and make a special
collection and send it to the Diocesan office by the end of the month. Kindly animate Catholic
children with special preaching, prayer and contribution. Let them thank the Holy
Childhood office and learn to help the poorest children. They should be guided to conduct
activities and raise funds for poorer children and should become Child-Missionaries.
